Screwworms On 
Increase In Texas

Texas had recorded well 
over 600 cases of screwworms 
for 1973 as July drew to a 
close, and indications are 
that the year's total will 
climb rapidly in the next 
few months.

The hot summer weather 
and recent rains have spurred 
the spread of screwworms 
in South and Southwest 
Texas, said Dr. M .E. Mea­
dows, veterinarian-in-cliarge 
of screwworm eradication 
operations at Mission.

From now until November 
1 is considered the crucial 
time in the screwworm 
program. Thus he urged 
livestock producers and pel 
owners to be especially alert 
for screwworm infestations.

About 80 per cent of the 
scrcwwoTtn casts have been 
occurring in the southern 
most 11 counties of Texas. 
However, El Paso and Hud­
speth Counties in Far West 
Texas have also recorded 
cases. In face, El Paso 
county has already recorded 
six cases, more by this time 
of the year than any other 
year since the Screwworm 
Eradication Program began 
in 1962.

According to Meadows, 
current eradication efforts 
involve a two-pronged ataack

on the vicious fles-eating

Rewriting the neat-century 
old Texas constitution is 
turning out to be stickier 
job than many figured

The Constitutional Revision 
Commission went into over­
time at a recent three day 
meeting near here, but still 
failed to complete its agenda 
and slated another August 
10-11 cleanup meeting.

Meanwhile, legislative 
planners for the 1974 Consti­
tutional Convention, at 
which lawmakers will actuall) 
propose a revised constitution, 
disagreed on routine stage- 
setting.

House members suggested 
a new voting machine (which 
was later ordered! and new 
desks for delegates. Senate 
planning committee spokes­
man indicated they would 
be satisfied to bring their 
own desks over from across 
the capitol rotunda and set 
them up in the House middle 
aisle.

The revision panel agreed:
To keep the provision for 

real property taxation in the 
constitution for state purposes, 
but leave it to the legislature 
to write separate laws gov­
erning personal property tax­
ation.

To retain the state highway 
users gasoline tax, with three* 
fourths of the revenue ear­
marked for highway building 
and one-fourth tor public 
schools. . provision was 
made for abolishing the high - 
way fund lev y on statewide 
referendum with support of 
two-thirds of the legislature.

To keep the Permanent 
University I und and Perman­
ent School funds in the cons­
titution. The University 
fund would be altered some 
what to include present and 
future branches of the Univer­
sity of Texas and Texas AA! 
University.

To add to the constitution 
a guarantee of "equitable" 
financial support for all 
schools and districts rich and 
poor.

To retain as constitutional 
elected members of the exe­
cutive branch only the gover­
nor, lieutenant governor and 
attorney general, with the 
legislature empowered to 
decide if the comptroller, 
treasurer, secretary of state, 
land commissioner and rail­
road commission should he 
elected or appointed by the 
governor.

rolls around, thousands of 
Texas mothers suddenly real­
ize that only a few more 
weeks remain until school 
begins.

A 
certified copy of a birth 
certificate is usually request­
ed, reports the Texas State 
Department of Health.

This fall there will be 221,-

growth of the scliool popula­
tion is expected for the next 
two to three years, accord­
ing to ihe Texas Education 
Agency. In addition, there 
will be 78,700 children enrol­
led in public school kinder - 
ga rtens.

Anticipating the rush of 
birth certificate requests, 
the Records and Statistics 
Section of the Texas State- 
Department of Health lias 
been prepared for it. Request 
already are pouring in.

It takes a sizeable staff 
just to open the thousands of I 
letters received dai ly, let 
alone search out a requested 
certificate, remove it from 
the thick volume, make 
a certified copy, mail it out

andRecords and Statistics
Just maintaining records of 

current birtlis and deaths is 
a mammoth task. In order 
to do this, the state wide 
system includes 1,000 local 
registration officials wlio 
collect tiiese records. All 
of these must be carefully 
indexed to expedite the 
hundreds of thousands of 
searches that must be made 
each year to process applica­
tions for birth certification 
and verifications.

This sounds complicated, 
and it is. But to a person who. 
needs a birth certificate, for 
a passport or to prove the. 
age of a child entering scliool 
it is a vital service.

