“The increase on long dis-
tance rates in Texas is need-
ed to partially offset sharp
increases in the cost of doing
business, " Gravitt said, He
cited that telephone wages
for 1973 will be $110 million
higher than in 1971, and
taxes for the year will be
$40 million more than two
years ago when the last in-
trastate rate adjustment was
made,

Instead, walking and may-
be even a little jogging would
would be better for your heart
According to the American
Heart Association, 50 percent
of all deaths in Texas are
from cardiovascular diseases,
heart attacks being the single
greatest killer, Hunters, es-
pecially those with sedentary
jobs, are prime candidates to
become one of these statistics

Part of every year's hunting
preparations should also in-
clude a program geared at
preparing the body for the
rigorous days ahead,

Here are some tips from
the American Heart Associa-
tion which should help a few
more hunters get safely home
from their trip:

-=Arrange to see your doc-

Injury Before Birth

Motorists who negligently
knock down pedestrians woulc
naturally expect to be held legal
ly liable for the consequences

But suppose the pedestrian ie
an expectant mother. And sup
pose, as a result of the accident
her baby is born with some sori
of defect. Could the motorist be
held liable also for the injury
the child?

Traditionally the law refused
to grant damages for prenatal
injuries. Courts reasoned that un-
til the actual moment of birth,
the child was merely a part of its
mother, with no independent ex-
istence on which to base a claim.

But in recent

Today, almost everywhere, &
child is entitled to collect dam
ages for a prenatal injury that
was inflicted negligently —at least
if it occurred during the later
months of pregnancy

As one court put it

‘A child has a legal right tc
begin life with a sound mind anc
body.”

Of course it is still necessary
in establishing the child’s claim
to prove there was a causal con
nection between the accident anc
the disability. Consider this case

A baby was born with a de
formed foot after his mothe:
had been hurt in an auto colli
sion. But medical experts saic
there was no reliable way of
tracing the deformity to the ac
cident. Accordingly, a court ruled

that there were no ground:
for holding the other motoris
liable

Assuming that the child doe
have a legitimate claim, woul
it make any difference il the
mother hersell was partly K«
blame for the accident? Tha
guestion arose in another aulte
case, in which the mother's owr
bad driving-—as well as the other
motorist's— had  contributed te
the collision
