A rabid skunk was found 
south of McLean recently, 
according to Dr. David Woods, 
local veterinarian. Although 
this is the only positive case of 
rabies in the area. Dr. Woods

McLean residents should be 
aware that pets must be vaccin­
ated every year, or every three 
years Dr. Woods said. There 
are two types of vaccines, he 
said, one which lasts three 
years, and one which only lasts 
a year. Even with the three- 
year variety. Woods said, a 
booster shot must follow after 
ooe year. There is no such thing 
as s life-time shot for animals

Rabies is an infectious virus 
disease of the central nervous 
system, also called hydrophob­
ia, and is almost always fatal, in 
animals ooce contracted, ac­
cording to Woods. There is a 
series of painful shots for 
humans who have contacted the

months, several top teachers in 
the McLean School system have 
resigned, snd moat of them for 
the same reason: better pay.

The pay in the McLean 
schools is among the lowest in 
the area, since we offer only 
$100 above the state schedule 
for the regular classroom 
teacher Other schools in the 
area pay from $500 to $1500 
above the state schedule.

As long as McLean is at the
bottom of the pay scale, we will 
continue to be a training ground 
for young teachers on their way 
up. The school system cannot 
hope to attract and hold bright 
young teachers who must make 
enough money to feed a family.

Don't misunderstand. Mc­
Lean has some good, (and a few 
GREAT) teachers, but moat of 
those who have been here far 
several years stay in McLean 
because their spouse has a job 
in McLean, owns land in the 
area, or because the teacher 
has family ties in McLean. We 
have been fortunate to have to 
many good teachers far this 
reason

Growing up in a teacher's 
family. I often heard people say 
that a good teacher is not 
interested in mooey. but he is 
dedicated to his job of pre­
paring the youth of America. 
And that is partially true. Most 
teachers could step out of 
teaching and find a better­
paying job in industry at any 
time.

Proposing a tas increase in a 
time of inflation and 'hard' 
money may be considered by 
some a mark of insanity, but 
that is the only way McLean can 
afford to raise the salaries of Its 
teachers.

McLean has a relatively low 
tai rate in comparison with our 
neighboring communities. We 
should be willing to raise that 
ta i rate to procure and keep 
good people in our school 
system.

A tai raise is never a popular 
decision, or one that will get 
many school board members 
votes, but I strongly suggest 
that one be considered, and if it 
is passed, that the money be 
used to improve teachers' sal­
aries.

One unidentified wit said: ‘A 
society that prises plumbers 
more than philoaphers, will 
have both plumbing and phil­
osophy that won't hold water.'

One of the hardest fought 

battles of this congress has 
been over the Panama Canal 
treaty Ratification of the treaty 
last year by the Senate did not

The House of Representa­
tives on Thursday. June 21, 
passed a bill that established 
the framework for implemen­
tation of the treaty's provisions. 
I voted against it as an eipres- 
ston of my opposition to the 
treaty. This was the first and 
only time the House of Repre­
sentatives has had an oppor­
tunity to eipress itself publicly 
on the issue

The House passed by a 

narrow 4-vote margin (210 to 
20b) legislation that would cre­
ate s Department of Education 
A similar bill passed the Senate 
in September by a vote of 72 to 
II.A House-Senate conference 
committee must now iron out 
some controversial differences 
before a final bill is tent back to 
both chambers for another vote.

I have oppoaed the formation 
of such a cabinet level depart­
ment because I do not feel that

the quality of education in this 
country will be improved by the 
creation of another bureaucra­
cy. Despite proponents insis­
tence that safeguards in the 
legislation will prevent unnec­
essary federal dictates on 
school policy. I believe that this 
action will lead to unprecen 
dented federal encroachment 
on state and local government 
responsibility for education.

The synthetic-fuels legisla­

tion. which was discussed 
somewhat in depth in the last 
newsletter sailed through the 
House after lengthy debate 
with a favorable vote of 3b8 to 
2S.

This piece of legislation pro­
vides for further development 
of fuel from coal shale, tar 
sands, and farm crops, h is now 
before the Senate for consider 
atioo

There is no doubt that there 
is a crisis in energy. The OPEC 
nations have control over the 
price and supply of almost half 
of our current needs and 26% of 
that is supplied by nations who 
are hostile to our government- 
Iran. Iraq. Algeria, and Libya.

