According to  Highway Patrolm en 
R C Parker and Charles Hender- 
wai of M cLtan. the cattle truck, 
driven by Aaron Anderson of Okla 
hunia Ctty. struck the left rear of 
the hay trailer as he attem pted 
to pass the slow moving vehicle, 
kiKs'klng the trailer and the pickup 
off the right aide of the road 
Neither Anderson nor any of the 
catile were injured.
