He is a bay horse, foaled in 1921, 
by Gay Cnisadcr out of Port Sun- 
liglit.

Gay Crusader is by Bayardo and 
Bayurdo is bv Bay Ronald, highly 
rated thoroughbreds in England and 
France. Port Sunlight, the dam of 
Ga.v Ronald, is by Sundridge, sire 
of Sun Briar wliicli was the sire of 
Sun Beau, the world’s biggest money 
winner of all time. Sun Beau, at 
the time he was retired from rac­
ing, had won over $376,000.

Gay Ronald’s breeding traces to 
the Galopin strain on both sides, 
and on the dam side runs back 
three generations to St. Simon.

Floyd recently completed a new 
jjaddock and stable at his ranch. 
He has added three thoroughbred 
marcs to the large string of half 
and three-quarter bred animals from 
which he produces polo stock.

Allred today sent a message to the 
legislature urging an early passage 
of the bill creating a state agency 
to apply for a Federal Public Works 
ioan to build a $60,000,000 gas pipe­
line from the PanUandl.c to St„ 
Louis and Detroit.

Gov. Delays Naming 
Successor to Ely

AUSTIN, April 4, (d>).—Governor 
Janies V. Allreti’s delay in appoint­
ing a highway commissioner to suc­
ceed W. R. Ely of Abilene is keeping 
highway department employes and 
many others in suspense.

Ely’s term exp-.cd Feb. 15 and 
j Allred has let more than a month 
i and a half pass without making his 
I choice known.
I He indicated he had not, contrary 
■ to the belief of some who keep an 
i eai' to the ground, made up his mind 
i whom he would appoint and that the 
I selection might not be made for 
I some time.
: From usually well informed sour- 
! ces it was gathered that Ely was I not out of the running. Other sour­
ces customarily reliable doubt that 
Ely will be renamed.

Several considerations must be 
weighed in making the appointment. 
Governor Allred would name the 
chairman who would work with John 
Wood, present chairman, and Com­
missioner D. K. Martin. Martin was 
appointed by former Governor R. S. 
Sterling and Wood by former Gover­
nor Miriam A. Ferguson.

One of the problems Governor i 
Allred faces is to select a man who 
could work closely with at least one' 
of the continuing members to give 
the admmistration views and poli­
cies effect. Otherwise the commis­
sion might be composed of three 
members holding opposing views 
with the result that the administra­
tion would have little weight and 
the highway program be thrown in­
to confusion.

It has been noted, however, that 
Wood, Marthi and Ely work in har­
mony and have had only minor dis­
agreements as to policy.

A source of major concern, par- 
tioiularly to highway department 
employes, is whether Allred’s ap­
pointment will be followed by a 
shakeup. However, those who pro­
fess to be well up on the subject 
predict there will be no eruptions 
and that Gibb Gilcln-ist, the chief 
executive officer under the commis­
sion will be retained.

Meanwhile Ely is continuing, to 
serve, having been appointed until 
his successor is designated and qual­
ified.

Governor Allred’s delay in selec­
ting a commissioner has had no ef­
fect on the department’s activities. 
Its engineers are going full speed 
ahead drafting plans and have sev­
eral millions of dollars in projects 
tentatively outlined. A close watch 
is being kept on progress of the huge 
public worlijs constriuction bill in 
Congress in the expectation a big,' 
slice will be allocated for highway 
work.

If the bill passes and contains 
! provision for increased highway 
construction the department will be 
able, within a short time, to sub­
mit details on projects for appro­
val.

The allocation of a major portion 
of the public works appropriation 
for highways would be especially ap­
preciated by Texans in view of the 
approaching Centennial. The com­
mission has been concentrating on 
completing the gaps in cardinal 
highways in order to have them 
ready for Centennial visitors. Much 
progress has been made but the 
commissioners view with concern the 
thousands of miles of highways that 
need improvement.

Man Facing Murder 
C h a rg ^ ills  Self

THROCKMORTON, April 3. —J. 
M. Thomas, 55-year-old Throck­
morton county fanner who was fac­
ing an indictment charging murder, 
died at his home 16 miles northeast i 
of here today, from the effects of 
poisoning.'

He was found near death in the 
barn at his home and died without 
speaking. An empty bottle was 
found nearby.

Justice George Blachcr of Throck­
morton, who, with Sheriff Jack Mc­
Whorter conducted an investigation, 
retm'iied a coroner’s verdict of sui­
cide. Following the investigation, 
the body was taken to Olney, where 
the funeral service was to be held.

