WASHINGTON, Feb. 13. (#).—
Henry Fletcher, Republican nation-
al chairman, said today that he had
“heard talk’” about a coalition cab-
inet if the new deal is defeated. He
declined to discuss the matter when
questioned after Senator Vanden-
berg, .Republican, had asked “Jef-
fersonian Democrats” to cooperate,
not alone in the campaign, but in
the council chamber after the No-
vember victory.

Led by Herkert Hoover, former

% Dresident, the Republicans assailed
the Democrats last night, charging
“despolism, Toryism, and dictator-
ship.” Hoover indicted the admin-
istration as a ‘“confusion of dic-
tatorshin withh Gerocracy.”

Hoover charged the new deal with
the “worst unpalanced” budget in
the history and charged, before a
cheering Lincoln Day banquet audi-
ence that the administration was
generating national confusion and
fear.

The former president gave no hint
of personal plans in the coming
campaign as he asserted ‘“the new
deal has been a veritable fountain
of fear.”

Baby Bonus Bonds
Forbidden By Act

Chemists Aiding
In Enforcement
Of Liquor Laws

AUSTIN, Feb. 13, (#)—Chemists
have 'taken a place alongside peace
officers in enforcing Texas’ pack-
age sale liquor law.

Chemistry  became an important
factor in enforcement, explained C.
A. Patton, chief of the Texas liquor
control board’s inspectors, hecause
of provisions in the act prohibiting
the “open saloon.” The law speci-
fies “llard” liquor as ‘“‘distilled
spirits”, he said “and in order to
prove that drinks sold on the prem-
ises are made from such spirits we
have to keep them for analyzation.”

State liquor inspectors are Te-
quired to preserve liquor seized in
a raid for analysis by the state
chemist to determine whether vio-
lation of the “open saloon” provi-
sion of the law had occurred.

Bennie Wardlow, chief chemist in
state laboratories who tests such
evidence, explained the process was
based on distillation. With a small
amount of alkaline ‘added to pre-
vent transfer of acid, the liquid
under_test is heated, resulting in
the alcohol and water passing into
separate containers. -

“Teh per centage of alcohol in the
resulting portion, ‘ascertained by a

whether the liquor is distilled.

George White, Big Spring, district
administrator of old-age pensions,
will deliver the first application
blanks in Midland county Friday of
this - week at the office' of Mrs,
Mary L, Quinn, county treasurer.

It was heretofore thought that the
state would provide someone to as-
sist applicants in the filling out of
the blanks, but since the discovery
that this provision will not be made,
county officers are voluntarily offer-
ing their services in any way they
may aid. The following officers have
offered their cooperation to the ones
desiring to sign the blanks: Mrs,
Mary L. Quinn, Merritt F. Hines,
county attcrney; Mrs. Susie G. No-
ble, county clerk; A. C.. Francis,
sheriff; J. H. Knowles, justice of
peace; C. B. Ponder, constable; Mrs.
Nettye C. Romer, district clerk; and
E. H. Barron, county judge.

The forms will be filled in here,
notdrized, and mailed to White who
will then send them to Austin. Later
an investigator will be here from
Big Spring to investigate each of
the applications.

The Old Age Pensicn law is too
voluminous to print in full so we
only print in full, certain provisions,
and give briefly that part of the
law relating to the “mechanics” of
the bill.

Sections 1 and 2 prescribe the
qualifications necessary to become

entitled to Old Age assistance. We
quote them in full as follows:

~ (d). Isnot at the time of receiv-
ing such aid an inmate of any pub-
lic or private home for tne ageu, or
any public home or any public or
private institution of a custodial,
correcticnal, or curative character;
provided, however, that aid may be
granted to persons temporarily con-
fined to a private institution for
medical or surgical care;

(e). Has not made any voluntary
assignment or transfer of property
for the purpcse of qualifying for
such aid;

(f). "Has an income, if 'a single
person,
not exceeding Three Hundred and
Sixty Dollars ($360) per year, or if
married, a combined income from
money and all sources not exceed-
ing Seven Hundred Twenty. Dollars
($720) per year.

(g). Does not own property, real,
personal, or mixed other than cash
or marketable securities, the fair
value of which taking into consid-
eration assessed valuations for State
and county tax purposes less all in-
cumbrances and liens, exceeds, if
single, Five Thousand Dollars ($5,-
000), or if- married, dees not own
property, real, personal, or mixed
other than cash or marketable se-
curities, the fair value of which tak-
ing into consideration assessed val-
uations for State and county tax
purposes less all incumbrances and
liens, exceeds, Seven Thousand Five
Hundred Dollars ($7,500); .

(h). Does not have or own cash
or marketable securities, the fair
value  of which exceeds Five Hun-
i if single, or if
married, does not have or own cash
or marketable securities,  the fair
value of which exceeds One Thou-
sand Dollars ($1,000) ;

(i). Is not an habitual criminal
or an habitual drunkard;

(j). 'Who has no husband or wife,
as the case may be, able to furnish
him or her adequate support.
~Section 3 provides for the crea-
tion ‘of a State Department to be
known as the “Texas Old Age As-
sistance Commission,” composed of
three commissioners appointed by
the Goyvernor.: Subsections 3 and 4
of Section 3 reads as follows:

Sub Sec. (3). The providing of
such ~methods of administration
(other than those relating to selec-
tion, tenure of office and compen-
salion of personnel) as are-found by
the United States Social Security
Board to be necessary for the effi-
cient -operation of the plan of Old
Age Assistance herein established;

Sub Sec. (4).  The making of such
reports in such form and contain-
ing such information as the Social
Security Board may from- time to
time require, complying with such
provisions as said Social Security
Board may from time to time find
necessary to assule the correctness
and verification of such reports.

Innovations for Texas in social
security and highway safety legisla-
tion were provided by the acts, two
of four major laws passed by the
Legislature in second called session.

The other major acts, liquor con-
trol and officers’ salaries, became
effective immediately., Pension and
drivers licensing laws failed to re-
ceive a two-thirds affirmative ma-
jority, however, and operation was
delayed for 90 days from Nov. 14.

The Attorney General calculated,
on the basis of court decisions in
the past, the date would be Thurs-
day. 3

Orville S. Carpenter, executive di-
rector for the Old Age Assistance
Commission said operation of that
law “will just have to start one day
late.” The setup, scheduled to start
Friday; he said, ‘would not be
changed. £

On that day, he explained, needy
Texans over 65 yea¥s old could get
blanks from numerous - convenient
places in thier locality. Covmpelted
applications would be mailed to
supervisors in 20 .districts.

Investigators would inquire into
each case and file reports to ‘“the
commission, which would decide if
the applicant should be admitted to
the rolls. :

Blanks were forwarded to dis-
trict headquarters and supervisors
selected. Staffs will not be com-
pleted, Carpenter said, until the ap-
proximate number of applications
is determined.

He anticipated there would be
200,000 applicants of which 50,000
would e eligible. An -estimated
30(1).000 Texans were over 65 years
old.

Only revenue provided for pen-
sion payments was the liquor tax.
