You May Quit Fats,
Still Gain W eight

If you would reduce, it can’t be
done simply by eliminating fats
from your diet. This is the answer
to one of the many questions con-
cerning fats with which the Nation-
al Livestock and Meat Board is be-
seiged.

The board goes on to explain that
since the body has the ability to
convert all foods into fat, a person
can continue to increase in weight
unless the wuse of  sugars and

starches is curtailed as well as the

use of fat per se.

What is the place of fat in the
diet? Fats furnish the body with
the most concentrated form of en-
ergy-food. Fat yields about twice as
much energy as starch, sugar, or
protein. :
.~ While the energy value of fats
was once the chief reason for in-
cluding them' in the diet, we.now
know. that certain fats are very rich
in vitamins. Butter, egg-yolk fat,
the fat of liver,
breads, and the liver oil of some fish
contain a large amount of vitamin
A in comparrison with other foods.

Bacon and butter, which are the
most attractive and appetizing of
all fats, are relished even in sum-
mer time when there is a tendency
to use less of the heat-producing
foods; for even in hot weather the
body needs food for energy and the
vitamins which are furnished - by
fats,
