WANDATE SHOWN BY CRIME HEAD

NEW YORK, May 23.—(®)—Rich-
ard Wasburn Child, author, diplo-
mat and acting chairman of the
National Crime Commission, made
public Wednesday a lettersto George
W. Wickersham, chairman of Presi-
dent Hoover’s new 'National Law
Enforcement Commission, in which
he expressed his personal opinion
that distinction should be made be-
tween “normal laws” and ‘‘govern-
mental mandates.”

“I reiterate my belief,” he wrote,
“that & distinction should be made
between law on the books and so-
cial will as it is found in fact. The
tragedy of the national infection of

aisrespect for law may be increas-

NORMAL LAW VS. GOVERNMENTAL

ed and not diminished by insistence
that all so-called laws stand upon
one footing.

“I do not say that the Eighteenth
Amendment and its resulting con-
gressional commandments can not
be enforced. I do say that few per-
sons in the Nation, wet or dry, will
fail to distinguish between this law
and normal laws. If the ardent dry
sees a burglar entering the home
of his friend and neighbor, he tele-
phones the police; if he sees a bost-
legger entering the house of his
friend and neighbor, he may tele-
phone the police, but it is generally
recognized that in -such case he
would be considered a cad.

“It is regretable that wefs have
emphasized ‘personal liberty’; it is
equally regretable that others have
emphésized thazi no individual has

the right to choose which laws he
should obey. The distinction each
emphasizes serves only to obscure
the question which appears to be tiiz
first that your commission should
consider; that is, is social will in
the sense of community and human
thought and practice subservient tc
statutory law or superior to it, par-
ticularly in cases where obstacles to
its orderly expression exist, such as
defects in constitutional provisions

for the expression of workable units

of social will or of social dissent.

“It is with a profound sense of
my duty as a citizen and with deep
anxiety that I call attention in this
open letter to the deplorable resulf
of failure to distinguish with broad
vision rather than with technical
pettiness, between laws and com-
mandments, and between law in the
engrossed words and law of the sc-
cial will. If the minds of the mul-
titude make this distinction and
therefore maintain the germ of re-
spect for law, how great would be
the disaster if your commission serv-
ed not to uphold this distinection,
but instead, broke it down.”

Supply of Cotton
Off From Last Year

AUSTIN, Te:\as. May 23.—-Indma—
ted supply of cotton in the United
States on May 1 totaled 4,846,000
bales, compared to 5.583,000 bales
on May 1, 1928, and a Seven year
average on that date of 4,900,000,
according to Berval Nichols, editor
of the Texas Business Review, issued
monthly by the Bureau of Busitiess

as.

“Supplies are the smallest since
1925 and cotton is disappearing at a
rapid rate,” Mr. Nichols said. “In
April, 632,000 bales were consunied
in the United States and 454,000
bales were exported, making a total
disappearance of 1,088,000 bales.. In
the three remaining months of the
cotton year of 1928, 1,528,000 bales
were used in the United States and
1,430,000 bales were exported, or a
total disappearance of 2,958,000 bales,
If the same amount is consumed and
exported this year,
August 1 will be reduced to about
1,875,000 bales. Moreover, this esti-
mate is conservative since consump-
tion .and ‘exports are o6n a larger

Murder or Sulclde Motlve 1S Unexplamed in the Welter of StranO'e
Evidence Concermng Wealthy Family, Quarrells and Cult

WINDSOR, Conn.,  May 23.—
Again has truth triumphed over
fiction, and the best mystery story
of the month is not to be found all
neatly solved and bound hetweei
covers, but unrevealed and baffling,
wight in this little town.

A death has occurred here that is
anexplained. Walter Huntington, a
‘Harvard student and son of a weal-
Iilly, aristocratic family, was shot
and killed. He may conceivably haye
died by his own hand, but he almost
Eertainly was murdered. Yet the
‘motive is shrouded in a confusion
.of other mysterious elements that
involve strange feuds, a hidden do-
mestic drama, a religious cult, mys-
terious visitors and neurotic types
that would furnish a study for Freud.
. Conan Doyle never ccnceived a
more worthy setting—a dignified old
New England estate, with a home
that is the town’s mansion, and
wiose aloof inhabitants have always
‘puzzled the townspeople.

" Of Old New England Family

The dead youth is a direct des-
“cendant of Judge Samuel Hunting-
écn, a former governor of Connecti-
cut and a signer of the Declaration

* of Independence.

Walter Huntington, was a hand-

some young man known as ‘“the
Sheik” in his high school .days. At
{he time of his death, he was a
“junior at Harvard University—a gay,
~popular boy, not given to despon-
“aency and only recently interested
in girls.
» He came home from Harvard to
‘spend a few days, taking a train
from Cambridge on a Saturday af-
ternoon. His family reports that he
did not arrive home until Monday,
“however, and Sunday is unaccount-
od for.

On Tuesday evening, he left his
‘home after a dinner for a walk with
Jais' friend, Burdett Williams. Ac-
“tording to Williams, they strolled
‘along the village, stopped at a store

and bought some candy and cig-
arettes and Williams left Hunting-
ton at his home about 10:30.

Was Called from Home

From this time on, the mystery
begins and the stories differ. His !
mother says he called to her saying.

“T am going out for a minute to
the drug store. I have just had a
telephone call.” She said she thought
ncothing of it and went to bed. The
next morning his body, tidily arrang-
ed, was found at 6:30 by a farm la-
berer in a swampy field along the
village “lover’s lane.”

His top coat was spattered witia
blood. A bullet from a 32 calibre
gun had entered the left teniple and
come out at the top of his head, with
no powder burns. Huntington was
right-handed. The ejected shell was
found 12 inches from his head, but
a most painstaking search failed to
rcveal the weapon.

A woman’s handkerchief, saturat-
ed with blood, was found in the
souuh's pocket. - Appgrently death
liad not come immediately, and he
or someone else had used it to wipe:
away the blood.

Huntington had not been robbed.
Tizarctte stubs near the body furn-
ished a sketchy clue. Two brands

were represented; one bore the
fingerprints of the dead man and
the .other those of a girl whose
identity may be known to the police.

Despite all of these indications
cf murder, authorities at first clung
to the theory of suicide. Later it
was hinted that this was done to
assuage the fears of suspects.

The family have
made themselves inaccessible, and
have refused to see anyone except

of the boy’s death. Claire Kennelly
has been unable to. prove his alibi
that he was in bed in Windsor at
the time the shot. was Tfired.
