Mac Hennessey, about 70, 
night watchman, is in a se­
rious condition, and Hank 
Burtz, driller, suffers pain­
ful wounds in the sh’oulder 
and arm-following an alienee' 
shooting in Crane City last 
night.

J. M. Holliday, Crane City bar­
ber, surrendered to Deputy Sheriff 
Fannin. He was lodged in the Ec­
tor county jail at Odessa, where it 
was announced a preliminary hear- 
'ing will be held at 10 o’clock Sat­
urday morning.

No charges had been filed at 2 
o’clock this afternoon.

A long distance telephone mes­
sage from Crane City at noon said 
Burtz was shot as he entered the 
home of Holliday, shot ! tearing 
into his left arm and shoulder; that 
a half hour later Hennessey ap­
proached the Holliday residence and 
receiyed abdominal wounds from a 
12-gaugc shotgun.

Hennessey may die, reports indi­
cated early this afternoon.

It was though necessary by sur­
geons in the forenoon to amputate 
Burtz’ arm, but later reports'said 
this operation might not be made.

Reports said Holliday and Burtz 
have had trouble over a woman each 
wanted to marry; that Burtz filed 
an intention to marry her; that he 
went to the Holliday residence, 
which is directly behind Holliday’s 
barber shop, and was shot.

Hennessey was described as go­
ing to the Holliday residence thirty 
minutes later, “ just to see his friend 
Holliday.” He seemed to believe-he 
had been shot in a “ case of mis­
taken identity.”

“Holliday is my friend,” he is 
quoted as saying on the operating 
table. “He is a good man.” 

Holliday was said to have lived in 
Crane City for three years, and to 
have been valuable there as a. Civic 
worker.

Dr. A. J. Cooper of Crane City 
said shortly after noon that the 
condition of Hennessey was stead­
ily growing more serious.

DAISIES AND INSECTS
Old diseases and insects stay with 

us and new ones appear every year. 
The fight goes on. New methods of 
combat are found and aplied.

Burning the old trash in the gar­
den and in the fence rows about the 
garden will get rid of a good many 
insects that winter in, or under, any 
kind of material that will afford 
them shelter.

Certain insects spend the winter 
in the ground so that fall plowing 
is effective in destroying them.

Many serious diseases, such as 
bean anthracnose, pea pod spot, and 
potato leaf roll and mosaic, are car­
ried in or on the seed and cannot 
be controlled by seed treatment;. It 
is therefore essential to secure seed 
as nearly free of disease as is ob­
tainable.

Some of the worst garden trou­
bles, such as root knot and club 
root, are brought in on the roots 
of plants and not only damage the 
present crop, but remain in the soil 
to attack future crops. In buying 
plants be sure that .they are'heaithy 
and fre from insects. Tire roors 
should be clean, hairy, and free 
from knots or swellings.

Insects may be divided into two 
classes with reference to then- 
method of taking in food — those 
that bite or chew and swallow the 
substance of the plant and those 
that suck and swallow the juices cf 
the plant.

The first group, the chewing in­
sects, can usually be controlled bj 
poisons, but plant lice and other 
sucking insects must be controlled 
by contact poisons or by suffoca­
tion.

Use of Poisoned Bait
- Cutwormsj one of the worst in­
sects that the gardener has to con­
tend with, can be controlled by the 
use of poisoned bait made by taking 
two level tablespoonfuls of white 
arsenic or Paris green, mixing it 
thoroughly with five pounds of dry 
wheat bran, then adding four to six 

j quarts of water in which a iiaif pint 
of sorghum or cheap molasses has 
been mixed.

Mix the poison in. the morning 
and let it stand in a safe place 
where nothing can get to it during 
the day. Then, late in the everting, 
scatter it thin around the base p i 
the plants to be protected.

Knute Rockne was a son of the 
Vikings. His blood was like theirs 
and it called him to daring and ad­
venture just as it called the Vik­
ings of old Norway who pointed 
their ships intq the trackless ocean. 
. The son of immigrants, who be­
came the greatest football coach the 
world has ever known, died finally 
just as many of his Viking fore­
fathers had died, upon a ship, out­
ward bound on a \ eastern, trail.

Rockne found in aviation the same 
thrill that the old Norsemen found 
in their crude and restless craft 
with which they dared the devils 
of the deep to do their worst. It 
was an excitement that satisfied a 
desire that was dear to him, a 
craving for adventure that grew out 
of his Norse heritage-.

The ships of his brave forbears 
sank in uncharted seas. The ship 
of Rockne plunged to the earth in 
flames. The craft in which he 
sailed differed from theirs, but the 
old urge that prompted him to fly 
was the same daring that sent them 
into the tempestuous darkness.V O 0

An idea of this spirit of Rockne’s 
was conveyed during a recent visit 
to Notre Dame. Rockne had an au­
tomobile that had been presented 
to him in recognition of his cham­
pionship football team of the year 
before. He had been in one of the 
chemistry laboratories where he lik­
ed to dabble around with strange 
compounds and mixtures. It was 
almost time for the squad to prac­
tice when he emerged, met me 
and invited me to ride over to the 
football field, old Carter field it 
was then.

He leaped in and grasped the 
wheel. We started with a rush and 
a roar, much after the manner in 
which his great grid teams started. 
Hardly had I closed the door than 
the machine shot out, up over the 
curbing with a terrific jolt.

Rockne never was one to stick to 
roads. In his driving Ire used up u 
car in a few months, and it had to 
be a good one to last a year under 
Iris impulsive guidance.

We grazed a tree. Rockne, with

If the Viking urge in him hadn’t 
been so strong, Rockne might have 
become a famous chemist. His old 
teachers at Notre Dame often prais­
ed his brilliant efforts with the test 
tubes. But innate restlessness fin­
ally brought him to the football 
field, and to deeds of daring.

It was the Viking in him that led 
to his development of the forward 
pass. The story of that began when 
Knute, the son of poor Norwegian 
parents who brought him to the 
New World when he was still a baby, 
had to work hard during the sum­
mers to keep himself at school.

One summer while Rockne was

still a student at Notre Dame, he 
and Gus Dorais worked as waiters 
in a resort hotel at Cedar Point, O. 
It was there that Rockne with his 
flair for daring and dramatics, toil­
ed with Dorais, a buddy, in the per­
fection of the pass.

Gus threw passes to Rockne dur­
ing every minute the two could get 
away from their work. Dorais, who 
now is a ’coach at the University of 
Detroit, threw him short passes, flat 
passes, long arching passes that 
made “Rock” hustle to catch. They 
worked indefatigably. In the year 
that followed, their success with the 
pass was amazing.

“ The pass is going to change 
this game,” Rockne predicted 18 
years ago when he captained the 
Notre Dame team through an un­
defeated year. “Besides being a 
beautiful thing to watch, it opens 
up the game. It adds the element 
of surprise to attack. If you’ve 
got a lot of passes in your reper­
toire, the enemy never knows 
what’s coming and can’t get set.”

# is /■:■
The pass then was new. It had 

not been exploited. Rockne, with his 
desire for discovery, explored its 
possibilities. Again, the old Viking- 
urge for change, for wlfat was new 
and different!

His men caught that spirit. Rock­
ne’s teams were daring teams with 
the color of adventure about them. 
As the Vikings roamed, his teams 
went on jaunts from one end of the 
country to the other, seeking con­
quest, matching their mettle against 
the mightiest in every .section. Rock­
ne loved to go, bravely, as the Vik­
ings went.
