H I T L E R  FACTION 
EXTENDS CONTROL

BERLIN, April 7. (UP).— Tire
Hitler government today extended 
its control over social, economic, 
business, religious and cultural 
functions.

The Federation of German Indus­
tries announced closer cooperation 
with the government.. The govern­
ment reinstated titles similar to 
pre-republic days.

The National Board of Germah 
Christians protested the Nazi move 
to abolish the Old Testament with 
its Jewish traditions and substi­
tute the Heroes of German Myth­
ology.

By mystifying parliamentary hocus-pocus, the manufac­
ture, sale and consumption of 3.2 per cent beer, wine and

fruit juice ceased at 12:01 a. m. to­
day to be illegal. Thirteen years of 
absolute prohibition are ended.

But pending adverse court action, 
justice department agents no long­
er will be alert to plug the beer 
pump. Treasury agents, instead, will 
drop in to have one on Fritz and 
make sure the government is get­
ting- its two cents worth.

Bitter Dispute
Dispute as bitter as that which 

for 13 years raged around prohibi­
tion is developing about beer and 
the beverages legalized with it. Pro­
hibitionists assert that all benefits 
of prohibition will be lost under the 
new regime.

Self-confident anti-prohibitionists 
can foresee no greater potential evil 
than that legalized beer will re­
mind orchestra leaders of the 
Maine Stein song. Organized drys 
appear to be confused and momen­
tarily outwitted. But many thought­
ful anti-prohibitionists are ponder­
ing the possible effect of legal beer, 
wine, and fruit juice upon repeal 
of the 18th amendment, which is 
the ultimate objective of the wets.

Outguessed Drys 
Wets breached the prohibition de 

fenses in Chicago. Over the protest 
of such elder statemen .as Senator 
Glass, democrat, Virginia, the dem­
ocratic platform committee wrote 
into the national declaration of pol­
icy a promise to modify the Vol­
stead act.

The fact is that drys on the com­
mittee took too much for granted. 
They had not polled committee- 
members. When Senator Walsh 
democrat, Massachusetts, propose • 
that the committee vote without 
debate, the drys agreed and discov­
ered only midway through the roll 
call that they had been trapped. 

Made Good Promise 
The democratic administration 

made good its promise on March 
22 when President Roosevelt sign­
ed tlie 3.2 per cent beer, wine and 
fruit juice bill. It stipulated that 
the beverages would be legal after

ST. LOUIS, April 7, (UP).—The 

Big Drought—1920 1933—officially 
ended here at one minute after 
midnight, April 6, when sale of 3.2 
beer was legalized under acts .of 
Congress and the State legislature.

At that time -three large brew­
eries— Anheuser-Busch, Falstaff 
and Mound Citŷ —began delivery 
of the legalized brew in states 
where its sale is permitted.

Most of tlie pricipal hotels have 
expensive bars for dispensing the 
new beer. All served beer in the 
dining room and in rooms of guests.

Speakeasies were reaping a har­
vest. in the front room perfectly 
legal bier was. sold. If you rae 
"one of the boys,” or know the 
password, you may be admitted to 
a back room where “hard stuff” 
is sold.

“Little Germany ”
“South of “Chauteau” Street, 

known locally as “Little Germany” 
because of the predominaly Ger- 
man-evkraction population, the 
celebration was unbounded. Beer 
is tlie German national brew. 
There most of the beer gardens 
are located.

I t ' Was imposible, brewery offi­
cials pointed out, to deliver all or­
ders during the early hours of le- 
lagized sale, but just as many as 
possible were filled. Every avail­
able truck and hundreds; of pas­
senger cars were used.

Fourteen railroads entering St. 
Louis rushed the beer in large lots 
to distant states-, where its- sale 
was legal. The Missouri Pacific 
had 400 carloads. The Frisco, Cot­
ton - Belt, Pennsylvania, New York 
Central, Illionis Central and others 
did likewise.

The Price
The golden amber fluid retailed 

at five cents for a six to eight 
ounce glass. A pint bottle sold for 
15 cents. A large scooner was ten 
cents. A case of 12 pint bottles was 
$ 1.20.

Bartenders’ Local No. 51 re ­
sumed that name after operating 
13 years as a soda dispensers’ un­
ion. More than 500 former mem­
bers renewed membership cards 
and obtained licenses to resume 
practice of their; profession..

Approximately 4,000 men re­
turned to work here during the 
past two weeks, manufacturing 
beer. Another 4,000 to 6,000 re­
turned to work transporting and 
dispensing the brew today.

Tlie classes are open to 
ail. who • are interested, and- there 
will be no admission charge.

As in the two previous schools 
conducted by the newspaper, prizes 
will be given each day. Merchants 
and business houses who are do­
nating the prizes this year are mak­
ing them mòre valuable and not as 
numerous, thereby Saving-time and 
making the reception óf attendance 
prizes worth more to the fortunate

Final preparations are being 
made this week by local merchants 
who are participating in the 
school. A model kitchen is to • be 
arranged on the stage at the Yuct 
ca theatre from which Mrs. Floyd 
will give her lectures and practical 
demonstrations.

Dear Sir: A great majority of the 
legislators at Austin are sincerely 
for the plain people. Austin, though, 
is over-run with lobbyists, repre­
senting affected interests, of ail 
questions involved in our needed 
reforms. They are well organized, 
and the great masses are not or­
ganized.

At my own expense, I have stayed 
in Austin since the convening of the 
legislature, having, as many others 
have, labored hard for a revision of 
the tax system; a proper control of 
utilities; a re-organization of the 
administration departments of gov­
ernment and a retrenchment in 
governmental expenses. Unless in­
dividuals in every community in 
the state interest themselves, I fear 
that we shall not accomplish ail 
that should be done. Massed effort: 
should be had; letters and petitions 
should go to the legislators, mani­
festing interest and a pledged sup­
port.

Many unfair examples of the un­
fair distribution of taxes could be 
cited. The gas companies in the 
state, by sworn statements, show 
the total valuation of their, proper­
ties, $388,000,000: total receipts for 
last year $67,000,000; while their 
state ad valorem tax paid, $441,000. 
about 1-9 of one per cent of their 
sworn value. Because of their un- 
fair charges, all utilities in Dallas 
alone, collected last year approxi­
mately $12,000,000, a large- part of 
Which moved to the East; money 
that should have remained as a 
Texas buying-power.

An income tax bill, introduced by 
Rogers and Walker, levying a five 
to thirty-five per cent tax on net 
earnings, should be supported.
