Read Before the |

EDITOR’S NOTE: The fol-
lowing review was prepared by
Miss Stella Maye Lanham fol-
lowing her reading of the play,
“Men in White” at the last ses-
sion of the Play Readers’ club.

“Men in White” is a clinical study
of ¢he wcfoss purposes; - personal,
scientific and humane in a doctor's
life. The scenes are all set in a
hospital with an accumulted and
veristic detail.

Dr. Ferguson, an interne of un-
usual talent, is in love with, and
about to marry a girl who has the
very samne but impractical idea that
his own life shorilq be more im-
portant to him than his work as a
physician. The exigencies of hos-
pital life, which require the young
surgeon’s presence at .all hours of
the day and night, even, over and
over again, on his single evening
off during the week, strengthen the
girl’s determination not to marry
Ferguson - unless ‘he undertakes in
advance not to sacrifice his pei-
sonal freedom altogether to his
sense of duty.

At one of the moments of high-
est tension, after a maddening day
of haste and accident and death,
when the girl refuses to see himn
because he has broken an engage-
ment, a lonely student nurse comes
into Ferguson's room for an ex-
amination note-hook and goes away
too late.

The melodramatic scene in the
operating room when the doctors
and the aides prepare with sur-
face calmness and impersonality for
the operation which, it is hoped,
may save the young nurse's lile, is
| remarkably well handled. The
white walls and the white aprons;
the sound of running water, the

Here Are Startling
Easter Customs

If a husky man should accost you,
while togged out in all your finest
clothes Easter morning, lift you off
the ground three times and demand
a forfeit of a kiss or a six pence,
please don’t call an officer or scream
for help, just understand that this
man is familiar with an old Eng-
lish custom. so .says an associate

editor of a science institute. If you
must reprimand him, you can sim-
ply say, “Remember, my dear young
fellow, you’re in America now.”

. You see, a number of years ago
in the northern part of England the
men paraded the streets on Easter
Sunday, and claimed the privilege
of lifting every woman they met,
three times from the ground, re-
ceiving in payment a kiss or a sil-¢
ver sixpence. The same was done
by the women to the men on the
next day. This custom had no doubt
originally "a religious significance,
intended to typify the rising of our
Lord on the third day.

Now you and I have heard the
expression: “kicking +the gong
around’” but whoever heard of se-
lecting Easter as a day to get a
large crowd of people ‘together to
throw pieces of pie 'at each other
and kick a beer bottle all over town.
You and I will undoubtedly see
plenty of homes Easter Sunday in
which bottled beer will be served,
but I doubt if there will be much
kicking around of the bottles. The
associate editor got the surprise of
her life the other day when she

“Curiosities of Popular Customs”
written by William S. Walsh in 1897.
An excerpt from his book gives the
following unusual and interesting
bit of information about pie throw-

“Most curious of all is the Halla-
ton Hare Scramble and Bottle Kick-~
ing which occurs annually on Eas-
ter Monday. ‘Easter Monday’ ab
Hallaton is the great carnival of the
year. The two benefit societies hold
itheir anniversary at the ‘Royal Oak’
and the ‘Fox Sun’ and bands a:-
company the processions to the par-:
ish church, where the ‘club sermon’
is preached. After dinner at the
inns, a deputation is sent to the rec-
tory for the pies and beer and then
the procession is formed in the fol-
lowing order: Two men abreast,
carrying two sacks with the pies
cut up. Three men abreast, carry-
ing aloft a bottle each. Two of these
are filled with beer, they are or-
dinary field wood bottles, but with-
out the usual mouth, iron hooped
all over, with a hole left for drink-
ing from; the third is a dummy.|
Occasionally, a hare is carried, in &
sitting posture, mounted on the top
of a pole.

