The Chinese began a general of­
fensive on the Chapei front at 7:15.

The renewed hostilities coincided 
with the new peace movement by 
British, American and French min­
isters who arrived during the bom­
bardment. The ministers took the 
negotiations out of the hands of the 
consular today.

The Japanese have continued to 
make a demand that Chinese with­
draw a “safe distance” from the city 
as a condition of peace. Chinese have 
consistently rejected these terms.

In Tokyo, the Japanese govern­
ment considered sending missions to 
Washington, London and Paris to 
clarify Japan’s attitude toward the 
settlement crisis.

Recent news from the Orient, for instance, sets one 
to musing about two eminent Japanese— Dr. Hideyo No­
guchi, and Admiral Koichi Shiosawa.

Dr .Noguchi is dead. He gave up his life in Africa 
while pursuing his world-famous study of tropical diseases; 
but before he died he had served humanity about as well 
as ony other man of his century. He attacked yellow fever, 
sleeping sickness and other plagues with the selfless and 
heroic skill of" a great scientist.

A great many men— Americans, Frenchmen, Germ­
ans, Englishmen, Japanese, native Africans—-are going to 
live longer because of his work. For many years to come 
the work he did will go on saving lives. All nationalities 
and all races benefit.

Admiral Shiosawa commanded the Japanese fleet that 
bombarded Shanghai. Shells, bombs and machine gun bul­
lets, at his command, ripped through the houses there and 
killed scores, hundreds-—no one knows just how many. He 
spread death with lavish and relentless hand. His bom­
bardment created alarm in such faraway places as Lon­
don and Washington.

Now this, of course, is not to say that Dr. Noguchi 
was a better man than Admiral Shiosawa. Bravery, fidel­
ity and devotion were, possessed by each. Each one did 
his duty as he saw.it and did it unhesitatingly and thor­
oughly.

But it does shed a revealing light on the causes the 
two men served. The physician served humanity as a 
whole; the sailor served his own nation. Never was the 
contrast between the fruits of nationalism and internation­
alism more strikingly exhibited.

Isn’t it, perhaps, about time that we re-examined the 
concept of nationalism? In a world that has become so 
closely knit, isn’t it possible that a little revision of this 
old and honorable standard might be in order?

A HOLLOW VICTORY

Two of Chicago’s more notorious 
got a part of what was coming to them the other day 
when a federal court imposed stiff fines and prison sen­
tences on the notorious Terry Druggan and Frankie Lake, 
long-noted “ beer barons,” for failure to pay income taxes 
on their illegal profits.

It is, o f course, good news to learn that these two 
gentlemen are going to prison for a while; but outside of 
that one fact, there is little in the case to make the law- 
abiding citizen rejoice. After all, there is something faint­
ly ridiculous in the fact that just about the only promi­
nent Chicago gangsters to go to prison go for evading the 
income tax law, and not for running booze, bribing public 
officials, promoting vice and gambling joints or commit­
ting murder.

The fact that only the income tax law seems able to 
hit the underworld is, when you stop to think of it, a 
shocking commentary on our system of general law en­
forcement.

In 1841 
I was once elected to the lower 
house of Congress—was not a can­
didate for re-election. From 1849 
to 1854, both inclusive, practiced law
