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Sarpalius defends vocational training program

AUSTIN--State Senator Bill
Sarpalius of Amarillo, himself
a product of the state public
school vocational training pro-
gram, joined business execu-
tives from across the state for
i news conference in Austin to
defend the vocational training
of students in the state's
educational system.

The news conference was in
response to recommendations
of the Select Committee on
Public Education regarding
funding, high school gradua-
tion requirements, and curric-
ulum that imply that only
academic subjects--most of
which are designed for college
bound students--are worthy of
state tax dollars.

Sarpalius said, “‘The Select
Committee believes vocational
education should have little or
no visibility in the Texas public
schools. Such a move would

ment rate in Texas among
vocational education gradu-
ates is less than one-half that
rate. Students who take voca-
tional education are less likely
to become unemployed.

It has been estimated by
Texas state officials that be-
tween $100 and $250 million in
state dollars could be saved by
scaling back or eliminating
state support for vocational
education.

Sarpalius said, *'Any elimi-
nation or scaling back would
place the burden of financing
vocational programs at the
local level. Local school dis-
tricts are already over taxed to
the point that vocational pro-
grams would have to be cut
drastically."”

He added, “'The taxpayers
of Texas must decide what is
to be the role of their state
dollars. Academic subjects are

raised, but said that the em-
phasis should come at the
lower grades where basic in-
struction will decide how well
students will fare in more
advanced courses.

“The high school must be
the level where students are
provided options to prepare for
work, to prepare for college, or
to do both. Students have
different interests, aptitudes
and abilities. The select com-
mittee wants to remove all
options except for college

Secretary of Labor Raymond
Donovan is asking Congress
again this year to approve of a
lower wage for youth in summer.
Instead of paying them the mini-
mum adult wage of $3.35 an hour,
he suggests $2.50.

Donovan calls this wage a
““‘summer youth opportunity’”
wage. He thinks it would trans-
late into many jobs for the young
this summer. He doesn't think it
would displace regular workers.

Donovan says the minimum
wage should not be raised at the

present time. Those who would
suffer most, he says, are those at
the bottom of the wage-scale
ladder.
