Some 33 year* of quilting exper- 

ience may pay off in n a tio n a l 

recognition for Joyce Byere d  
Spearman when an item ehe made 
appears in the National Home 
Demonstration Arts and Crafts 
competition at the end of thin 
month.

That item -• a king size hand 
made quilt -- has already won both 
district and state level competition 
and will be hand carried to the 
national contest in Indiannapolis. 
Ind. by the District I Director for 
theExtension Clubs of Texas.

The contest will be held Aug. 30 
through Sept. 2 in the Indy 500 city 
with Mrs. Byers’ quilt in competit­
ion with other arts and crafts from 
across the United States.

It’s a pretty heady atmosphere 
»nd the conclusion of a trip which 
began a year ago last April for the 
special pastel yellow and appliqued 
quilt made by the Spearman wom­
an.

That first competition came on 
the District I level in April, 1986, 
*nd was entered by the Spearman 
quilting veteran at the urging of 
friends in her Home Demonstration 
Club.

“ The different ones who saw the 
quilt after I put it together asked 
me to enter the contest,”  she 
remembers. “ I had no idea this 
would take place.”

But take place it did. Out of all 
the arts and crafts on display at the 
district level competition, Joyce's

quilt won the right to advance to 
the state arts and crafts contest

That was held in September last 
year. She didn't know she had won 
that -- competition there was from 
all 14 districts in the state of Texas 
-  until she was notified that they 
needed her quilt for the nationals 
competition.

" I  was surprised, I was honored 
and excited,”  she declares.

The fact that the talented Spear­
man woman won the right to 
advance her quilted piece to 
nationals comes as no surprise If 
the entire story behind the quilt ia 
brought out.

Joyce has been quilting for the 
past 33 years and has, by this time.

become an accomplished artisan in 
the craft.

“ I did a little when I was a kid, 
but I didn't really get started until 
after I got married,”  she relates. 
"Then the ladies of my church did 
quilting for the needy and I joined 
with them.”

PDRA increases 
687 tax rate 
to 4.5 cents

Palo Duro River Authority board 
members voted to increase their 
tax rate this last week from the 
•.0119 per 1100 figure to $.045151, 
and increase of 3.3251 cents per 
$100 of value for residents in 
Hansford County, Moore County 
and Stinnett, all member commun­
ities of the Hansford-based river 
authority.

The increase will be used to 
begin making principal and inter­
est payments on the $4.4 million in 
bond money already received by 
the PDRA in the first stages of the 
physical delelopment of the lake 
project.

The dam, when constructed, will 
eventually hold some 60,900 acre 
feet of water, a reservoir to supply 
drinking water for the member 
communities of the river authority.

The initial bond money is the 
first installment of a total of 
$22-million which will eventually 
be used as construction on the 
project proceeds.

The new tax rate effectively 
takes care of operation and main­
tenance of the PDRA as well as 
initial construction of the dam site 
and will service the debt retirement 
of the river authority.

HCA budget 
lowered for 
third year

The Hansford County Tax Ap­
praisal District has lowered it's 
budget for the third consecutive 
year with the proposed 1987-88 
budget pegged at $219,190 for the 
upcoming year.

The budget is $5,640 lower than 
the current budget of $224,830 and 
$14,389 lower than the 1985-86 
budget of $233,529, reports Alice 
Peddy, chief appraiaer.

The budget has already been 
approved by taxing entities within 
Hansford county who are covered 
by the appraisal district.

This includes the Spearman ISD, 
Graver ISD and Pringle-Morse 
Consolidated ISD as well as the 
cities of Spearman and Graver 
along with Hansford County, Hans­
ford County Hospital District, 
Hansford County Water Conserva­
tion District and the Palo Duro 
River Authority.

The appraisal district held a 
public hearing Wednesday after­
noon laat week but tabled the 
budget without approving it, re­
ports the district’ s office.

Ah, there's nothing like the 
refreshing thrill of mathematics to 
stimulate the blood ststem and 
invigorate the languishing soul . . .

Yeah, I wrote that. I can’ t 
believe it, but I did.

So, what brings on this litany of 
mathematical progression. Why, 
nothing more than the power of 
percentages.

Oh, yes, and the effective tax 
rate. Any who read this column 
with any regularity -- and we all 
know how important regularity is 
after watching the commercials on 
TV — will remember a treatise I did 
not too long ago on the effective tax 
rate.

