They are the institutions 
nown as personal care 
omes, and they appear to be 
uite numerous in Texas.
Personal care homes ac- 

ommodate persons who - 
on’t need the degree of 
ervices provided by a nur- 
ing home or custodial care 
ome. but many persons 

residing in these homes do 
need services above the basic 
provisions of food, shelter and 
laundry.

The Department of Health 
Resources has proposed new 
rules for the licensure of 
personal care homes, as well 
as new rules for the classifi­
cation of services provided in 
nursing and convalescent 
homes and related institu­
tions. Public hearings on the 
proposed rules are under­
way. Rule making and 
licensing authority are gran­
ted the D epartment under 
Article 4442c, Vernon's Tex­
as Civil Statutues.

The D epartment believes 
there are significant num­
bers of persons not presently 
residing in nursing homes or 
custodial care homes who

cannot maintain independent 
life styles. These persons 
need the presence of an 
intermediary to provide food 
and shelter and, in addition, 
some supervision or aid in 
every-day living, according 
to Howard C. Allen, Director 
of the Nursing and Convales­
cent Homes Division of 
TDHR.

However, said Allen, these 
persons don 't need the usual 
and routine attendance dur­
ing the night-time sleeping 
hours, nor do they require 
the care and services nor­
mally provided by a nursing 
home or custodial care home.

The facilities providing 
these services under person­
al care homes fail under 
three types, generally follow­
ing the extent of servives 
needed by the residents. 
Main differences are these:

Type A personal care 
homes are designated for 
residents who are ambula­
tory, can provide their own 
self-help and are capable of 
following directions and tak­
ing appropriate action for 
self-preservation under 
emergency conditions.

Type B facilities may 
house residents who are 
ambulatory but may be men­
tally retarded; however, they 
are capable of following di­
rections and taking appro­
priate action for self-preser-

0Omes »re for residents who 
®*y >>* physically or raent- 
«ly incapacitated or handi- 
<*pped.

The Department believes 
w*t these persons can be 
accommodated in a personal 
cure home of facility which 
doesn’t have extension ser­
vices. But they do need and 
deserve the protection of the 
•*w in assuring that they are 
Provided safe and sanitary 
living conditions and. as 
needed, are provided assis­
tance in every-day living, 
said Allen.

Staffing would be far be­
low that of a nursing and 
convalescent homes, since 
there wouldn't be theneed fo 
rrofessional nurses and other 
professional personnel.

But, those in charge could 
provide such things as enter­
tainment and transportation. 
They also could summon aid 
in case of an emergency or 
provide first aid. said Allen. 
They also could provide a 
wake-up service, supervise 
activities and a meal time 
regimen, supervise self­
treatment for physical condi­
tions or self carryting-out of a 
physician's orders. The 
operators of personal care 
home also could provide 
assistance in grooming and 
give hygienic assistance and 
provide counseling.

In additional to rules for 
the licensing of personal care 
homes, other rules would set 
out the classification of pro­
tective and non-protective 
services provided for persons 
in nursing and convalescent 
homes and related facilities 
such as personal care homes.

Fine Arts Protection
If you have highly-valu­

ed fine arts in your home, 
don't depend on the aver­
age homeowners policy 
for coverage in full in case 
of a loss. In order to get 
full protection, you should 
have a "Fine Arts" float­
er. Such items as: paint­
ings. statuary, rare books, 
and antiques would come 
under the classification 
and are insurable for up to 
their market value - verifi­
able by a bill of sale, 
professional appraisal, or 
both, and subject to the 
insurance company’s ap­
proval.

Generally. premiums 
for fine arts coverage are 
based on the local fire 
insurance rate plus a 
“ loading" factor. They 
may be reduced if the 
articles are stored in fire­
proof vaults and, in some 
states, if you have an

alarm system hooked into 
the police and fire depart­
ments. For fragile items, 
you can buy insurance 
against breakage as well 
as fire and theft.

The fine arts floater 
policy will cover these 
articles on an all-risk basis 
within the continental 
United States and Can­
ada. There is also an 
automatic coverage for 90 
days on newly-acquired 
property with some limita­
tions.
