City Gets 
Tax Rebate

State Comptroller Bob Bul­
lock announced this week that 
Texas cities shared $268.9 mil­
lion in rebates from the one-per 
percent city sales tax during the

first eight months of this year.
Bullock, who announced the 

cities' August allocation at 
$27.3 million, said the yearly 
total is up 25 percent over the 
amounts cities received during 
the same period in 1978.

August allocations for the 
more than 900 Texas cities are 
running about 12 percent higher 
than August payments last 
year.

The City of Spearman sales 
tax check for August will be 
$7,474.27 bringing 1979 pay­
ments to date of $67,852.16. 
Payment for August 1978 was 
$4,543.60 and payments 
through the eighth month in
1978 were $67,584.81.

The City of Graver will re­
ceive a check for $1,609.61 for 
the month of August bringing 
their total payments to date for
1979 at $13,526.42. Payment for 
August last year was $567.69, 
with payments for the first eight 
months of 1978 totaling 
$11,586.88, a net increase of 16 
percent.

IISDA Proposes Amendments To Beef 

Referendum Regulations
Proposed amendments pro­

viding for confidentiality in 
voting and making the conduct 
of a beef referendum more 
efficient and less time consum­
ing were announced today by 
Ray Fitzgerald, administrator Of 
the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture's Agricultural Stabilization 
and C onservation Service 
(ASCS).
, Under the Beef Research 
and Information Act, beef pro-' 
ducers may vote to authorize 
the federal government to with­
hold a fixed amount from each 
cattle sale to be used for 
research and promotional pur­
poses. Under an amendent to '

the Act passed lis t year, the 
number of producers needed to 
approve such an order was 
reduced from two-thirds to a 
majority of producers voting in 
t  referendum. Today’s pro­
posed amendents to the regula­
tions are to reflect this change 
in the law.

The proposed changes pro­
vide for: (1) voting by secret 
ballot; (2) reducing the registra­
tion and voting periods from 12 
days to 4 days; (3) reducing the 
time allowed for challenging a 
producer’s eligibility to register 
and vote; and (4) reducing the 
time for the county ASCS 
executive director to make a

determination on the chal­
lenges.

The propsosed amendents in 
no way obligate the Secretary of 
Agriculture to hold a referen­
dum.

The amendents appeared in 
the Federal Register Aug. 7. 
Written comments must be 
received no later than Oct. 9 
and may be sent to the Hearing 
Clerk, U.S. Department of Agri­
culture, W ashington, D.C.

Children from familiee whose 
income ia at or below levels 
shown oo the attached scale are 
eligible for free and reduced 
price meals. If children are 
eligible for free meals, they are 
also eligible for a free extra 
carton of milk, if served at a 
time other than the lunch hour. 
The reduced price for lunch and 
breakfast is 10 ceott. If your

New rules and better equip­

ment are slowly decreasing 
injury rates for Texas high 
school football players. But 
parents, players and coaches 
can do more to prevent injuries 
that occured to more than 6,100 
players in 1977.

About 7 percent of high 
school players were injured in

1977, compared to about 10 
percent in 1973, said Bill Far- 
ney, state athletic director of 
the Interscholastic League.

Hopefully new rules will 
continue to reduce injuries. One 
new 1979 rule is designed to 
reduce knee injuries by regulat­
ing blocking below the waist, 
Famey said in the August issue

of Texas Medicine, the Texas 
Medical Association’s monthly 
journal.

Parents, coaches and play­
ers need to make sure such 
rules are followed in order to 
decrease knee and other major 
categories of injuries such as 
sakle and shoulder injuries. 
Jerry Julian, M.D., chairman of

TMA’s Committee on Athletics, 
■aid heat-related injuries also 
are a major source of problems, 
including death.

Few official rules protect 
players from heat problems so 
parents, coaches and players 
have to use common sense. The 
National Federation of State 
High School Associations says 
some steps to avoid heat illness 
include scheduling practices

during cooler periods of the 
day, drinking lots of water 
during practice, providing rest 
periods of 15-30 minutes during 
a one-hour workout and cooling 
off immediately when signs of 
heat stress appear. Symptoms 
can include fainting, nausea, 
weakness, confusion and head­
ache. Heat stroke, the most 
dangerous form of heat illness, 
has a major symptom that 
should be a signal for immedi­
ate first aid action. When the 
victim stops sweating and the

skin is flushed and dry, cool the 
person down immediately and 
get medical help.

Football enthusiasts need Id 
be alert to prevent other p i»  
blems. Spear tackling Is cm  
especially tempting but danger­
ous practice, h  is Illegal for 
players to spear-tackle and oth­
erwise use their heads as bat­
tering rams because they risk 
serious head and neck lnjurtee. 
These injuries cause many of 
the deaths that 
playing football.
