Farmers Union To Organize

any election in Texas in 1967 
must register at the County 
Tax Assessor-Collector’s of­
fice before the end of the bu­
siness day, Jan. 31, 1967.

Tax Collector J .B . Cooke 
said this week the sign-update 
is the same as the old poll 
tax law, Oct. 1 to Jan. 31 , 
but there is no cost involved 
in registering to vote under 
the new law,

There is one big change in 
the law over the poll tax law, 
this involves who can register 
for another person.

In the past most anyone 
could pay the poll tax for ano­
ther person, but under the new 
law only a husband, wife, 
mother, father, son or daugh­
ter, may register and sign for 
another person.

A person may register in 
person or fill out an applica­
tion blank for registering. The 
tax office must have a signa­
ture on-^ther the application 
or the registration form, ex-

cept where another person u 
allowed to act as agent under 
the law.

Cooke said the penalty for a 
tax officer letting someone re­
gister for another person ille­
gally is stiff and his office will 
enforce the provisions of the 
law.

Cooke said persons may 
write the tax office requesting 
the applications and they will 
be mailed.

Persons temporarily living 
outside of the county may re­
quest registration certificates. 
This includes servicemen.

Under the new law a person 
must register every year to be 
qualified to vote in elections 
that year.

A fatter, more efficient me* 

thod of recording information 
on long distance telephone calp  
will be placed in effect this 
month in General Telephone 
Company of the Southwest's 
Perryton long distance center.

Called "mark sense" ticket­
ing, the new procedure is de­
scribed by General's district 
manager Milton Caldwell as 
" . . . a  pure ply automatic oper­
ation once it has passed from 
the operator's hands".

"Although the improvements 
realized through the new me­
thod are not visibly apparent 
to the customer, this change 
represents a much faster, more 
reliable and efficient means 
of recording information on 
long distance calls ," Milton 
Caldwell said.

Using specially treated gra­
phite lead pencils, operators 
record information such as the 
area code, the called number 
and the calling number, wheth­
er the call is station to station, 
person to person, collect, e t c . ,  
on elaborately designed tickets 
which include sefores of boxes 
or "bubbles." "This new me­
thod requires use of the area 
co d e ,” Caldwell explained,
"and it eliminate the need for 
giving the name of the town 
called."

The tickets are shipped dal­
ly to General's revenue a c ­
counting center in San Angelo 
where they are fed into IBM 
machinery which converts the 
data into punched cards, thqp 
tapes, and finally into printed 
information to be included in 
the customer's monthly bill.
The function of rating calls is 
also performed automatically, 
eliminating the possibility of 
human error, Caldwell added.

The billing equipment in­
cludes an "editing unit" which 
automatically sorts out tickets 
which contain erroneous or in­
adequate information. Reject­
ed tickets are then carefully 
checked and rechecked to in­
sure that they reflect the cor­
rect information.

General Telephone Perryton 
toll center serves as the "mast* 
er" long distance office for 11 
area communities. The ex­
changes are: Perryton, Balko, 
Beaver, Booker, Bryan's Corn­
er, Darrouzett, Follett, Hig­
gins, Lipscomb, Logan and 
Spearman. A total of 48 traf­
fic people are employed in 
General's Perryton toll center, 
including the company's traf­
fic supervisor, Mrs, O'Neal 
Philley.

"The average number of 
long distance calls handled in 
our Perryton traffic center has 
increased consicerably during 
the past few years," Mrs,
Plilley statecl.

"Five years ago we were
handling around 2700 long dis­
tance calls per average busi­
ness day, wnereas toefay the 
average is running close to 
4000.

Caldwell pointed out that 
the influx of calls requires 
constant study to determine 
faster, more workable means 
of handling long distance mes­
sages. Operating improvements 
such as mark sense ticketing 
also necessitates additional 
training for supervisors and op­
erators.

