BUDGET

in taxable value for the upcoming
year. This results in a loss of a tax
revenue totalling $262,494 based on
their 1987 tax rate. But this is
contrasted against a total 1986-87
budget of some $3.2 million.

The Spearman ISD board is current-
ly looking at paring that budget from
the $3,260,000 figure to around
$3,222,000, reports superintendent
Larry Butler. But the tax rate shift will
still result in higher taxes for most
residents.

The city of Spearman is facing a loss
of revenue of $24,423 while the city of
Gruver will actually realize a small
gain -- $1,537 -- over théir 1986-87 tax
revenue.

The Gruver Independent School
District will drop some $29,054 in
revenues based on their 1986-87 rates.

Meanwhile, Hansford county com-
missioners are already to set their tax
rate, having called for a public hearing
to establish that rate at 5 cents per
$100 of value above their 1986-87 rate
of $.2789

Other taxing entities are facing the
budget crunch as well, including the
Hansford Hospital District where their
board of directors will take a long look
at budgetary items in their meeting
this next Thursday evening.

The hospital district is looking at a
tax loss of $64,348 based on their
current tax rate.

All in all, it appears elected officials
have their work cut out for them as the
September deadline for establishing
their 1987-88 rate looms just ahead. It
makes for a long, hot summer.

Mires receives
scholarship
from WTSU

Allen Gregory Mires, a 1987 grad-

‘uate of Spearman High School, has

received a Campus Service Scholar-
ship from West Texas State Univer-
sity, where he will enroll in the fall.

Son of Eulalia Blankenship of 1121
S. Bernice, he is one of 12 recipients of
the $800 scholarship.

Campus Service Scholarship re-
cipients serve as official ambassadors
for the university, said Gracie Chrust-
ic, assistant director of admissions.
They are required to work a minimum
of four hours a week in the Admissions
Office, where they help the staff greet
people who go in, give tours of the
university, conduct mailings and an-
swer the phone.

**They're sometimes the first con-
tact prospective students have,”’ Miss
Chrustic said.

Scholarship recipients work at any
university function in which tours are
given. They act as hosts and hostesses
for university presidential functions,
work at Homecoming activities and at
graduation.

Twelve students, composed of
freshmen and upperclassmen receive
the scholarship annually. They form
the Campus Services Organization,
which meets weekly.

Freshmen winners have scored at
least a 20 on the ACT or an 840 on the
SAT. They've participated in extra-
curricular activities and at least a B
average. Two letters of recommenda-
tion and a personal interview have
testified to their outgoing personali-
ties and leadership potential.

Mires was vice president of the
choir and a participant in the Rotary
Youth Leadership Camp. As a mem-
ber of the National Honor Society, he
also received a $400 Don and Sybil
Harrington Scholarship from WTSU.

He lettered in basketball and track.
During his sophomore year he qualifi-
ed for the state track meet in the high
jump. Also, Mires performed in the
high school musical all four years and
played the leading role his senior year.

For three years he performed with
the school show choir, *‘Celebrate.”
During his junior year he attended the
University Interscholastic League
State Solo and Ensemble Contest.

QOutside of school, Mires served as
president and as vice president of his
church youth group, president of the
Pampa District Youth and vice presid-
ent of the Northwest Texas Confer-
ence Council on Youth Ministries.

In a recommendation letter, Mires’
English teacher Dwayne Mitchell
wrote, ‘‘Allen will be a success in
college and in life."

West Texas State University was
established as a teachers’ college in
1910. Currently more than 6,000
undergraduate and graduate students
are enrolled in the university's 14

departments.
