Grain Sorghum in Bloom 

May Be Damaged By Midge
Grain sorghum now in bloom 

I I  over the High Plain* is a re­
minder for farmen to be on 
guard against the sorghum 
m idge. Past research at the 
High Plains Research Founda­
tion shows that grain sorghum 
blooming after the first week 
in August may be in danger o f 
severe damage by the sorghum* 
m idge.

Over-wintering o f the sor­
ghum midge can be reduced 
by leaving grain sorghum 
residue above the surface o f 
the soil until about February. 
Two years' results show over­

wintering was significantly 
controlled in 1963 and 1964 
Even though a farmer follow - 
ed the recommendation o f the 
Foundation in over-wintering 
control, migration from 
neighboring farms may cause 
a build-up and warrant control 
with insecticides.

In a recent publication,

University o f New Mexico 
scientist, Stanley Coppock, 
recommends the same proce­
dures developed by the Foun­
dation in control o f  overwin­
tering midge through proper

residue management.
Loyd Langford, Associate 

Agronomist tor the Foundation 
stated that normally an in ­
secticide is needed that has 
the ability to kill in a short 
period o f time and also a re­
latively long residual e ffec t. 
Indications are that Trithion, 
Ethion, and Dlazinion w ill be 
more effective against high 
infestations o f the m idge. A 
long residual insecticide,
such as Endrin, looks promis­
ing for control o f low popula­
tion. DDT has shown to be 
superior to other insecticides, 
but can be used only on seed 
production blocks and is not 
approved for commercial
grain sorghum.
