This clinic was conceived as a
memorial to Edie Brooks,
daughter of Mr. & Mrs. Frank
Brooks of Amarillo, who died at
the age of 9 as a result of
Myasthenia Gravis. Myasthen-
ia Gravis is a neuromuscular
disease characterized by per-
iods of extreme, sometimes
fatal weakness. This disease
can masquerade as a vitamin
deficiency, anemia, emotional
disturbance, brain damage or
diseases of the throat, eyes,
lungs, limbs or heart, since
function of any or all of these
may be affected by MG. Some
of the symptoms include droop-
ing eyelids, double vision, loss
of balance, difficulty walking,
abnormally high nasal voice,
difficulty chewing and swallow-
ing.

Although the actual testing
for MG is realitively simple,
there are several factors that
make it difficult to diagnose.
