THE CITY OF SPEARMAN, TEXAS

An ordinance establishing zoning regulations an creating
zoning or use districts in accordance with a comprehensive
plan; and regulating the height of buildings, size of yards
and density of population; adopting a zoning map showing the
location and boundaries of the various districts and use areas;
setting forth regulations governing buildings and uses within
such areas, defining terms; providing for enforcement and
penalties for violations, for appeals and exceptions for future
changes and amendments; requiring building permits and certifi-
cates of occupancy; authorizing revocation of building permits;
defining and authorizing non-conforming uses; creating a board
of adjustment and providing for its powers, procedure, etc;
