Hansford County Civil 
Defense is ready to go in 
case of a storm alert, ac -  
cording to Judge Johnnie 
Lee, County Civil Defense 
Chairman,

He stated that any time 
day or night that a storm 
alert is received from the 
Amarillo Weather Bureau, 
mobile units will be on the 
job covering potential 
storm clouds and issuing 
warnings to the public.

The warnings will be 
broadcast on KBMF-FM 
which is a static free broad­
cast. The radio station 
has a standby generator 
they use in case of a power 
failure. Judge Lee stated 
that the best protection c i ­
tizens could have would 
be a battery powered FM 
radio. Radio KBMF-FM 
will broadcast storm warn- 
ings at any time they o c ­
cur. Keep your battery 
radio by your bed and even 
if  a storm strikes during the 
night KBMF will com e on 
the air with the warning

and it will wake you up.
Leroy Mitchell of Gruver 

is the radic officer for the 
Hansford County C ivil De­
fense, All of the personnel 
of the Sheriff’s Department, 
the city police force, and 
civ il defense have been 
educated in watching the 
clouds for tornadoes and 
you may rest assured they 
will be on the job to give 
the earliest possible warning 
in case a storm is approach^ 
ing Hansford County.

The sheriff’s department 
and the local police depart­
ment have the authority 
for setting off the alarm. 
There are 6 mobile units 
in the weather net and more 
will be added when the new 
police communication sy­
stem for the sheriff’s depart­
ment is hi effect, which 
will release mobile units 
now being used by the de­
partment, for civil defense.

Jim Evans is Disaster 
Chairman for the City of 
Spearman. The city  coun­
c il  and mayor are in charge 
of the Civil Defense for

Spearman.
Divisions under Evans 

Include police, fire and 
rescue, public works, wa­
ter, sewer and gas, debris 
removal, m edical assis­
tance, public Information 
and legal counsel.

The wanting which is to 
be sounded in the event 
o f a tornado being sighted 
in the immediate area 
will be a six (6) minute 
steady blast on the fire 
sirens coinciding with a 
six (6) minute blast on the 
high frequency siren giving 
a high low yelp. All city  
vehicles are equipped with 
short wave radio sets also.

Designated storm shelters 
in Spearman ate the east- 
west corridors of the Itigh 
school, tlie basement of 
the courthouse, and the 
Equity Elevator. It is im ­
portant for each citizen 
and/or each family to 
have a storm plan in mind 
to implement in case of 
the warnings from civ il 
defense personnel.

It is a 
leading cause of blindness 
in adults. One out of every 
eight blind persons you 
meet, is blind from glauc­
oma.

G lau com a... a treacher­
ous eye disease which occurs 
most often in people th irn - 
five years of age and o v er.. .  
usually is a gradual, painless 
loss of side vision, of which 
you may be totally unaware.

Early detection of this 
disease, of which more 
than one-m illion persons are 
now suffering, unrecognized, 
Is of vital importance.
Once vision is lost from 
glaucoma, it can never

be restored. However, if  
detected and treated in 
tim e, m edical science can 
check the progress of the 
disease with medication 
or in some cases stagery.

Symptoms which may sug­
gest the presence of glaucoma 
are: frequent changes of 
glasses, none of which aie 
satisfactory; loss of side 
vision ; blurred or foggy 
vision; rainbow -colored 
rings around lights; inability 
to adjust eyes to darkened 
ropms. Having these symp­
toms does not necessarily 
mean a person has glaucoma 
on the other hand, tnese 
symptoms might not even 
be presem ana a person 
could still have early glau­
coma.

Bullock issued $16 .1  m il­
lion in checks Tuesday in 
the first ever monthly pay­
ment of city  sales taxes.

The new moithly pay­
ments replace the old quar­
terly rebates which Bullock 
said "were only a step 
ahead of the Pony Express. "

The quarterly system, 
with a lag of 6o to 90 days 
between the state getting 
the tax and when it went to 
the cities, had been in use 
since the first city  sales 
tax went into effect in 
1968.

Tuesday's payments wen* 
to more tnan 500 towns and 
cities for taxes collected 
between Feb. 18, the cut­
off date of the last quarter­
ly payment, and Apr. 4

The City of Spearman 
received $ 2 ,9 5 9 .8 3  for the
first monthly payment. 
Gruver received $560.91  
for the same period.

