THIRD LIBERTY LOAN 
BEGINS NEXT SATURDAY

Third Liberty Loan o f the U nited  S ta tes to  B e  P laced  B e­
fore the People Saturday, April 6th ., the A nniversary  
of O ur Entering the G reat W orld W ar. A n  U n p re­
cedented Campaign is Being M ade by U . S. Gov’t.

Saturday, April 6th., will be 
will be observed by a great 
many people in America as “Lib­
erty day” . It is the date decid­
ed upon by the Government offi­
cials to place before the people 
the Third Liberty Loan that has 
been made since we have become 
parties in the conflict. It will be 
well'for us to remember that our 
country has been working for 
the last century, not upon war­
like preparations, but to develop 
America as a nation of peace- 
loving, home-loving people. The 
extent to which this ideal has 
been realized is almost parallel 
to the length of time that any 
people have been in America. 
This is a nation of producers in 
more ways than in merely man­
ufacturing or agricultural en­
terprises.

For the last half century, 
Germany has been hoarding all 
the gold possible to finance this 
present conflict. She has spent 
more than the income of the 
nation upon warlike equipment. 
On the other hand, we have 
been developing homes and 
schools and those things that 
go to make comfort and happi­
ness for the common people. 
Now that the atrocities of Ger­
many has forced us into the 
war. it has developed upon the 
Government officials of the 
United States to make a prepa­
ration that will enable us to 
meet Germany successfully and 
do so in less than one-fortieth 
the time. Instead of making 
life a burden of taxation during 
the last half century, it has 
been one of development for us. 
Now that the time has come, it 
has been decided that the 
system of Liberty Loans would 
be the best plan. It enables 
Americans to pay the cost of 
the war in a way that does not 
at any time overburden them.

It is not necessary to place 
the reasons for entering the war 
before the people at this time. 
They have all been rehearsed to 
us over and over again. The 
problem that now confronts us 
is how much can we help the 
Government at this time when 
it sorely needs every available 
dollar. The man who buys a 
Liberty Loan Bond, helps not 
only his own country, but his

own farm, store, or shop, or 
what ever he may do to earn a 
living for himself and his family. 
The cycle of a bond is short. 
You buy a bend. The Govern­
ment lends a part of the money 
to the Allies and uses a part of it 
itself. Both the Government 
and the Allies turn around and 
buy provisions farm products— 
and other supplies for their 
armies. All of it is spent in the 
United States. Simple isn’t it? 
But that is ail there is to it. 
And that is the very lowest side 
of it. We lend the money to 
buy our own products, and be­
sides the profit on the industry, 
we get a greater interest than 
is paid by sav ings banks. The 
security is absolutely gor>d un­
less Germany is able to nictate 
terms of peace, and then we 
will have to pay sure enough.

Another side of ic is: Many, 
young men who have just as 
bright prospects as any of us, 
and who have just founded as 
happy a home as any of us, and 
who have just the same right to 
the pursuit of business and hap­
piness as any of u.'. hav<- been 
called upon to give all Uns up 
and undergo far greater hard­
ships than we are. not to con­
sider the certainty that many 
thousands of them never will re­
turn to take up the interrupted 
tenor of their lives, and all we 
are asked to do is to me all the 
economy possible and help to 
support them in their part of 
the struggle and yei be allowed 
all the pleasures and pro fits of 
home and business. Whatever 
we may do, and whatever '^e 
can do, or will do, our part of 
it will be far less burdensome 
than that of the young soldier 
who never even hears the whine 
of German shrapnel or looks 
anxiously for the wake of the 
deadly torpedo.

When the time is up on this 
Third Liberty Loan campaign, it 
will be another story of an 
American success. This country 
is not composed of a class of 
people that arc willing to sei.J 
their own sons out to batt le and 
they remain at home and let 
them suffer for lack of supplies 
because they loved ease and 
plenty to well. Although our 
immediate section is in the 
grasp of an unpreeented drouth, 
yet we will see when the final 
count is made, that Lynn county 
has piled up a very respectable 
sum to help make it more en­
durable for the Lynn county 
boys as weil as the others who 
go “Over there. ”
