DRAG ROADS AT PROPER TIME

Fully as Important as It Is That High-
ways Should Be Done Right—
Keep Ruts From Forming.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

It Is fully as important that a road
be dragged at the right time as it is
that the dragging be properly done.
Furthermore, the difficulties involved
in prescribing definite rules for deter-
mining when dragging should be done
are equally as great as those already
encountered In attempting to define
how it should be done. Only very gen-
eral statements concerning this fen-
ture of the work can properly be made
bere, and much must be left to the ex-
perienced judgment of those who de-
clde when the dragging of any particu-
lar road Is to be started and when it
ix to be stopped.
~ The rule frequently cited that all
earth roads should be dragged imme-
diately after every rain, is in many
cuses entirely impracticable and is also

very misleading because of the condi-
tions which it fails to contemplate. It
Is true that there are many road sur-
[eces composed of earth or earthy ma-
terinl which do not become very muddy
under traffic, even during long rainy

seasons, and since such surfaces usu-

13y, tend to harden very rapidly as
oon as the weather clears up, it may
esirable to drag roads of this kind
minediately sfter a raln. Such roads,,
however, would not ordinarily need to
be dragged after every raln, because
of the strong tendency that they nat-
urally possess of holding their shape.
On the other hand, many varieties of
clay and soil tend to become very
muddy under only light traffic after
very moderate rains, and, it is evident
that roads constructed of such ma-
terlals could not always be success-
fully dragged Immediately after a rain.
Sometimes, in fact, it may be neces-
sary to walt until several consecutive
clear days have elapsed after a long
ralny spell before the road is sufiicient-
ly dried out to keep ruts from forming
almost as raplidly as they can be filled
by dragging.

Well-constructed sand-clay topsoil
roads should not often become muddy
after they are once well compacted.
They may become seriously rutted,
however, under heavy traflic, during
rainy weather, and are almost sure to
need dragging several times each year.
Such roads should ordinarily be drag-
ged as soon after a rain as prac-
ticable as otherwise the surface soon
so that it is
necessary to do considerably more
dragging in order to fill the ruts. Fur-
thermore, the material which the drag

‘moves will not compict readily unless

it contains a conslderable amount of
moisture.

Gravel roads can be effectively main-
tained with a road drag only when the
gravel composing the surface IS fine
grained and contains a considerable
quantity of clay earth, Gravel road
surfaces in which this condition pre-
vails not infrequently get badly out of
shape during wet weather, and may
sometimes require considerably more
aftention than well-constructed s'nd-
clay topsoil roads. The time for drag-
ging gravel roads is unquestionably
while they are wet. In fact, the best
results are sometimes obtained by do-
ing the dragging after the road has be-
come thoroughly soaked and while it
Is still raining.

In general, It may be sald that the
best time to drag any type of road is
when the material composing the sur-
face contains sufficient moisture to
compact readily after it has been
moved by the drag and is not suffi-
ciently wet for the traffic following the
drag to produce mud.

COVERNMENT IS
‘CALLING FOR W.S.S.
" PLEDGE PAYMENTS

The official call for the payment of
War Savings Stamp Pledges due on
or before November 30 has been is-
sued by the Government. All persons
who have pledged themselves to buy
War Savings Stamps are advised that
the November portion of their pledge
is payable at once, and that the Gov-
ernment desires the December portion:
paid now if possible. -“Wherever pos:
sible a reminder card calling atten-
tion to this fact will be sent to
pledged persons at the direction of
the Government, but the non-receipt
of a reminder card does not indicate
that the pledze is not due and that
the Government is not expecting
prompt payment.

The signing of the armistice does
not affect the validity of War Savings
Stamp Piedges, These pledges, it is
pointed out, are binding obligations
made by the individual, they bear his
name and are held for payment by
authorized agents of the United
States Treasury Department.

Nor' does peace relieve the Govern-
;ment of its expenses or all' loyal Am-
ericans of the duty of being econom-
ical and investing as heavily as pos-
sible in War Savings Stamps in addi-
ton to the amount already pledged
and recorded by the Government.
,For the next year the Government's
expenses will average approximately

MORE FEDERAL AiD

REDESIGNATION OF ROADS IS
TAKEN UP AT MEETING OF
COMMISSION.

LARGE. TERRITORY AFFECTED

Several Counties Have Had Their
State Aid Cancelled and Federal
Ald Substituted.

Austin, Texas.—The highway depart-
ment commission ordered that $40500
be &et aside for highway No. 3 in
Wharton ecounty out of the $200,000
federal aid heretofore granted that
county, leaving available for Wharton
county the sum of $159,600.

