She is the great 
granddaughter of Nellie Har-
ris Higgins and Walter Hig-
gins; granddaughter of Nell 
Rhea Higgins Gilbert and 
Clay Gilbert; and the daugh-
ter of Mary Linda Gilbert 
Hussey, all former residents 
of Matador. Her great grand-

Off and on, I have been 
on deadline for a newspaper 
most of my adult life. Seems 
I can't accomplish anything 
unless someone tells me I 
only have two days or an 
hour to make it happen. Yet 
today, I want to announce 
that I am finally retiring on 
May 3o, 2013, under the 
masthead of a paper that has 
existed in print for almost 
120 years. 

I want to thank the com-
munities of Matador, Roar-
ing Springs, Flomot and 
Northfield for being kind  

early days. After her marriage 
to Walter, the Higgins oper-
ated the City Bakery in Mata-
dor from 1914 to 1935. Also, 
of significant importance is 
the acceptance of the archival 
books by Museum Director 
Marisue Potts. The museum 
will serve as the repository 
for the historical books. 

Motley County has a rough-
and-tumble wild frontier 
past that was documented 
by enterprising newspaper 
men and women for more 
than 120 years. The county 
was founded in 1891, and re-
cords show that a newspaper 
has been published in Motley 
County since December 9, 
1891. 

The early-day papers don't 
exist, as far as we know; they 
were likely one- or two-page 
tabloids, hand distributed. 
However, for four decades, 
Douglas Meador, the re-
nowned publisher-editor of 
the Matador Tribune devot-
ed his life to publishing the 
news in Motley County (1933 
to 1974). 

Paying tribute to the past 
editors and publishers of the 
county newspaper seems an 
appropriate send off for the 
"Where History Has Pride" 
masthead. The following in-
formation was taken from 
Marisue Potts' Motley Coun-
ty Roundup, "New, News, 
Who's Got the News?: A 
brief survey of the county 

(at least to my face); and 
to apologize for mistakes 
made, but always admitted. 
It is interesting to note that 
my criticism came privately 
in the parking lot of the post 
office or in the check-out line 
at the grocery store, once in 
a restaurant, but never in a 
public forum. Thank you for 
sparing my feelings. 

One of the first assign-
ments I wrote for the Tri-
bune consisted of a series 
of articles called "Coming 
Home." I documented the 
reasons people retired and 
then came back to Matador 
after many years of absence. 
The common denominator

The 
original publishing com-
pany partnership comprised 
of Howard Hamilton and 
Douglas Meador. The enter-
prise moved to the Masonic 
Building (located in the back 
of the Matador Variety Store, 
(Main and Hwy. 70) where 
the Thibune was printed for 
19 years. In 1953 Meador 
constructed the Matador 
Tribune building (now Tom 
Edwards Law Office) across 

was "the people" and I have 
to agree. This is a special 
place in time and space. 

I have enjoyed my jour-
ney with you for the past six 
years in print. Thanks for 
the ride - and farewell to the 
Matador-Motley County 
Tribune as we know it — con-
quered by changing times 
but forever on the "tattered 
parchment of memory" as 
Doug Meador would say. He 
would also be the first to say 
"thank you" to the owners 
and editors that followed in 
his footsteps — his guiding 
light carried us into the 21' 
Century and beyond; and we 
kept the faith. 

In summary, a weekly 
newspaper has been pub-
lished in Motley County for 
122 years, under the leader-
ship of 12 editors and pub-
lishers. This is an end of an 
era in newspaper journalism 
in our county. While the tran-
sition is not an easy one for 
some, the paper will still be 
in printable form in an area-
wide publication, Caprock 
Courier, under the leader-
ship of an enterprising young.  
woman. Happy Trails! Sally  
Arnold. We wish you all tie 
best.
