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Still remaining on the property, are
evidence of the dugouts that were used by
the Comancheros who were there prior to
the settlers moving in.

~The land on which they settled has
“been passed through' generations of the
Merrell family and has never been leased
to any other party throughout the years.

The family is currently applying for
the Family Heritage Land Program under
the Texas Department of Agriculture.

The program is designed to honor
farms and ranches that have been culti-
vated by the same famlly overa period of
100 or more years.

If accepted into the program, the
Merrell place will be the first piece of
land honored in Floyd County.

It's noon, it's raining and we're in
the kitchen of Naomi Whitefield, owner
of Brownlee Tent and Trailer Park, Thes-
salon, Ontario.
