The next thing on the
program--in the super-
market--may well be more
and more ‘‘genetic”’
foods. Just as genetic
drugs have saved money
for many, genetic foods
hold the same promise.

The genetic food con-
cept began in France only
three years ago and now is
making an impact in the
American market. One
reason is that food prices
have risen so fast, new
ways to hold down costs
are badly needed.

That can be done with
plain, uncolored labels,
no advertising budget and
larger containers reducing
the per-ounce price.
Jewel, in the Chicago
vicinity, was the first U.S.
chain to move in this
direction and recently
Pathmark, A&P,
Waldbaum's, Bi-Lo, Pan-
try Pride, and Harris-
Teeter were among other
grocery chains following
suit. Some chains have
approached the genetic
concept by offering large
containers with their own
store brand.

Genetic foods have no
brand name. The contain-
ers might include the
words ‘‘standard quality”’
or “'slightly lower quali-
ty,”” etc. Boosters of the
concept claim customers
can often save thirty to
forty percent buying ge-
netic foods. Thus the
practice is certain to
spread--though for special
quality, special meals or
among some foods, brand
names will almost surely
continue to mean much,
and remain in demand.

And those name food
products which have
rightly earned their rep-
utations are probably in
no competitive danger
from genetic competition.

New maximum minimum size
standards for envelopes, cards
and other pieces of mail will
become effective July 15, 1979.

The maximum standard ap-
plies to oversized and odd-
shaped pieces and affects only
first-class mail weighing one
ounce or less and single-piece
thrid-class mail weighing two
ounces or less. Such mail in
excess of 6-1/8 inches high or
11-% inches long or % inch in
thickness is considered non-
standard mail and will be
charged an extra seven (7) cents
over the regular postage for
handling. The surcharge will
also be imposed on mail whose
length is less than 1.3 times or
more than 2.5 times its height.

The minimum standard ap-
plies to all classes of mail and
all types of service. Envelopes,
cards and other pieces of mail
which are less than % inch thick
and measure less than 3-%
inches high or S inches long will
not be accepted for mailing or
will be returned to the sender if
placed in the mail stream.
Flimsy cards of less than seven-
thousandths. (.007) of an inch
thick will also be prohibited. For
comparison, an official postal
card has a thickness of nine-
thousandths (.009) of an inch.

There are exceptions to the
minimum size standards. The
standards do not apply to
objects such as hotel keys,
identification cards and tags.
Items thicker than % inch such
as film mailers are not subject
to the minimum standards, but
may be subject to the nonstan-
dard requirements depending
on the clas and weight of the
piece of mail.

Interfaings are very important for the shape of

“f: not use fusible interfacing on fine sheer
silks.

Use interfacings that are lighter in weight than
the outside garment.

Always remember to use quality interfacings
for quality fabrics.
PRESSING

When pressing silks, use a clean steam iron
with plenty of steam.
