LUBBOCK-TexM Panhandle 
pheasants bring tens of thou­
sands of dollars into the area's 
economy every year, and that’s 
not just birdseed to the restau­
rant, hotel and motel, and 
service station owners who 
benefit.

Dr. Fred S. Guthery of the 
Teias Tech University Range 
and Wildlife Management 
faculty says pheasants need 
promoteers and lobbyists to 
protect their interests.

Guthery, who has just com­
pleted s paper on the history, 
habitat needs, and habitat de­
velopment opportunities of 
pheasants on the Teias Pan­
handle, says the conflict be­
tween land owners and fowl 
hunters restricts appropriate 
habitats and results in fewer

pheasants.
Farmers who have become 

wary of damage to their proper­
ty caused by careless hunters 
will plane off stubble left in 
fields after crops are harvested. 
That stubble is prime habitat for 
pheasants, said Guthery.

Farmers could generate eitra 
income from pheasants on their 
land, he said. No tradition 
exists in the Panhandle for 
selling hunting leases, but the 
opportunity is there to sell 
either day or season leases. 
The lessee would then help the 
landowner control trespassing 
and protect his interests. The 
landowner would know exactly 
who was using his land and how 
it was being used.

Guthrey said he is encourag­
ed by the formation of a group 
started in Pain view called

“ Pheasants Unlimited. Inc." 
The group Is working to and 
growing cover and food crops 
for pheasants on set aside land.

“ Winter wheat would be the 
best possible crop to plant on 
the set aside lands to benefit 
pheasants,” said Guthery. 
" I t’s a cool season plant that 
starts growing early and can be 
grown dryland. Pheasants like 
to nest in it and it provides both 
food and brood cover.”

However, federal regulations 
prohibit the planting of wheat 
on set aside lands. If that 
regulation could be changed to 
prohibit only the harvesting of 
the wheat rather than the 
planting of tt, those set u ide  
acres could provide a superior 
habitat for the birds, he said.

Pheasants are not native to 
this country, but were imported

from Asia in the 1800's. They 
range from the Gulf Coast of 
Texas to the southern provinces 
of Canada, and from the Atlant 
ic to the Pacific Ocean. How­
ever, said Guthery, the only 
area in Texas colonized by the 
birds other than the Gulf Coast 
is the Texas Panhandle.

Records suggest that phea 
sants naturally colonized the 
Panhandle in the late 1930's or 
1940’s, but their range has 
rapidly expanded because of 
private liberations of the birds 
by landowners.

Most of the Panhandle pro­
vides only marginal pheasant 
habitat, and without playa lake 
basins it would support few 
birds. High value of cropland 
severely limits opportunities for 
habitat developments, but cover 
plantings are feasible around 
playa lake basins, tail-water 

recovery pits, along roadsides, 
and in dry corners associated

with center-pivot irrigation sys­
tems. he said.

These youngsters, scheduled 
to arrive between September 1 
and January 1, will need boat 
homes. They want to live with 
U.S. families for 3, 6 or 9 
months, and attend the highs 
school which the children of the 
neighborhood go. High schools, 
as a rule, are anxious to 
participate in exchange pro­
grams when there is no cost 
involved.

The students range from 14 to 
18. They are recommended by 
their own schools, screened by 
the foreign chapter of I.F.I. and 
for the most part, speak En­
glish. They come, not as guests 
but as members of the family, 
sharing in the tasks, and the 
family hosting them may claim 
them for income tax purposes. 
Students have their own money 
for personal eipenses and are 
insured against accidents, ill­
ness, precriptions. The receiv­
ing family agrees to provide a 
bed, three meals daily, trans­
portation to school and church, 
and laundry. Students may 
share a room.

For each foreign student at­
tending a U.S. High School, 
that school is eligible to send • 
student abroad. The scholarship 
fee includes transportation 
both ways, room, board, tuition, 
insurance and the services of 
the I.F.I. chapter in the foreign 
country.

Families willing to host a 
student may write or call collect 
to the Western Office of Inter­
national Fellowship, Inc., Post 
Office Box 1212, Sedona. Ari­
zona 86336, or call the principal 
or other concerned educator at 
your High School and ask him to 
contact I.F.I.

