(b) Persons leading an idle, im-
moral and profligate life, who have
no property to support them and
who are able to work and do not
work.

(c) All persons able to work, hav-
ing no property to support them,
and who have no visible or known

and reputable livelihood,” as used

in this section, shall be construed to |

mean reasonably continuous em-
ployment at some lawful occupation
for reasonable compensation, or a
fixed and regular income from prop-
erty or other investment, which in-
come is sufficient for the support
and maintenance of such person.

Factory Workers Eat Farm Products

The greatest profit in any erop
is in its manufacture into the fin-
ished product. The mills and fac-
tories of the East reap the greatest
profit in the cotton crop of Texas.
There is no reason why this enor-
mous amount of money could not
be kept in Texas. Wherever the ex-
periment has been intelligently
tried in this State, the small cotton
mill has proven a safe and profitable
investment; giving the first year,
an average divident of 12 to 15 per
cent. The big factories in the East,
in order to dispense with the cost
of transportation, are coming near-
er the cotton fields and seeking de-
sirable locations in the South, in
towns where proper encouragement
is extended and protection of prop-
erty is guaranteed. Texas has 23
cotton factories when ten times that
number could not manufacture the
cotton crop of the State.

What is here said of cotton fac-
tories applies with equal force to all
kinds of small factories; it is the
greatest need we have. Thousands
and thousands of dollars are lost
every years by the products of the
farms going to waste for want of a
nearby market. While building
packeries for the cattle, sheep and
hogs, it is just as necessary to take
care of the farm products. The
live stock and agricultural interests
of the State stand side by side, and
in securing a home market for one,
why not the other? In every dis-
trict where truck farming is an in-
dustry, there should be a cannery.
This would save the fruits and veg-
etables from waste and enable us
to have our own canned goods in-
stead of buying from other States
that have not advantage of us ex-
cept in the shrewdness to establish
This is a matter of no
small interest that it behooves us
to give the subject consideration. It
should have a place on the program
of every farmers’ institute. We
make no mistake in naming this one
of the greatest needs of the State—
we make no mistake in saying that
it would be the means of extracting
a great deal of wealth out of a pres-
ent waste. Think of these things.—
Decatur News.

Corn Pollen.
Every particle of pollen is a minute
germ that is meant to fertilize the
cayity at the end of the corn silk and

thus produce a kernel of corn. The
pollen is not in itself a seed, but is
the germ of a seed, The number of
pollen grains borne on a single corii
tassel Is surprising. O® the basis of
counting a large part, it has been reck-
oned that each tassel, or rather col-
lection of tassels, on a corn stalk, has
about 50 million grains. Thus na-
ture prepares to have most of her ef-
fort wasted. There are probably not
more than a thousand kernels on the
ordinary ear of corn, and this would
give 50,000 grains of pollen for each
kernel. In other words nature sup-
plies the pollen so abundantly that
nearly all may be wasted and yet
enough be left to do the work of
fructifying the cavities that are to
produce seed. The necessity for this
great waste is seen in the methods
used to pollenize the silks. The wind
is the chief carrier. But many times
the wind is blowing the pollen away
from the silk instead of towards it.
It is only the occasional breeze that
carries the pollen to the place where
it may be useful; yet so great is the
supply that a single zephyr may waft
enough to the silk to fructify the
whole clump. This abundance of pol-
len also helps to cross fertilize the
corn, and it is probably the rule that
most of the kernels have been devel-
oped from germs borne from other
stalks rather than from the stalks on
which the particular ear grew. This
is the more likely to be the case for
the reason that the wind is generally
blowing the pollen away from the
stalk on which it is borne and to the
silk of some neighboring stalk. Thus
nature provides against self-fertiliza-
tion, which seems to be abhorrent to
the general plan of life production.
Pollen is blown to considerable dis-
tances, if we may judge of the re-
sults obtained. Some time ago we
heard of a man that had a very fine
strain of sweet corn, which brought
him a good price when sold green in
the market. He would not sell the
seed, and as it had been bred up by
himself, no other person could get it.
To be sure that his seed did not get
into the_hands of anyone else, he
planted his corn on an island in a
river. But a neighbor Was smart
enough to plant his corn on the river
bank opposite the sweet corn. The
sweet corn was white and the other
was the yellow field corn. He rightly
judged that some of the million of
grains of pollen would reach his field.
In the fall when he gathered his yel-
low corn he found many white kernels
scattered among the ears. These he
picked out and planted the next year
with the result that he had the same
variety of corn as his neighbor. He
had stolen the variety, but in & man-
ner entirely legal.

Beetles on Melon Vines.

