Collections Boost State Revenue
AUSTIN-Comptroller Bob 
Bullock said Thursday that 
increased collections of the 
tales tax, natural gas pro­
duction tax and motor ve­
hicle sales tax have helped 
boost state revenue at the 
mid-point of the riv a l year 
to $3 billion, 18 percent 
higher than a year ago,

"The sales tax is up $87,5  
million over last year," 
Bullock a id . "The gas pro­
duction tax is up $46 ,4  m il­
lion and the motor vehicle 
sales tax up $27 million.
A together, tax collections 
are 12 percent higher than the

Judge Johnny Lee, presi­
dent of the Hansford Unit of 
the American Cancer So­
ciety, reports that Texans 
gave the American Cancer 
Society over four and one- 
half million dollars this 
past fiscal year.

"This money is one way 
of showing the emphasis 
now being placed on can­
cer control. New action 
programs are continuously 
emerging to help save over 
the lives we are now losing 
from cancer, " he said.

According to the 1975 
Annual Report of the Amer­
ican Cancer Society, Texas 
Division, now available to 
the public, the Cancer So­
ciety has four main pro­
gram areas: Professional 
Education, Public Educa­
tion, Service/Rehabilita- 
tion, and Research.

Professional Education 
provides up-to-date infor­
mation on cancer diagno­
sis and treatment to the m e­
dical and allied health pro­
fessions. The past fiscal 
year, these programs reach­
ed over 81, 965 physicians, 
dentists, and nurses. Also,
16 clinics and 13 confer­
ences were supported by 
the American Cancer So­
ciety in Texas.

Public Education helps , 
save lives by increasing 
public awareness and know­
ledge about cancer, prompt­
ing early diagnosis and 
treatment of the disease.
This year over 44,000 pro­
grams were presented to an 
audience of 1,724,337 
people. Programs includ­
ed ACS educational films, 
physicians and lay speak­
ers, also thousands of ex ­
hibits and illions of educa­
tional pamphlets. Over 

y300,000 Texans partici­

There is general concern 
throughout the country ab­
out the condition of tne 
Social Security trust fund, 
which is currently providing 
income for 32 m illion  pe­
ople, not to mention 100 
trillion others who are 
looking forward to c o ll­
ecting front it when they 
retire. . .

Figures released by tne 
Department of H ealth, Ed­
ucation and W elfare show 
that the trust fund now has 
some $44 billion in it , 
much less than is normally 
In reserve. It will be re ­
duced still further this year, 
to  approximately $39? 
billion, because money is 
going out faster than It is 
coming in.

If it were to continue 
declining at that rate and

nothing were done to re­
plenish it, it could be ex­
hausted by 1982 or so, That 
will not be allowed to 
happen, however.

The stake that State of 
Texas residents have in die 
reserve fund, as it now standi, 
it estimated at $2 ,260 , 000, 
000, based upon their con­
tributions to it . Hansford 
County's interest in it fig ­
ures out to $1 ,385,000,

The drain on die retire­

ment system’s finances,
It is pointed out, has bet n 
due to the recent re ca st >n 
and to the fact that then 
have been more than eight 
million people out of work, 
making no contributions 
to the fund.

Recession or no recession, 
the distribution of benefits 
to retirees had to continue, 
however. In fact, the 
figures show, the total pay- 
out Increased, as many_____

workers, unable to get 
jobs, retired earlier than 
expected.

President Ford's proposal 
to store up the trust fund 
by raising die payroll tax 
has been turned down by 
Congress. I t  felt that 
this was not a good time 
to increase taxes.

Now, with the economy 
improving and more work­
ers getting back on paytplls, 
It is expected that mote 
money will soon be flow­
ing into the trust fund.

IT not, other means will 
be found to build it up.
In any event, no one is 
in any danger of losing 
his pension because of 
the temporary situation.