Not only are these records 
helpful to you and necessary 
for legal proof in many inst­
ances, but they furnish as a 
group information of great 
value to the state. To best 

use this wealth of statistics, 
data is transferred from reco­
rds to magnetic tapes and a 
computer converts these into 
tabulatioas. From these 
charts and reports come 
information enabling staff 
statisticians to read and inter­
pret the very pulse of the 
state's health.

livestock pest. Infested 
herds arc being sprayed with 
a pesticide free of charge.
The Texas Animal Health 
Commission, in cooperation 
with the USDA's animal and 
Plant Heath Inspection Ser­
vice, is conducting this ser­
vice for all livestock produc­
ers who submit a confirmed 
screw worm sample.

Sterile file drop« are also 
continuing at the rate of 
1,000 to 2 ,000 flies per 
square mile each week in 
areas where cases are con­
firmed.

Hut the spraying and fly 
drops are only part of the 
eradication program. We 
need the cooperation of all 
livestock producers and pet 
owners in inspecting and 
treat mg infested animals to 
make the program really 
effective.

Screw worm sample co llect­
ion kits arc available at any 
county Extension office and 
from livestock inspectors 
and veterinarians. All 

worm samples should be sent 
to the Mission Lamb, Box 969, 
Mission, Texas 78572.

to have the proper number ol 
PFDs on board during thq 
month of June,

Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment Uw enforcement person­
nel remind Texas boaters that 
they have until Oct. 1 to com ­
ply with new federal regula­
tions concerning life saving 
dcvicc>.

The new rules won't affect 
owners with boats under 16 feel 
in length, canoes and kayaks, 
but those with larger craft 
may have to resupply their 
stock of U .S . Coast Guard-ap­
proved Personal Flotation De­
vices.

PFD's are classified into 
four groups:

--Type l must be designed 
to turn in  unconscious wearer

from face downward in the 
water to vertical or slightly 
backward. It must have more 
than 20 pounds of bouyancy 
and be designed to be worn.

- -  Type II must meet the 
same requirements as Type 
1, but it must only have at 
least 15.5 pounds of bouyancy

- -  Type III is any approv­
ed device designed to keep 
a conscious person in a verti­
cal or slightly backward posi­
tion and to have at least 15,5 
pounds of bouyancy.

Type IV devices are design­
ed to be thrown to a person 
in the water and must have 
16.5 pounds of bouyancy.
Not designed to be worn, the 
most common Type IV PFD 
is the bouyant cushion.

The law as of Oct. 1 reads:
Boats 16 feet or longer must 

have a Type 1, II or III wear­
able device for each person 
on board and one throw able 
Type IV.

Boats 16 feet and under** 
to include canoes and kayaks 
— must have one Type l. II, 
III or IV for each person on 
board.

There is little promotional 
interest in the fryer market 
this week. However, turkey it 
a good protein choice to 
look for. Turkey parts and 
turkey rolls may be good 
values, too.

Consumers may find a 
few featured items at the 
meat counter, but supplies 
are guestimated to be less 
than usual, because demands 
continue strong.

Shoppers can help ease 
the situation by using more 
meat alternates, such as 
dry beans, dry peas and pea ­
nut butter.

Touching Up the Lures
Any angler who fishes around 

rocks, boulders, bluffs or gravel beds 
subjects his artificial lures (especially 
the top water plugs and floating 
‘‘stick*’ ) to real punishment. As a 
consequence the lures become scarred, 
the paint cracks and the hooks get 
broken or dulled.

But, that's where the fish are, so 
don’t avoid these areas. Keep after 
’em, even if you have to huy many 
new lures.

Of course you can replace the 
hooks on the old lures. Also you can 
repaint some of the lures, especially 
the ones with the wood bodies . . 
and wood is now lieing used again 
after being replaced with plastic for a

long, long time.
While you have the hooks off just 

dip the lure in a paint bucket and 
hang the bait up to dry. A bit of old 
fishing line tied to the eye of the liait, 
and with a loop on the other end. 
makes both painting and hanging easy!

After the paint dries, you can give 
it additional protection and water­
proof it at the same time by dipping it 
in a can of varnish or epoxy.

Kinda fun to do.
If you have decorative ability or 

artistic taient and a few different 
colored cans of spray jmint—you can 
come up with some very colorful 
combinations.