OPEC's latest price increase 
is to $23.50 a barrel, h was 
$1.80 a barrel in 1970 then, by 
1973, had gone up to $3.01. The 
embargo of that year-which 
ended in March 1974, jumped 
the price to $10.95 per barrel 
and this year we have seen the 
January i . 1979 price of $13.34 
soar to the July 1 heights of 
$23.50.

Current estimates--though 
this will no doubt change as the 
13.4% inflationary spiral climbs 
upward-are that the syn-fuel 
production of the 1980 s could 
produce a barrel of oil for S28 a 
barrel. The spot market cur­
rently has the price tag of $40 
per barrel with at least one oil 
company saying publicly that 
they will pay that price just so 
they can make gasoline avail­
able to their customers.

European prices are current­
ly at $1.80 to $3.00 a gallon at 
the pumps and they buy from 
the same people we do. Our 
goal must be self-sufficiency as 
a nation in light of our energy 
needs and the ramifications the 
shortages have on all of us. 
Increased domestic production 
is in my opinion still the best 

I short term answer.

Good timing often manna the difference between a success­
ful enterprise and a fiasco.

Farmers and businessmen know the importance of timing. 
Take wheat farmers, for example. They have learned that it 
makes no sense for them to sell their wheat to a middleman 
as soon as it's harvested only to have him store it. then sit 
back and wait for the price to go up before he sells.

Modern day farmers have 
greatly increased their storage 
capacity so they can hold onto 
their own wheat and wait for the 
right time to sell.

Over the past several months, 
though, a growing rail car short­
age in this country has thrown out 
of kilter the timing of farmers and 
businessmen and anyone else try­
ing to transport goods to the mar 
ket place.

How bad is the rail car shortage? It's very bad and expected 
to get worse, at least for the nexi couple of years.

The Senate Agriculture Committee heard testimony last 
year about a survey of 30 warehouses in West Texas and 
Oklahoma. The survey showed that while 4.900 boxcars were 
ordered ovci a four week period, less than 1,700 were pro­
vided.

On a single day during the spring of 1978 cotton com­
presses and warehouses in the Amarillo area ordered 241 rail 
cars but only 39 were furnished.

The American Railcar Institute reported a domestic rail car 
manufacturing backlog of over 96.000 units as of this past 
January 1st—an increase of 20.000 units since last year. Do­
mestic producers are scheduled to deliver approximately 84,- 
000 units during 1979. which would result in a carryover back­
log of 12.000 units at the end of the year.

When you consider that the number of new rail cars 
ordered from domestic manufacturers has more than tripled 
since 1976. it doesn't take a genius to figure that new car 
orders this year added to the carryover backlog equal a con­
tinuing shortage at least through next year.

Again this year I have proposed legislation that would ease 
this shortage of railroad cars by suspending for two years an 
18 percent tariff on cars imported from Mexico. The Bentsen 
bill is being cosponsored by four of my colleagues.

A similar bill that I proposed last year was approved by 
the Senate but failed to gain approval in the House of Repre­
sentatives. The prospects for passage look brighter this year, 
though, since the economic impact of the shortage is being 
felt more widely and since we have gained some important 
new allies, including the Association of American Railroads.

The problem is this: under U.S. tariff laws. Mexico is 
allowed to export rail cars to this country without paying 
any duty, so long as their shipments don't exceed 50 percent 
of all rail cars imported by the U.S.

Early last year Canada stopped exporting rail cars to us 
when a shortage developed in that country. So, as of March I. 
1978 Mexico exceeded the 50 percent limitation and the pro­
hibitive 18 percent tariff was imposed.

In addition to easing a troublesome transportation bottle­
neck in this country, there is a second significant aspect to my 
legislation which pertains to our relations to Mexico.

Mexico is not only our closest neighbor to the south, but 
our fifth largest trading partner in the world.

To the extent that we are able to encourage increased 
freight car imports from Meiico—at a time when we really 
need more freight cars—we create additional employment 
opportunities in that country. And we demonstrate to our 
friends there that the United States of America is willing to 
pursue new areas of cooperate e endeavor with its neighbors.

I want to stress that my hill does not seek to abolish the im­
port quota entirely, rather to suspend it for two years.

I am convinced that, ultimately. American manufacturers 
will be able to rise to the occasion and produce enough rail 
cars to meet the transportation needs of our farmers and 
businessmen.

But for now, given the existing backlog of orders, the con­
tinuing demand for new cars and the (act that the domestic in­
dustry is producing at capacity, the only way to ease the 
immediate shortage is to import more freight cars from 
Mexico.