Thomas was under indictmfint m 
connection with tiie fatal stabbing 
of Herbert Cribbs, 30, on last 
Christmas day. The stabbing oc­
curred at a holiday gathering in the 
community where the two men lived. 
Trial for Tliomas had been set' for 
next Wednesday, before Judge 
Clyde Grissom in 39th district court 
here. He was at liberty under $5,000 
bond.

Thomas was survived by his wife 
and several children. He had lived 
m Throckmorton county for many 
years.

PARIS, April 4.—While the Duke 

and Duchess of Kent honeymoon 
in tropical America, influential 
Greeks—who fonn a large and im­
portant part of Paris’ foreign pop­
ulation—are agog with the thought 
that the radiant Duchess, Marina, 
will reign in their sunny land as 
Queen some day.

That is the significance of the 
recent rebellion, they declare. 
And nothing, in their opinion, 
could be a happier result.

All of Paris’ Greeks consider 
Marina as their special princess. 
For Marina lived here most of her 
life. She went to school here, 
and she had Greek tutors. She 
went to the little Greek church, 
way off in the southern rim of 
Ulc city behind the Montparnasse 
cemetery. She kept in constant 
touch witli the Greek colony, pa­
tronized the seamstresses, hat- 
makers. and other workers from 
her native land.

“Native land” is more or less 
a misnomer, for Princess Marina 
—as Paris Greeks still call the 
Duchess of Kent—hasn’t a drop 
of Greek blood in lier veins, al­
though sbe was born in Athens 
on Nov. 30. 1906. Her father is 
Prince Nicolas of Greece, a royal 
prince of Denmark. Her mother 
is Princess Helcnc-Vladimirovna, 
ex-imperial grand-ducliess of Rus­
sia. But Denmark has long been 
identified with the royal house of 
Greece. When the nation fought 
Turkey a century ago and won 
her liberty, it looked around 
Europe shopping for a king. Ba­
varian, Belgian and Danish prin­
ces wore in the running. The 
Danish house remained.

The Daipsh dynasty began 
when Prince William ol' Denmark 
—lu give him his full thunder­

bolt title, he was Prince of the 
House of Sclileswig-Hoisteln-Son- 
derbourg-Gluckbourg—accepted the 
crown offered by the Greek national 
assembly in October, 1863.

He happened to be a brother of 
Queen Alexandra, wife of King 
Edward VII of Great Britain. 
Tliat makes Marina and George 
distant cousins.

Venizclos Opposes Royal Regime
Marina’s father is a younger 

brotlier of the late King Con­
stantine of Greece. So he is an 
uncle of ex-King George who was 
banished in 1925 when Greece 
proclaimed herself a republic, and 
now ekes out iJleasant exile in 
London. He also is a candidate 
for the throne, if the Greek mon­
archy is restored.

The Paris colony 6f Greeks 
would much prefer Marina. They 
know her and love her. It is even 
rumored among the Paris colon­
ists that the ex-king himself 
would mucli prefer not to return 
to tile throne, since he has become 
very much occupied with British 
society, particularly one very 
beautiful female member of it. 
Plans for a marriage with a Brit- 
isli commoner would interfere 
sadly with his royal prerogatives.

Thi complicated Greek polities 
behind tlic recent abortive rebel­
lion arc more or less simple to 
the Grccl:s in Paris. Tlvey point 
out that Venizclos, in leading the 
icvolution, wa.s at least logical. 
Ke has practically always been 
against the former reigning 
liouse; and wlicn tliero were in­
dications here that there was a 
Ijossibllity of a return of this 
house, he went to vvork again. |

At any rate, he has failed, .^nd' 
■so tile Greeks in Paris ai'c very' 
iuippy. feeling iiow well they' 
knew a—future—queen. !

MRS. HIFTMANN 
“ F I R ^  REILLY

NEW YORK, April 4, (iP).—Mrs. 
Bruno Richard Hauptmann yester­
day said she had dismissed Edward 
J. Reilly as. head of the counsel 
which had unsuccessfully defended 
her husband in his trial for the kid­
naping and murder of the son of 
Col. Charles A. Lindbergh.

She dismissed Reilly, she said, be­
cause lie had presented a bill for ■ 
$25,000 which she regarded as "ex­
orbitant and prematurely present­
ed.”

Discharge of Reilly, she said, au­
tomatically raises C. Lloyd -Fisher of 
Flemington, N. J., to the head of 
the defense counsel. She said, she 
notified Reilly of his dismissal in a 
registered letter sent to him yester­
day.