“The procession increases greatly
in numbers as it approaches Hare-
Pie Bank where the pies are pitched
out of the sack and scrambled for.
The spectators amuse themselves by
throwing the contents of the pies
at each other. Then follows the
well-known ‘Hallaton bottle-kicic-
ing’. One of the large bottles con- |
taining ale is thrown into the cir-
cular hollow on the mount and the
Medbourne Men’ or other village:rs
who care to join in the sport, fry:
to wrest the bottle from the Hal-
latonian grasp. A fierce contest
then ensues, a foothall game is mere
child’s ‘play in comparison with it.
It is useless to describe the battle
that ensues, the Hallatonians striv-
ing to kick the bottle to their houn-
dary line over the brook adjoining
the village, while their -opponents
endeavor to convey it toward the
Medbourne boundary. The victors
of course claim the contents of the
bottle, Then “the dummy’ is fought
for with unabated zest. The third
bottle is taken in triumph to the
market cross and its contents
drunk with accustomed honors. The
bottles are carefully kept from year
to. year, and those now in use have
done duty for more than 30 years.”

Now, do you know why it is that
eggs and rabbits became associated
with« Baster? The answer to that
question was found in this para-
graph taken from Geo. W. Stimp-
son’s booklet, “Nuggets of anwl-
edge” published in 1928. He gives
the following explanation: /

«The association ‘of rabbits and
eggs with Easter dates from early
times. It should be remembered n
this connection that Easter, to some
extent at least, is the Christianiza-
tion. of ‘a heathen festival. In both
India and Egypt rabbits and eggs,
as the symbols of fertility and re-
producfion, were closely identified
with the spring festival which cox-
responds o our Easter. The word
‘master’ itself is indirectly derived
from an old Saxon word meaning
qising’. Easter was the festival to
welcome the return of spring, the
season of new birth. Since rabbits
land eggs were associated with this
festival from early times, it was
nafural for the imagination of man
to link the two together and invent
the story that the rabbits lay the
Baster eggs.”

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RAILROAD COMMISSIONER WRITES ON
REGULATION OF THE OIL INDUSTRY

By LON A. SMITH >
Chairman of the Texas
Railroad Commission

Petroleum, or “rock oil” bhecause
of its origin being the rocks of the
earth structure, has been used since
remotest times. The Egyptian us-
ed it to embalm their dead. The
references of the Bible to ‘‘pitch,”
“pil,” and “slime” mean petroleum
or a derivation of the same. Noah
used  “pitch” to water - proof the
Ark. The early Chinese and Jap-
anese are said to have used petrol-
eum for light and fuel and the
“fire worshippers” of Persia wor-
shipped it as their god. Herodotus,
the Grecian historian, writes of oil
pits near Eabylon and the pitch
springs near Zantu.

In the United States the oil or
petroleum produced from springs

Later, other uses
were found for the oil, mainly for
illumination as a substitute for the
tallow candle and animal oil (whale
oil) lights.
Birth of Industry

The birth of the modern Petrol-
eum Industry occurred when on
August 27, 1859, Colonel E. L.
Drake, as superintendent of the
Seneca Oil company, completed an
“oil well” at Titusville, Pennsyl-
vania. This well was sixty-nine
and one-half feet deep, and its ini-
tial production was forty barrels per
day, and the price was fifty cents
per gallon, or $21.00 per barrel of
forty-two gallons. Had not oil been
at this shallow depth it is probable
that drilling for oil would have
been delayed a long time after the
completicn of the Drake discovery
well, as when the o0il was found
Drake and his associates were
about out of funds to defray the
cost of drilling. - Other wells were
drilled but the development was
slow until about 18€0, at the out-
break of the Civil war. From then
until 1872 demand increased, many
inventions had been perfected,
more capital was attracted to the
business and more people employ-
ed by it, and greater quantities pro-
duced and moved into a ready mar-
ket.

An Essential

Lubrication, light, fuel and pow-
er are essentials to well ordered
and progressive civilization, and
petroleum supplies all of these: es-
sentials, The first derivation of
petroleum after refining processes
were devised, which in 1860, or
earlier found a ready and growing
market, was kerosene, the illumin-
ant. Gasoline was of little practi-
cal value and so remained until the
development of the internal com-
bustion engine, and the automobile
as we shall see. Refining technol-
ogy was then in its primary stages