I'll not repeat it here. Suffice it 
to say that the effective tax rate 
was dreamed up in some mad 
scientist's secret laboratory in Aus­
tin — that's right, the Texas 
legislature.

Then, to top it off, we have to 
deal with the power of percent­
ages. That in itself is probably one 
of the most misleading things in 
the world.

For example, a retailer who 
doubles his cost to arrive at a sales 
price -- is he getting 100 percent 
profit or 50 percent profit? De­
pends upon which end you're 
looking at. If his cost is $5 and he's 
selling it for $10, then it's a 50 
percent markup, right?

And he does all this in the hopes 
that, after paying all expenses, he 
can get maybe five percent. I’ ve 
known people who would kill for a 
seven to ten percent net profit.

I’ ve known many more who were 
happy to find they had made a one 
to three percent net profit.

Lord, you’ve got to watch us 
preachers. If we're not careful, 
we're liable to get off on so many 
tangents we’ ll never get back to the 
main point.

So what's the main point? The 
hospital district tax increase of 14.7 
cents. That doesn't sound too 
scary. It doesn't sound nice, but it 
doesn't sound too scary.

Well, in fact it's a 56 percent 
increase over their current tax rate. 
It will be going from a current rate 
of $.262 per $100 to $.409 per 
$100.

Got that so far? Good, let’ s 
continue.

Now enters the effective tax rate. 
What is it? I don't know, go ask 
your mother. She said to ask me? ' 
Well, come back when you’ re a 
little older and Tin a little wiser.

Anyway, the proposed tax rate is 
113.47 percent higher than the 
effective tax rate. I don’ t know 
what it'means, but, friend, that’ s 
scary. But aren’ t we talking about 
the same thing?

You really want to get scared? 
The Palo Duro River Authority 
increased their tax rate to $.045161 
per $100 this week. That’ s an 
increase of 279 percent. Bpl* of_ 
course, we’re only talking about a

tax hike of slightly over three 
cents.

Besides all that, we voted for it 
when we authorized the PDRA to 
get $22-million in bond money. 
In fact, we authorized that and a 
whole lot more. The 4-Vi cent rate 
by the PDRA is to pay back only 
some $4.4 million of the entire 
$22-million.

What can we do about the 
hospital tax rate? A lot, if we want 
to. We can call for a roll back 
election. Then the district would 
be limited to establishing a tax no 
higher than eight percent above 
the effective tax rate.

That would lower current taxes 
from $.262 to just over 20 cents per 
$100. In effect, a tax decrease.

It would also lower income to the 
hospital by over $700,000. That 
would probably close the hospital -  
a subject which was brought out at 
the board meeting the other night.

I’ m not sure it would close the 
Manor, after all there are revenue 
bonds there which the hospital 
district must repay whether the 
hospital is in operation or not.

By the way, the hospital district 
is coming out of the current tax 
year with a deficit in excess of 
$875,000. Of that total, some 
$222,380 is from the operation of 
the Hansford Manor.

The district began this current 
fiscal year with a deficit of $375, 
000. I don’ t know how much of that 
was attributable to the Manor, if 
any. But, I suspect, some of it was.

In other words, doing away with 
the hospital doesn't do away with 
the deficit. It would, though, do 
away with a good deal of the 
expense.

How can we get a more cost 
effective hospital? By using it
mainly. If we ran to Perryton or 
Amarillo for every little minor item 
we need treated, then the cost of 
our local hospital is going to rise.

What's minor? I guess it
depends upon whether it's you or 
me that’ s sick. (Somebody laugh, 
please.)

There's more than a little wis­
dom to this phrase, "Use it or lose 
it", in whatever context it appears.

So, let’ s use it — it’ s far too 
important to lose.

HCHD tax rate up to 40.9*
The Hansford County Hospital 

District board of directors officially 
adopted a balanced budget — the 
first non-deficit budget in two 
years — and stated their intent to 
increase the tax rate by 14.7 cents

In a report to members of the 

Hansford County Hospital District 
board of directors Thursday eve­
ning, hospital adimistrator A1 La 
Rochelle reported an operations 
profit of $5,590.47 for the month of 
July for the Hansford Hospital -- a 
profit negated by a loss of $49,503. 
48 in medicare, medicaid and bad 
debt write offs.