"Our operator force has been 
preparing for conversion to the 
mark sense methods for several 
months," Caldwell explained, 

Caldwell also explained that 
using this new method the moat 
efficient way to place a long 
distance call is to give the op­
erator this information and in 
this order— Area Code, Call­
ed Nimber, Called Party(if 
person to person), Wait-Till 
Operator Asks For Your Num­
ber, Give Your Name Ĉ ily if 
the Operator Asks For It,

ary to give the operator the 
name of the town you are call­
ing if you can furnish the area 
code.

"An increase in the price 

support loan rate of 35£ per 
hundred in the 1967 feed grain 
program is the surest way to 
assure farmers that their in­
come will be maintained and 
strengthened", Elbert Harp, 
President of the Grain Sorghum 
Producers Association tola Or­
ville Freeman, Secretary of 
Agriculture, in a letter this 
week. Harp pointed out that 
this action would provide the 
grain producer witn a stronger 
credit base as well as protect 
him from declining markets 
at harvest time as USDA seeks 
to bring many of the diverted 
acres back into production. 
Freeman had earlier indicated 
that the 1967 feed grain pro­
grams when announced will be 
administered in such a manner

as to attract from IS to 18 m il­
lion of the 30 million acres 
now diverted from corn and 
grain sorghum back into pro­
duction.

Harp went on to indicate 
that he along with other offi­
cers and staff of GSPA in re- 

,cent months have served on 
various committees and coun­
cils charged with the responsi­
bility of assisting with the de­
velopment of the new feed 
grain program laws. Diring 
these close liason sessions as 
well as through all regular as­
sociation administrative acti­
vities that GSPA has worked 
for 4 basic principles: (1) That 
increased producer income be 
the number one objective of 
the 1967 feed grain program. 
(2) That the loan rate be in­

creased from the current $1.52 
national average to $1.77.(3) 
That the combination of the 
diversion payments and the di­
rect price support payments be 
retained at their current levels. 
(4) That payments be made on 
the total acres on which the 
farmer produces rather than 
just one-half of the acreas as 
in this year's program.

The Abernathy farmer and 
GSPA head in talking with 
farmers points out that these 4 
principles may not necessar.ly 
be incorporated into any new 
program which may be an­
nounced in a matter of days, 
but that he feels it important 
that farmers as members of the 
Association know the principles 
for which their association has 
been working in their interest.

leeting In Austin
Eugene Barkowsky and Frank 
tcher, the science teachers 
Spearman High School, at- 
lded the thirteenth annual 
nference for the advance- 
; nt of science and mathe- 
itics teaching in Austin, 
t .  6 , 7 and 8.

The purpose of the confer­
ence was to give the teachers 
something readily useful for 
classroom instruction and to 
compare our methods of scie­
nce teaching with other 
schools. During the conference 
various demonstrations of lab
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d i n e
W h e r e  t h e  f o o d  i s  g o o d

technique and methods of pre­
paring materials for class work 
were given. The reason for 
this was so that the student 
could gain a better under­
stand ing of the course. Ses-- • 
sions were given on film loops 
which were four or five min­
ute films showing different 
concepts of science that could 
be used in a classroom to 
strengthen discussion and sti­
mulate interest.

Barkowsky and Butcher saw 
the latest text books on sci­
ence and witnessed many new 
teaching devices such as a te­
levision attached to a micro­
scope. Many such devices 
stimulate interest in the sci­
ence classroom by permitting 
the student to observe mater­
ials which normally may only 
be discussed or mentioned.

The importance of science 
and education as a whole can­
not be stressed too much; but 
as one speaker said, "During 
the first third of the century, 
it was the railroad. The second 
third, the automobile was do­
minant. But the last third, 
education, of which science is 
a very important part, will 
rule.

Both teachers agree that this 
trip was enjoyable, but cer­
tainly a rewarding and stimu­
lating experience which should 
challenge a teacher to im­
prove and consequently, the 
conference may become an 
annual event for teachers of 
SHS,