In a letter to city  offic­
ials Bullock said the "quick-

eceives
er payments should be an 
asset to every city 's finan­
c ia l operations" and that 
"because this money be­
longs to your citizens we 
have a responsibility to get 
it to you as quickly as pos­
sible. "

Bullock said cities can 
expect future monthly pay­
ments about mid-mo nth.
He said the Arst two motths 
payments can be expected 
to be less that the payment 
of the third morah of each 
cycle  when quarterly tax 
payments by merchants 
come In.

Under the new monthly 
system payments of less 
than $500 will be added to 
the next month and paid 
either when they top $500 
or at the end of each third 
month regardless of amount.

There wete 273 towns 
with allocations of less than 
$500 for the Arst month of 
the new system.

Each year many lives 

are saved or made longer, 
and better health Is sowed 
through the m edical use of 
radiation. But, there are 
some risks Involved. Take 
x-rays as an exam ple.
The big question today 
seems to be just when is 
it a good idea to get an 
x-ray.

A reprint from the Food 
and Drug Administration 
discusses radiation and
gives specific tips on x-rays.

FDA offers the following 
guidelines to make sixe 
your doctor or dentist 
gives you an x-ray only 
when needed:

— Don't decide on your 
own to have an x-ray ex­
am such as at a mobile

unit for detecting tubercu­
losis. There are safer and 
mote effective means to 
diagnott TB. and the mo­
bile x-ray units used often 
expose patlerts to mote 
radiation than is necessary.

—Don't Insist on an 
x-ray when you visit your 
doctor or dentist. Let him 
be the judge of whether 
you need one. a doctor 
or dentist, to satisfy your 
insistence may agree with 
your request for an x-ray 
examination, even when 
he doesnY think you need 
one.

—Be sure to te ll your 
doctor and dentist about 
previous x-rays. They 
may be able to obtain and 
use them. There are times, 
however, such as before 
surgery or during treatment, 
when a doctor may need 
new x-rays even though 
others have been taken re- 
certly .

—Women who are or 
who think they may be 
pregnant, should te ll their 
physicians. Radiation may 
affect the fetus, and know- 
lege of possible pregnancy 
may affect the doctor's de­
cision as to whether to use 
x-rays or not. However, 
if  your doctor says you 
need an x-ray even though 
you're pregnant, have it 
taken.

—Men and boys under­
going x-ray examinations 
involving the lower abdo­
men, lower back, or hip 
areas should ask the doc­
tor or x-ray technician 
about the possibility of 
protecting the reproductive 
organs with a special lead 
shield.

They aren't given 
names like hurricanes.
But damage to people and 
property can be jux as 
disastrous when a tornado 
strikes.

The Texas Medical As­
sociation suggest you and 
you family know the war­
ning signs of an approach­
ing tornado and take the 
proper steps to assise per­
sonal safety.

Tornados appear most 
often as funner-shaped 
clouds spinning rapidly 
and extending toward the 
earth from the base of a 
thundercloud. These us­
ually occur in hot, sticky 
weather with southerly 
winds and a threatening, 
ominous sky. In most 
cases the tornado moves 
from the wex or south- 
w es . An hour or two be­
fore a tornado, greenish- 
black clouds appear In the 
thunderstorm c louds, bul­
ging down instead of up. 
Rain and hall usually pin­
cette the tornado.

There are four main 
steps to take in the event 
a tornado visits your com­
munity:

1 . Keep as calm as 
possible.

3 . Learn your commun­
ity's warning signals. You 
should find out now, be­
fore an emergency occurs, 
exactly what warning sig­
nals are being used in your 
community — what they 
sound like and what each 
set of signals means.

4 , Keep a battery-pow­
ered radio and a flashlight.

According to the U. S. 
Weather Service, three 
types of weather bulletins 
are issued: A) The severe 
weather WATCH bulletin: 
This Indicates where and 
when probabilities are 
h lgh es. B) The severe 
thunderstorm or tornado 
WARNING bulletin: This 
means a severe thunder- 
xorm or tornado has ac­
tually been sighted In the 
area ot indicated by radar. 
It's advisable to take cov­
er Immediately i f  the

WARNING is Issued in your 
area. C) The ALL ClitAR 
bulletin: This indicates 
the aorm or the threat of 
a storm has ended in the 
area previously included in 
a severe thunderstorm or 
tornado bulletin.

When a tornado WARN­
ING Is issued, the Texas 
Medical Association urges 
you to get Inside as quick­
ly as possible. Open win­
dows on the side of the 
house away from t ie  aorm's 
approach. If you have a 
basement, take refuge 
there near the wall In the 
m oa sheltered and dee pea 
part. Stay under a aurdy 
table or workbench. If 
you do not have a base­
m e n  or cellar, take cov­
er In the sm allea room 
with aout walls. The fir- 
a  floor Is safer than higher 
tlocrs. Lie under a heavy 
tab le, desk, bed or tipped- 
over upholstered chair or 
sofa against inside walls 
near the center of your house. 
Stay away from windows. 
Keep liaening to a battery- 
powered radio for emergen­
cy bulletins.