McLennan county was granted fed-
eral aid of $40,000 on highway No.6,
between Waco and McLennan county
line north.

Washington county was given fed-
eral aid of $20,000 on state highways,
not to exceed 25 per cent of the con-
tract.

Federal aid heretofore granted Cal-
fahan county on highway No. 1 in the
amount of $25,226 and state aid of
$11,416 were cancelled, and the coun-
ty was granted feflemi ald of $75,000
on highway No. 1 from county line to
county line,

Designation of highway No. 12, here-
tofore made from Victoria to Austwell
and Rockport, was cancelled and
the following designation substituted:
Beginning at Victoria, thence to Ana-
qua, thence to the present bridge
across the San Antonio river, thence
to Refugio, thence to Woodsbcro,
thence to Bayside, thence to Rockport.

Highway No. 5 was more definitely
designated, beginning at Paris, thence
to Brockston, High, Petty, Honey
Grove, Bonham and thence to Sher-
man. Refugio county was granted

. $200,000 federal aid, conditioned upon

a $1,000,000 bond issue and not to ex-
ceed 25 per cent on the contract.

Jack county was granted $200,000
federal aid on state highways, not to
exceed 25 per cent of the contract, and
conditioned on a $400.000 bond issue.

Federal aid of $65,000 was granted
Briscoe county on highway No. 5A,
from county line to county line, con-
ditioned that the road shall be built
through Briscoe county from county
line to county line

Allotment heretofore made to Mor-
ris county on the northern branch of
highway No. 1 was cancelled and Mor-
ris county was granted $38,984 federal
aid on construction of the northern
branch of highway No. 1 from the Cass
county line to the Titus county line,
not to, exceed 50 per cent of the cost
of construction,

Grayson county was awarded $10.-
000 federal aid on highway No. 5C, be-
ginning at a point 7.8 miles south of
the Cotton Belt crossing, thence to
the: south line of Grayson county, be-
ing 2.8 miles of road, not to exceed
3513 per cent ot the contract,

State aid formerly granted to Wal-
ker county was cancelled, Walker
county was given $60,000 federal aid
on highways Nos. 19 and 32.

Blue Ridge Farm Deal Investigated.

Austin, Texas.—It has developed in
the investigation of the Blue Ridge
farm transaction by the joint legisla-
tive committee that Bassett Blakely,
owner of the farm, has leased practi-
cally every acre of the land for oil
prospecting. If the state is able to
buy the land under the option it would
not acquire title to the oil, but its in-
terest, Mr. Blakely said, would be re-
stricted to the usual one-eighth roy-
alty on any oil produced thereon,

Washington.—Promptly at noon
Monday the extraordinary session of
congress got smoothly under
With republicans in the majorilty -in
both branthes, the leaders plunged

into the work of organization.

By a majority of two votes the re-
publicans took control of the senate,
electing Senator Cummins president
pro tem and defeating Senator Key
Pittman of Nevada, democrat, by a
record vote of 47 to 45.

In the house the republicans effect-
ed organization by electing Repre-
stative Frederick H Gillett of Mass-
achusetts speaker over Champ Clark
of Missouri, speaker for the last eight
years.

" PaYis.~The qeace conference while
waiting -for Germany to decide on her
attitude toward.lhe peace terms pre-
gsenfed to her delegates rapidly is
completing the treaties for Ger-
many's former allies and is smooth-
ing out the differences between the
allied and associated powers.
Germany's fifteen days in which
to make written appeals on the peace
conditions will expire Thursday.

Thtee days have gone by since
the last German notes were handed
to the "peace conference. Subcom-
mittees of the conference are at
work on the answers and it is prob
able they 'will be sent to Versailles
well before Thursday.

Peace terms for Austria  are near-
ing completiony it is indicated, and
the Austrians will present tlieir cre
dentials to representatives of the
allied and ‘associated powers this
week., ‘It id understood that Austria-
Hungary will be called upon' to pay
reparation to the amount aof five bil-
lion marks, one-fifth of the ,amount
demanded from Germany.

Declarations that Germany will not
acquiesce in the demands made upon
her by the peace treaty continue to
come from high sources in the Ger-
man government Fresident Ebert
is quoted in Berlin dispatches as
having reiterated at a Sunday demon-
stration in Berlin that the peace
terms never would be signed by Ger-
many.