In an era when peaceful 
international relations depends 
more and more on one nation's 
sympathetic understanding at 
another's culture and problems, 
such programs can be valuable.

cause sealing failure.
The same thing may happen 

if steam is released too quickly 
after processing. Let pressure 
in canner reach zero degrees 
naturally before removing cov­
er. Do not run cold water over 
canner to reduce pressure.

10. Don't reuse jars in which 
commercial foods are sold. 
These jars are designed for use 
on high speed packing mach­
ines and with caps developed 
especially for that product, but 
not for home canning.

11. Don’t use warped, rusty, 
worn bands, or old commercial 
caps.

12. Don't reuse lids. The lid 
of a two-piece metal cap should 
not be used more than once. 
This applies to all brands.

The compound is not guaran­
teed to seal a second time and 
the lid itself is often bent or 
warped when removed the first 
time.

13. Don’t use old jar lids. If 
jar lids are old, the sealing 
compound may harden and not 
soften sufficiently to obtain a 
good seal.

As long as the sealing com­
pound is resillient when mashed 
with the fingernail, the lid will 
probably seal. It is preferable 
to use jar lids the same year as 
purchased.

When kept longer, they often 
stick together and must be 
heated in boiling water to 
separate them.

If jars do not seal, you may 
reheat and process over again.

However, the product will be 
over-cooked and lose food val­
ue, flavor and texture.

You may keep a few jars in 
the refrigerator and use them 
within a short time instead of 
reprocessing.

Sealing failures in home can­
ning can result from some 
common mistakes. Avoid mak­
ing mistakes in home canning 
by following these suggestions:

1 - Read and follow package 
instructions for using caps and 
lids. Don't take it for granted 
that all home canning caps are 
alike and are used exactly the 
same way.

2. Leave correct amount of 
head space when filling jars.

3. Take time to "knife out” 
air bubbles before sealing the 
jar.

4. Remove particles of food, 
seeds or seasonings from jar top 
or threads with damp cloth 
before putting on lid.

Particles left on jar rim can 
cause lid to seal, then, loosen.

5. Screwing band too tight 
can cause lid to buckle. A band 
must be tight enough to hold 
the rubber sealing compound 
closely against the jar top.

However, if the band is 
forced as far as it can be turned 
with a strong hand, the jar 
cannot vent. When the jar 
cannot vent, pressure within the 
jar causes the lid to buckle.

Therefore, tighten bands only 
comfortably tight to prevent 
buckled lids.

6. Screw bands tight enough.
7. Heat suffi.iently to seal 

the lid. Follow recommended 
processing time and method.

8. Exhaust (vent) steam- 
pressure canner for a full 10 
minutes, or until a stream of 
“ blue steam” is visible, before 
closing petcock.

If steam is not exhausted, 
there is an uneven amount of 
steam pressure in the canner. 
As a result, some lids may seal 
while others in the same canner 
load may not.

9. Don’t let pressure in 
canner fluctuate This can 
cause food particles to be forced 
between jar and lid which will

The rtcent diesel shortage will 
prob4>ly reduce the profit pic­
ture for 1990.

Acordiag to County Exten- 
sioi Agent Layton Barton, pro- 
duters should use the fertilizer 
ra ts  that would eliminate soil 
d#cienciet, in line with the 
p-oducen yield goal. Their 
wheat yield goal should be 
(insistent with the soil moisture 
tituation, irrigation and man­
agement practices. While ferti­
lizer costs may increase for next 
year, they remain a real bargain 
when applied at optimum rate. 
Soil testing is still the key to 
determining optimum applicat­
ion rates.

Barton says that nitrogen is 
the most important plant nu­
trient in the production of both 
forage and grains. Since nitro­
gen is required in larger 
amounts, this nutrient is com­
monly the most deficient nu­
trient in your soil. Wheat yields 
over 40 bushels per acre have 
removed 80 tbs/acre of nitro­
gen. If one intends to produce a 
comparable yield level in 1980,

then some nitrogen should be 
applied.

Nitrate nitrogen testing in the 
Extension Soil Testing Labora­
tory in Lubbock has proven very 
helpful over the past 10 years 
for determining nitrogen needs 
for wheat.