Relative to the striped cucumber
beetle on melon vines, a bulletin ‘of
the Oklahoma station says: In addi-
tion to the preventive measures of
cleaning up rubbish and a thorough
cultivation of the melon ground, the
use of Bordeaux mixture as a repel-
lent, and squash as a trap crop are
among the most promising of the
remedies recommended by those who
have successfully dealt with this in-

sect. Squashes are planted about
four days before the melors. One or
more rows of squashes should be

planted, according to the size of the
fleld. Some of the trap plants may be
dusted with Paris green when the
beetles gather on them. Others should
be left to attract the beetles through
the summer. It seems that spraying
the young melon vines with Bordeaux
mixture not only repels the cucumber
beetle, but also poisons some of the
insects which feed on the sprayed
leaves,

Green Potatoe
Potatoes that are allowed to lie in
the sun become green, as all of our
readers that have grown potatoes
know. It has been thought by some
that these potatoes are not fit for
planting any more than they are fit
for food. But this is a mistake. They
are not fit for food for the reason
that they are both strong and bitter
and for the additional reason that
there have been elaborated in them
some kinds of compounds that are
thought not to be good for the health,
But the green matter in the potato is
fot what makes it bad for the stom-
ach, as it is only the chlorophyll that
is found In all green leaves. The po-
tato is even better for planting than
before, and some potato planters ex-
pose their tubers to the sun to have
them turn green, as this

can thus be planted to advan-

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Feeding the Chicks.

Many people have asked, on seeing
the healthy-growing, well-feathered
young chicks, what food we were us
ing. The winter's experience, in
which a variety of grains were used,
says Cooper Curtice of the Rhode Is-
lond Agricultural College, indicates
that it {s not so much what the food
is as how the food is supplied, pro- al §
viding there are plenty of starchy, 1
albuminous, and green matters, In 7
nature, small seeds, insects and gras§
furnish food for chickens. These are 4
most abundant in the spring and sum-
mer months, and it 1s at this time
that the chickens thrive. To secure
the best results, foods simulating both

the position and the %
character of these should be supplied.

For Instance, in the summer the tips 4
of grasses are young and tender and 3
easily broken by the chickens. For ;
green stuff to be easily assimilable, 4

some plant should be supplied which
may also be easily broken.

youngest chickens, we have given the .
sterile eggs boiled hard and ground
through a sausage machine. While
it is preferable, if one has time, to
chop the egg fine and mix it with ‘
|bran, or even feed it a little at a time

to the chickens, we found it satisfac- {
tory to mix it with the bran until it

was crumbly and feed it in bulk; a

sufficient quantity being given for the

number of chickens in the brooder. i
Mixing the eggs with cracker did not

succeed with us as well for very

young chicks, although it is fed by

others apparently without harm. As

\the chickens grew older meat scraps A
:were substituted. These were usually

,sifted, added to the grain ration, and

strewn upon the floor of the brooder, t
.Boiled liver and animal meal was also

used, but there was very little dif-

\ference in the gain of the different

chickens when fed upon the animal

meal, meat scraps, or egg. )

Shorten the Feeding Period.

In grading up the herd the farmer
should have one object in view if he
ils trying to produce profitable beef. «
{That one aim should be to produce
an animal that will mature in a short
itime and be of a conformation that
will yield the largest possible amount
of high-priced cuts. This is a great L
iitem in the matter of profits
‘less time required to get an animal
iready for market, the less feed will
be used and the less money paid out
for care, which must alwa
ured as having some
value. The work of more than a hun-*
dred years in scientific breeding has
been to produce an animal that would
\mature rapidly. In grading up this
should be kept fully in mind. Also at
time of putting such cattle into the
feed lot the fact should not be forgot- «
ten that the herdsman is dealing with*
cattle that have been bred up to be
fattened in a short instead of a long
.time. A good many herdsmen that
have been accustomed to feeding the
old-fashioned steer make the mistake
of feeding the improved steer for too
long a time, and so both over-finish
him and lose valuable time and feed.
Beyond a certain point every pound
of feed pwt into the steer is so much
money thrown away. The professional
feeder must watch this matter and
turn off his animals as soon as they
are ready to go to the slaughter pens,
and at once put in a new lot of ani-
mals to be fed. In this way it is per-
fectly easy to feed to ripeness three
bunches of cattle in the same time it
took to feed two of the scrub varlety.

The color of butter is too high for
the best good of the butter making in-
dustry, if vegetable coloring matter is
to be used. We are trying to get back
to vegetable coloring matter, as the
analine dyes are now being prohibited
in different states and are likely to
be in all states where butter-making
is largely carried on. The use of
these coal tar dyes has led to the
higher coloring of the butter than for-
merly, and the vegetable colors being
weaker have to be used in too large
quantities if the same color is to be
kept up. The large use of th
etable colors does not injure t!
value of the butter, but does i3
times affect the flavor, according to
the testimony of éxperts. The reme-
dy would seem to be to lower the
standard of color. - x