I want to thank you for 
sending the Special Edition' of 
the News to mv brother Aaron 

Red Gill. Red. as he was 
known to his friends, passed 
away July 13 in an Oklahoma 
City hospital. He had been ill 
for some time, but he remained 
conscious until the last night of 
his life.

Red. born June 25. 1919, was 
raised at McLean and loved the 
people and we spent two nights 
of my reading and rereading 
the News; Red suffered so he 
slept only at short periods. Our 
reading and discussing people 
and places seemed to soothe 
him.

Two comments he made 
stand out in my mind. One was 
‘Vera Back is a real doll.' While 
reading about the Carpenters. 
Red said. 'Old Milton must be 
slipping, because he could have 
written a whole page about his 
father. Mr. John, about his love 
of the land, his vast knowledge 
and how many times he’d 
helped his fellow man.'

We finally agreed that Milton 
did the right thing, because 
every one knew Mr. Carpenter 
and it didn’t have to be put in 
print.

Red moved with our mother 
and sitter to Oklahoma when he 
was about 17. He was among 
the first to be drafted during 
World War II. He served in the 
infantry with Gen. Patton's 
Third Army. Red received in­
juries which in time brought 
about the chest and heart 
trouble.

liments of the home freezer.

Freezing is one of the simp­
lest. most popular methods of 
preserving foods at home. It 
retains the natural color, flavor, 
texture and food value of most 
fruits and vegetables, meats 
and baked goods.

The quality of the food frozen 
can vary with freshness of 
product used, methods of 
preparation, packaging and 
conditions of freezing. For suc­
cessful freezing, select good- 
quality products. Freezing will 
not improve low grade food.

Frozen meat, poultry, fish 
and eggs equal the fresh pro­
ducts in nutritive value. Re­
taining this value of fruits and 
vegetables depends largely on 
the treatment before freezing, 
storage temperature and meth­
od of cooking and serving. 
Handling the food promptly 
also retains quality.

Improper packaging can 
cause undesirable flavor and 
appearance The selection of 
containers depends on the type 
of food and personal prefer­
ence. But all materials should 
be moisture-vapor proof to pre­
vent evaporation and retain the 
highest quality of frozen foods.

We recommend glass, metal, 
rigid plastics, freezer wrapping 
materials, waxed cartons and 
moat bags because they are 
moisture-vapor proof or at least 
moisture-vapor resistant. But. 
do not use ordinary waxed 
papers, household aluminum 
foil and cottage cheese or ice 
cream cartons.

All packages should be air 
tight Freezer burn, a surface 
discoloration on meat or poul­
try. often results when meat or 
poultry dry due to improper 
packaging

Fruits and vegetables can be 
frozen at home m glass con­
tainers They caa be reused, 
but be sure to examine the jars 
for nicks and cracks. Wash the 
jars in hot soapy water, rinse 
i  ad scald to be sure that 
they are sanitary Invert the

jars on a clean cloth to drain 
and cool. Pack the jars to within 
V« inch of the top. packing 
firmly, but not tightly. Place the 
lid on the jar with sealing 
composition next to the glass 
and screw the ring tightly. 
Canning jar lids may be used. 
Clear glass makes labeling 
unnecessary except for the date 
of freezing.

Give special care to foods 
which may become rancid, a 
result of natural fats and oils 
being exposed to atmospheric 
oxygen. These foods include 
fish, shellfish, beef. pork, 
meat, poultry.

Freeze fruits and vegetables 
at 0 degrees F. or below Meat 
should be frozen in a commer­
cial plant at -S to -20 degrees F. 
for best results. Space packages 
of unfrozen food at least one 
inch apart since heat must be 
given off in order for them to 
freeze. Put no more unfrozen 
food into a freezer than will 
freeze within 24 hours. For 
quickest freezing, place pack­
ages against freezing plates or 
coils.

Storage temperature mat­
ters. For example, many foods 
nottcably lose quality and vit­
amin content when stored at 
about 25 degrees F. in an 
'open-at-one-end' household 
refrigerator freezer Frozen 
foods undergo slow changes in 
storage and «rill not retain 
quality indefinitely. Far best 
results, store them at 0 degrees 
F. or below. Freezing does not 
sterilize the product, but the 
low temperature prevents the 
growth of harmful yeasts, 
molds and bacteria. Some 
micro-organisms are killed by 
freezing, but many survive.

For specific details on freez­
ing fruits and vegetables, ask 
for the Extension Publication.
Frozen Foods' • B-17S, which

WATCH OUT FOR RABIES:
Public awareness of rabies 

prevention is important due to 
the large increase of confirmed 
cases in Texas this year.