Including depreciation, the loss 
for the month slipped to $51,460. 
26, La Rochelle told directors.

The hospital’ s loss for the year 
stands at $383,910.63 through 10 
months of operation. If deprecia­

tion is eliminated operations loss­
es are $308,438.13.

Total losses to the medicare- 
medicaid-bad debt portion of the 
balance sheet shows a figure of 
$297,785.44 says the administra­
tor.

Meanwhile, the Hansford Manor 
-  which has been undergoing a 
complete rennovation and con­
struction phase for the past year — 
shows a loss of $7,618.32 without 
depreciation for the month of July.

For the year, the retirement 
facility shows a loss of $150,819.18 
without depreciation expenses, he 
told the board.

compared to a budget of $3,214,366 
for the current fiscal year.

The largest increase comes from 
the Hansford Manor which rose 
from $772,826 this current year to a 
projected $1.3 million for 1987-88. 
The increase is $523,353 and is due 
from the need of increased staff 
and debt retirement.

Meanwhile, the hospital district 
-- which is the owner of the 
Hansford Manor -  will be coming 
out of the current fiscal year with a 
deficit of just over $875,000.

T h e  mmr - ta x  n t t  w ill b a la n ce  the
budget by the end of the upcoming
fiscal year if revenue projections -  
an integral part of the budget -- are 
met by both the hospital and . 
Hansford Manor.

Projections call for a 26 percent 
occupancy of the hospital and a 90 
percent occupancy of the retire­
ment center.

Taxes under the 40.9 cent rate 
are expected to raise $1.5 million in 
revenues with hospital revenues 
projected at $1,369 million and 
Manor revenues a t$1.308 million 
for the upcoming year.

Worked into the budget are 
some $500,000 in medicare, medi­
caid, indigent care and bad dept 
costs for the new fiscal year. 
Current year losses in this category 
are estimated at $426,395 while the 
new budget shows a loss of 
$519,548.

Under current tax laws, Hans­
ford residents will have the oppor­
tunity to voice their opinion on the 
proposed tax increase during a 
series of meetings which are 
prescribed by the tax law.

That first meeting will come on

Last year, Mrs. Byers started 
some 13 quilts and finished out 
some four or five of them.

It's not unusual to get one 
started, then lay it aside to work on 
another or something else alto­
gether, she adds.

So a naturally inclination and 
some God-given talent have proved 
to be of special value to the 
Spearman woman. But it’ s some­
thing she takes in stride, almost as 
if it were just another one of those 
everyday, ordinary events.

“ I learned to sew on doll clothes 
when I was just a kid,”  she says 
matter-of-factly. “ And most of my 
training has come from 4-H lead­
ers."

That training has paid off in 
some well-deserved self-satisfact­
ion for Joyce Byers of Spearman.

WASHINGTON -  Most oil state 
lawmakers agree that long-sought 
repeal of the crude oil windfall 
profits tax is now more than a pipe 
dream for the first time since the 
tax hit the boooks in 1980.

The fate of the tax will come 
down to traditional political poker 
between two of the most experienc­
ed power brokers in Congress: 
Senate Finance Committee Chair­
man Uoyd Bentsen, D-Texas, and 
House Ways and Means Commit­
tee Chairman Dan Rostenkowski,
d -ih.

No need to explain which side is 
which, Rostenkowski has been on 
record foryears in favor or keeping 
tlfe'Sfl taft! Bentsen worked hard in 
the Finance Committee and on the 
Senate floor to get rid of the tax in 
the trade bill.

A trade bill conference commit­
tee, chaired by Bentsen and Ros­
tenkowski, will determine who 
wins after the August congression­
al recess.

Neither of the two is saying 
much publicly about the potency of 
their cards on the windfall isssue. 
But a congressional aide close to 
Rostenkowski was willing to give a 
down-to-earth preview of the 
matchup.

" A  good part of this equation is 
how important this is to Lloyd 
Bentsen,”  said the aide about 
repeal of the tax. "Rostenkowski 
prides himself on being a negotia­
tor. If Lloyd Bentsen comes to this 
conference and says, Dan, all I 
want is the windfall profits tax and 
you can work your way on every­
thing else, you can bet Rostenkow­
ski would go along," he said.