If you are away from home, 
take shelter In a steel-fram ­
ed or relrrforced concrete 
building. In open country, 
move away from the tor­
nado's path at a right angle.
If you cannot escape its path, 
lie down flat In a ditch and 
shield your head and cover 
your face with clothing to 
prevent suffocation from 
du x. Do not stay in a car, 
trailer, or mobile home.
Stay out of buildings with 
wide-open roofs, such as 
theaters and gymnasiums.

With proper precautions, 
you will have a better 
chance to survive when a 
tornado comes to visit.

IRS News
Dallas, Texas - -  Quality 
coixrol helps ensure the 
safety of the food we eat, 
the cars we drive and the 
appliances we use. It a l­
so kelps determine whether 
Income tax returns will go 
unchallenged by the IRS 
after April 15.

The IRS doesn't c a ll tax 
re ra n  examinations qual­
ity control; instead, they 
are known as audits. The 
aid is to determine wheth­
er or nor taxpayers have 
made errors ] 
their returns, 
of means are used to select 
returns for audit. A com­
puter program Is one of 
the most common.

The program Is called 
the Discriminate Function 
(DIF). DIF uses a series 
of mathematical formulas 
to identify returns with a 
high probability of error.

Tl>e formulas are deve* 
loped from thousands of 
audits over the years, and 
a high IMF score normally 
Indicates a high probabil­
ity of error.

DIF formulas arc con­
tinually revised as in-depth 
audits uncover r*w pro­
blem areas. For instance, 
certain changes in the tax 
laws may not be under- 
aood by'vast numbers of 
taxpayers, leading to num­
erous mistakes. Usually, 
however, a combination 
of factors will "flag* a 
return, and in tu n  it will 
he examined by IRS 
"scrceners".

Screeners are trained to 
consider local or other fac­
tors that may create a 
high DIF score on return 
that normally would not 
need an audit. Thus, the 
screeners' know ledge and 

. the computer selection 
process combine to deter­
mine which returns will be 
audited. Humans file  tax 
returns.. .and in the end, 
it's  a human who will de­
cide whether or not an 
audit is needed.

A special outreach e f­
fort by the Veterans Admin­
istration has resulted in in­
creased benefits for more 
than half of the 425 parents 
of World War 1 veterans on 
VA’s compensation and 
pension rolls.

Jack Coker, VA Regional 
Director, explained that 
parents of veterans who 
died of service-connected 
causes are eligible for VA 
assistance if  tneir Income 
is Insufficient for reason­
able maiiaenance. Aver­
age age of parents of World 
War I veterans on VA tolls 
Is 95. More than 40 are 
100 years or older.

The outreach program 
was directed by Adminis­
trator of Veterans Affairs 
Richard L. Roudebush. 
"While great emphasis is 
placed on the well being 
of our younger veterans, 
the Veterans Administration 
is not unmindful that It 
also has a great obligation 
to Its senior citizens, " 
Roudebush said.

At a result of the person­
al interviews by VA coun­
selors, the number of 
World War I parents receiv­
ing dependency and indem­
nity compensation has near­
ly tripled— 256 versus 90. 
Many of these beneficiar­
ies also were assisted in 
qualifying for aid and a t­
tendance allowances, Coker 
noted.

A similar outreach pro­
gram lias been started fo r 
the nation's surviving 1, ICO 
veterans of the Spanish- 
A merlcan War, Coker 
said.

Thi* article Is part of a

Recently, a young house­
wife visited the newly es­
tablished offices of the 
A Icoholism Council of San 
Fernando Valley, after 
reading an article on the 
disease of alcoholism .

She and her husband were 
distraught because her mo­
ther was a pitiful secret 
drunk, constantly protected 
by the housewife's father 
who believed he w.ss hiding 
what he considered a dis­
grace. The young woman 
pleaded to know what could 
be done.

Asked if she had told her 
parents that she knew the 
truth, that it was out in the 
open and nothing should 
stand In the way of seeking 
aid, the woman was aghast.
"1 can't do that. I can 
never embarrass my parerts 
by such a confrontation."

This Is the kind of multi­
tudinous situation that tears 
at the hearts of the volun­
teers In the alcoholism 
council.