Meanwhile, the uncertainty that had
prevailed oaver the status of Count
von Brockdorf-Rantzau, head. of the
German peace mission, has been
solved. The count, who left Paris Sat
purday for Spa to meet government
representatives for Berlin and who it
was reported might not return be-
cause of differences in the delegation
over Germany's peace policy, is back
in Versailles.

Secretary of thé Treasury Glass, ¥io
asked for his resignation effaciive
not later than Tuesday. Cofonel
Lindsley announced that he ‘iﬁ‘nno
longer connected with the insu
bureau, his resignation having gone
to Secretary Glass immediately upon
receipt of the request.

Colonel Lindsley’s retirement is
the result of differences dating back
as far as the first of April. On
April 8 Colonel Lindsley wrote to
Secretary Glass that “the bureau of
war risk insurance is on the verge
of breakdown and failure,” and inti-
mated that wunless the things he
complained of could be removed he
would have to resign, That brought
the whole matter to an issue with
the result that his resignation was
requested.

When Colonel Lindsley took charge
of the bureau on Dec. 16 it was fac-
ing a crisis and congress was pre-
paring to make a vigorous investiga-
tion into its shortcomings. He was
one of the first appointees of Secre-
tary Glass who acted upon the urg-
ings of former Secretary McAdoo
that Lindsley be given full reign to
reorganize the bureau, Colonel
Lindsley was awarded a distin-
guished service medal for his work
abroad. He went into the service
a major and came out a colonel.

Cholmely-Jones Succeeds Lindsley.

Washington.—The war risk insur-
ance bureau, through which 4,000000
soldiers or their dependents receive
payments of insurance allotments or
compensation, is in progress of sud-
den re-organization through the ap-
pointment of R. A. Colmley-Jones,
formerly a New York business man,
now a colonel in the bureau's section
in France, as director to succeed Col-
onel Henry D. Lindsley.

HOPES NOW CENTERED
IN. SURVIVING PLANE

NC-4, ONLY ENTRANT IN OVERSEA
FLIGHT, MAKES READY FOR
LISBEON DASH.

Washington.—Tugging at anchor in
the harbor of Ponta Delgada, Azores,

the seaplane NC-4, the lone survivor,

of the American navy's entry for first
trans-Atlantic flight . honors, awaits
only favorable weather for the start
of the S00-mile dash to Lisbon, Portu
gal.

The NC-4 is definitely made the sole
reliance of the American navy thraugh
a report received from Commander
Towers at Ponta Delgada, who in-
formed the navy department of the
sinking at sea of the NC-1, and the
commencement of the dismanteling of
the NC-3, preparatory to shipping the
plane back to the United States.

Washington.—After weathering a
sixty-mile gale and heavy gseas, the
missing seaplane NC-3, flagship of the
American naval trans-Atlantic flight
squadron, has entered Ponta Del-
gada harbor under her own power,
nearly 60 hours from the time she was
forced down by fog when almost in
sight of the Azores on the record-
breaking flight from pr[oundland for
Lisbon and Plymouth, England.

Searching battleships and destroyers
were scouring the seas and naval of
ficials had all but abandoned hope for
the safety of the flying ship and her
crew when warships at Ponta Delgada
saw the plane taxing across the water,
headed for the flight objective in the
Azores. Admiral Jackson immediately
dispatched the tidings to the navy de
partment by cable

London.—London spent the day in
tense excitement and suspense wait-
ing the result of Harry Hawker's bold
attempt to fly across the Atlantic, and
after a day of anxious inquiries and
univerified rumors and speculation the
fate of the pilot and his navigator,

‘MacKenzie Grieve, is still unknown.

A Sopwith machine, supposed to be
Hawker's, according to an admiralty
wireless report, descended to the sur-
face of the ocean 40 milest west of the
mouth of the Shannon. Later admir-
alty reports said that this information
was not considered reliable.

Horta, Island of Fayal, Azores.—

The NC-4 averaged 90 miles per |

hour to Horta bay and, according to
Lieutenant Commander Read, made
the flight in thirteen hours and 18
minutes. The three American sea-
planes for coneciderable time after
their start from Trepassey flew vir-
tually together, but finally the NC4
drew ahead.

Commander Read looked to be 1n
splendid condition on his arrival
here. When about 200 miles from
Corovo Island, he said, he met bad
weather and fog. This continued to
the end. His plane flew at an alti-
tude of 3,000 feet, then was com-
pelled to come down to the water,
owing to the fog.

There was no mishap or untoward
occurrence during the passage and
the NC-4 was found to be in perfect
condition,