“ It is important that samples 
be properly collected to repre­
sent your soil fertility situation. 
Information on soil sampling 
can be obtained from my off­
ice,” Barton said.

Farmer Windfall
For perhaps the first time in history, the wheat 

farmers of this country, particularly in this area, are 
basking in the twin delights of a bumper crop and
strong prices

Despite heavy wheat harvests this year, the price 
of wheat has not only remained firm, but has kept 
rising There are a number of reasons for this, mainly 
because the Russians have bought up a lot of U.S. 
wheat to ship to their country suffering from poor 
crops this year

Because the price of wheat has risen, a lot of 
so-called experts are worrying because they fear that 
this will mean a rise in the cost of food and thus add 
another load on the back of the consumer.

Well, the facts dispute this contention.
Back in 1972 when the Russians bought up a lot of 

wheat and boosted the price to $5 a bushel, there 
were cries demanding price control or else bread 
would go to $1 a loaf.

Bread prices did rise dramatically and in fact did 
reach the magic figure of $1 per loaf.

But when the price of wheat dropped from $5 back 
to $4 and then dipped below $3 a bushel, the price of 
bread remained where it was.

Farm organization spokesmen kept pointing out 
that in a $1 loaf of bread the cost of the wheat used 
to produce it accounted for only 5 cents. The rest of 
the price went to everybody else but the fellow who 
took the risk and invested the capital and labor into 
producing it.

Thus even though the price of wheat is now $4 a 
bushel, it should not really push the price of bread 
and other wheat products up at all.

This increase in the price of a bushel of wheat 
actually amounts to less upward pressure on bread 
prices than an increase in the hourly wage of union 
bakers or the labor of the truck drivers who deliver 
the product.

And an increase in the market price of wheat 
amounts to less in the cost of the finished bakery 
products than do the layers of taxes, state, federal 
and local that are into every batch of dough 
produced.

The wheat farmer has had a tough time trying to 
produce wheat for a depressed market, using tools 
and machinery that has kept going up in price 
because of economic forces far beyond his control.

Last year the cattlemen finally got some relief in 
the form of higher prices for cattle on the hoof. This 
year it is the wheat farmer’s turn and surely the 
nation can let him enjoy the delights of making a 
decent return on his investment and labor.

If there has to be a villain in the matter of rising 
food prices, let the spotlight be turned on other links 
in the food distribution chain, rather than the fellow 
who has to contend with insects, drought, hail, and 
market manipulators in order to make a living.

Texas 4-H Horse Show

Day Care Licensing 

Representative Visits Here

Kate Gamblin, of Amarillo, 
Day Care Licensing Representa­
tive from the Texas Department 
of Human Resources, is visiting 
Hansford County on a regular 
basis, to provide information 
about licensing standards and 
procedures.

A state law was passed in 
1975, called the "Child Care 
Licensing Act of 1975” , and put 
into effect in 1976, requiring 
licensing of all homes or facili­
ties providing regular day care 
for seven or more children. 
Persons who offer care regular­
ly to even one unrelated child 
must register, under provisions 
of the law.

Standards vary according to 
the kind of program offered by 
the facility and the number of 
children served. Registration of 
homes is a self-certification 
program for child care facilities 
which provide regular care in 
the caretaker's own home, for 
not more than 6 children under 
14 years of age. excluding the 
cargiver's own children. The 
Department that they meet and 
will maintain the "Minimum 
standards for Registered Family 
Homes". Copies of the stan­
dards are available to parents.
If you feel the care in a 
Registered Family Home does 
not meet these standards, call 
Mrs. Gamble at the telephone 
number above. Persons who do 
this type of babysitting are to 
contact Mrs. Gambe who will 
provide registration papers and 
information about rules for pro­
viding child care.

State law requires licensing 
of all facilities or homes provid­
ing regular day care for seven or 
more children.

When a facility is licensed, 
parents can be assured it meets 
at least the minimum require­
ments to protect the health, 
safety, and well-being of their 
children. The standards concern 
educational levels of child care 
staff, nutrition, children's acti­
vities. discipline, sanitation and 
health, safety, grounds and 
equipment, and the amount of 
space required for each child.