Rabies cases doubled during 
the January-March period of 
this year compared to the same 
period a year ago.

Rabies, one of the oldest and 
most feared diseases, is a 
natural disease of dogs. cats, 
bats and wild carnivores.

All warm-blooded animals 
are susceptible since the dis­
ease is transmitted by a bite 
which introduces the virus­
bearing saliva.

The virus may be present one 
to three days before the onset of 
clinical signs. Since there are 
no 'typical' cases, animals 
exhibit a wide range of symp­
toms. Therefore, any unex­
plained central nervous system 
disorder should be regarded as 
possibly being rabies.

Clinical rabies in man and 
most animals is essentially 100 
percent fatal. There is no 
specific therapy oocc the di­
sease's course has begun.

Take proper precautions 
when encountering an animal 
suspected of being rabid. An 
apparently healthy animal that 
is not a stray that bites i  person 
should be confined and ob­
served by a veterinarian for ten 
days. Immediately kill a stray 
that bites. Since the brain is 
needed for diagnosis, don't kill 
the animal by injuring its head.

Immediately clean all bites 
and scratches thoroughly with 
soap and water since this is the 
most effective rabies prevent­
ive. Then contact your doctor 
for further treatment.

Protect all pets through a 
rabies vaccination program. 
Livestock should also be pro­
tected in areas where rabies is 
prevalent in wildlife.

Promptly pick up and hu­
manely dispone of all stray 
animals. Also warn children to 
stay away from strays or other 
wild animals.

PROTECT GARDENS FROM 
ANIMAL PESTS:

Insects are not the only pests 
thst threaten home gardens 
Birds may peck ripening fruit or 
young seedlings. Moles or 
gophers may burrow through 
the garden destroying plant 
roots. Ground squirrels, mice 
and rabbits may destroy plants. 
Deer may be a problem in some

I4H CORNER I

Birds are one of the most 
common pests besides insects. 
They cannot be fenced out 
because they can fly in from the 
top. You wouldn't mind sharing 
with them if they would eat 
one or two peaches, but instead 
they tend to peck every peach 
on the tree.

One of the best bird controls 
is bird netting. This is a plastic 
netting that can be used to 
cover fruit trees, berry crops, 
vineyards, or other crops.

Keep fruit trees small by 
pruning, so the tree will be 
small enough to cover with a 
bird net. If your fruit tree is too 
large, you'll have to And other 
methods Try keeping a bird 
feeder full of grain during 
ripening time.

For small gardens use one- 
inch by four-inch lumber to 
make a frame. Cover this writh a 
screen wire or hardware doth 
then place it on the ground and 
over the young plants to be 
protected.

What about mice, rabbits, 
and deer? Recent University of 
Maryland research shows that 
hot sauce made from chili 
peppers may be used to repel 
these pests from plants. Mix 
ooe tablespoon of either Tabas- 
oo m ice or Louiitni Hot Since 
with one gallon water for a 
spray. To make the spray stick 
to the bark of trees all winter 
add two tablespoons per gallon 
of an an tides leant such as 
'wilt-prof Apply the spray 
when temperatures are above 
40 degrees F.

Bob Bullock Urges 
Texans To Stay Home

AUSTIN, Tex.-- State Comp 
trailer Bob Bullock Monday 
said gas line-weary Texans will 
save both fuel and money if 
they vacation in Texas this 
summer.

Texas continues to have the 
nation's lowest gasoline tax 
rate at five cent* a gallon. 
Bullock xaid, adding that shod 
inxtate trip» will conserve more 
fuel than long, croas country 
vacations.

The highest gasoline tax rate 
is 12 cents a gallon in Washing 
ton.

Bullock said gasoline tax 
rates In the nation’s nine north­
east states are nearly double 
the Texas rate-averaging 9.5 
cents s gallon.

Nine states--Arfcansas, Geor­
gia. Iowa, Michigan. Montana, 
Nebraska. Pennsylvania. South 
Dakota and Wsshington-hsve 
recently increased gasoline tax 
rates.

Bullock also said consumers 
who are seeing their budgets 
chewed up by inflation benefit 
from Texas' low sales tax rate. 
The itate'x four percent sales 
tax is lower than the tax rates 
levied in 18 other states and 
equal to the rate set by 10 
states.

The highest sales tax rate- 
seven percent - is levied by 
Connecticut.