"It 's  not something Rostenkow­
ski would say never to. Instead, he 
would say, what’ s the price and the 
conversation would go on from 
there," added the aide, who did 
not want to be named.

" I  think they both go in with lists 
or priorities of what they want most 
and care least about. Where is it 
on his (Bentsen’ s) list? Then they 
have to sit down and deal," said 
the aide.

If what the aide says is true, and 
his position would seem to put him 
close to Rostenkowski’ s thinking on 
the issue, there might be hope for 
some additional rays of optimism in 
the oil patch.

In an interview, Bentsen made 
plain that windfall repeal would be 
one of his top issues on the trade 
bill, but noted that Rostenkowski is 
"a  tough negotiator."

"I've  been up against him many 
times and I don't have any illusions 
about it," said the senator. "I 'll do 
my bargaining with Danny face to 
face.”

He noted Rostenkowski has been 
firmly against repeal of the tax, but 
that "all things when you get into 
one of these conferences are nego­
tiable. I know he turned it down 
last time and was strong in his 
opposition, but this is another day 
and I'm sure we'll discuss it at 
some length.”

Since the House aide is the 
obvious focus of the windfall 
struggle, oil-state congressmen 
have circulated a "dear colleague" 
letter to build momentum for 
repealing the tax on the conference 
committee.

The letter, addressed to Rosten­
kowski and initiated by Rep. Lamar 
Smith, D-San Antonio, noted that 
the tax is expected to generate 
little revenue in the next several 
years while oi’ companies deal with 
the costs of regular filings.

WASHINGTON - A rift has 
developed among leaders of the 
independent oil and gas industry 
over whether to file petitions with 
the International Trade Commis­
sion and Commerce Department 
that could lead to stabilization of oil 
prices.

Enserch Corp. of Dallas and the 
5,500-member Texas Independent 
Producers and Royalty Owners 
Association had planned to file the 
petitions on Aug. 5.

But executives with those organ­
izations were informed last week 
that the Independent Petroleum 
Association of America, the largest 
group representing independent oil 
and gas producers, had decided to 
step back from its support for the 
petition.

‘ We don't understand," said one 
industry official. "IPAA did parti­
cipate thoroghly in the whole thing

until last week."
The ITC filing would be under 

section 201 of the Trade Act of 1974 
and the Commerce filing would be 
under section 232 of the Trade 
Expansion Act of 1962. Those 
filings would attempt to demon­
strate that the domestic energy 
industry has been harmed by 
foreign oil imports and trade 
practices.

If those petitions were approved 
by the agencies. President Reagan 
would have to determine whether 
to provide relief to the industry in 
the form of an import tariff -- 
essentially providing a floor for oil 
prices — or other measures.

President Reagan in recent years 
has approved an agency recom­
mendation to provide relief for the 
motorcycle industry, but turned 
down recommendations for the 
copper and shoe industries.

Ron Harris, IPAA’ s spokesman 
in Washington, acknowledged that 
IPAA had backed away from its 
former support for the petitions, 
but denied that the organization 
had formally agreed to the Aug. 5 
filing date.

IPAA's Crude Oil Committee -  
with 52 oil producers from Texas, 
Oklahoma, Louisiana, New Mexico 
and other oil states -- has sched­
uled a quickly-arranged meeting in 
Dallas on Aug. 11 to reconsider 
IPAA's support. If that committee 
votes in fovor of proceeding with 
petitions, members of IPAA’ s exe­
cutive committee will be polled by 
phone on what one official called 
"an emergency basis”  for a final 
decision.

Enserch officials have said 
IPAA's full backing is considered 
crucial to the petitions because ITC 
officials said the filing must be 
supported by “ a substantial por­
tion of the industry." IPAA’ s 
support also is seen as crucial, 
according to one industry official, 
because of the need for financial 
backing. He estimated that legal 
costs could run into "millions of 
dollars."

"A  number of our people felt like 
they needed more education, more 
information on this, before they 
committed to comin# aboard," said 
IPAA’ s Harris. "That doesn't 
negate anybody else from filing it if 
they want to. There’s been no 
wrench thrown into anything so far 
as we're concerned."

One industry official said a 
source of concern has been the 
level at which the petition might 
ask for an oil floor price, whether at 
$20 per barrel, $22 or some other 
figure.