This law was brought about 
due to the fact that the United 
States is undergoing a funda­
mental revolution in the job 
market, primarily related to the 
changing roles of women and 
the large influx of young work­
ing mothers.

Certainly Texas is caught up 
in this trend. The number of 
women employed outside their 
homes more than doubled in the 
20 yean prior to 1970, and 
increased again by more than 
20% during the next five yean. 
It is presently estimated that 
four out of every 10 Texas 
women pass the age of 14 are in 
the labor force. This social 
phenomenon makes child care 
of tremendous importance to all 
of us, whether we are working 
parents or simply concerned 
citizens. Satisfactoyr care for 
the children of working parents 
is important to the entire com­
munity. It is a major means of 
prevening the social problems 
that develop when neglected 
children fall to learn useful 
habits and constructive atti­
tudes during the “growning 
up" years. The Texas Depart­

ment of Human Resources is 
the agency designated by the 
leislature to monitor child care 
facilties.

Mrs. Gamble is one of four 
day care licensing representa­
tives who work out of the 
Amarillo DHR office. She has 
observed the facilities here, 
ocncluding thereis need for 
more licensed and registered 
child care facilities in Hansford 
County. Her regular visits to 
Spearman will make it more 
convenient for prospective day 
care providers to contact the 
Department for licensing or 
registration.

the south and east.

Some 1.5 million acres of 
rangeland have already been 
treated or will be treated shortly 
in the Tens Panhandle, report 
Dr. Mike McWhorter and Dr. 
Phil Hamman, entomologists 
with the T eiai Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas AdkM 
University System. Counties in 
the spray area have a grasshop­
per couat ranging from 32 to 54 
per square yard. A count of 
eight adult grasshoppers per 
square yard is considered ser­
ious enough for con troll meas­
ures.

According to McWhorter and 
Hamman, the spray program 
for rangeland involves use of 
the insecticide malathion and is 
being conducted on a cost-share 
basis with ranchers, the Texas 
Department of Agriculture, and 
theAnimal and Plant Health 
Inspection Service of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. 
Spray applications are made 
after grasshoppers hatch and 
before females start laying
egg*-

The entomologists encourage 
farmers and ranchers as well as 
homeowners to check for grass­
hopper infestations along road­
sides, fence rows or idle, un­
disturbed ground where the 
pests may be hatching. A key to 
effectively suppressing grass­
hopper numbers is to treat 
these hatching areas early be­
fore young hoppers begin to 
migrate.

A bait mixture using toxa- 
phene has been effective in 
controlling grasshoppers along 
field margins and roadsides, 
point out McWhorter and Ham­
man. The formulation calls for 
100 pounds of mill-run bran, 
1 Vi pints of Toxaphene 6E, 7 to 
8 gallons of water, and 2 gallons 
of blackstrap molasses. Saw­
dust may be substituted for up 
to y. of the amount of bran.
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Distribute the bait while still 
moist at 10 to 20 pounds per 
acre.

Another product, Hl-Plains 
Border Bait, la a ready-to-use 
formulation that la registered in 
Texaa but currently has no 
distributorship.

To prevent extensive grass­
hopper damage to crops and 
home gardens, McWhorter and 
Hamman recomment the follow­
ing insecticides:

Cotton- Malathion ECorULV 
and Sevin SOS;

Corn-Alfatox EC, Diazlnon 
AG 500, Malathion EC or ULV, 
Sevimol 4, Sevin 80S, Sevin 50 
WP and Sevin 4 Oil;

Sorghum-Malathion ULV, 
Sevimol 4, Sevin 80S and Sevin 
50 WP;

Wheat and Other Small 
Grains-Malathion EC or ULV, 
Petmcap-M, Sevimol 4 and Sev­
in 4 OB;

Home Gardens-DUxinon 25 
EC, Malathion EC am) Sevin 50 
WP.

Consult respective insecticide 
labels for specific rates of 
application and use pre­
cautions, advise the entomol­
ogists.

McWhorter and Hamman 
emphasise that the above in­
secticides will kill only those 
grasshoppers present at spray­
ing time or a abort time there­
after. Followup applications 
will be needed, particularly In 
areas of high infestations, to 
control migrating grasshoppers.
