Therefore, for the;sake of time to 
be spent and tho ' expense of this 
time by legislators, a great saving 
of time and money will be had by 
a lengthening fof the regular ses­
sion and the ^voiding of special 
sessions. s

There is additipnal lost time at 
the close of eacl)'session— the last 
two or three days always being 
given over to/closing m atters up 
and not given to the considera­
tion of legislation or its merits or 
for the purpose b f  passage. With 
one c o n tin u o u s se ss io n  there 
would only be ojie period of lost 
motion of closing up instead of 
the three or more of several days 
each under the ‘present system.

By having a fqnger regular ses­
sion and having t/ic same broken 
into a period fo r the introduction 
of bills, then one fo r the consider­
ation by committees, legislation 
will be much better considered by 
the authors of/ same and by the 
committes passing on same before 
reaching the floor of the legisla­

t e  Legislature live hundreds of 
miles from ^lie capitol, you will 
realize what ah\enormous amount 
this mileage allowance under the 
present constitution amodnts to, 
and tha t when f i r  one hundred 
twenty days of legislative activity 
under the noyram endm ent, the 
state of Texas would be out just 
one-sixth of fthc amount that it is 
out today, y \u  will have an idea 
of he great riRhiction in mileage 
expenses under this amendment.

There will ye another great 
money saving by this amendment

eliminatingythe cost of the use- 
ss organizatfoiless organization days now neces­

sary for each session as I have 
hereinbefore 'mentioned. The av­
erage costs of a\legislative session 
is approximately thirty-six hun­
dred dollars a-«ay. With |  mini­
mum of f iv e ^ y s  for organization 
purposes, (two special sessions 
necessary with the regular session 
of sixty day^ legislative service 
would mean ten extra days given 
over to organization purposes a t a 
total cost of Uiirty-six thousand 
dollars. Und^r the amendment 
these then /fays of lost motion or- 
ganizationfperiods would be elimi­
nated and these days given to real 
legislative activity.

Another gr^at saving of ex­
pense would be in the m atter of 
the printing a f‘ bills. As stated pre­
viously, aty /every  session now 
everything /m ust -be begun over 
again. That means that ail legisla­
tion tha t anybody has had in mind 
that did not'feet passed at a pre-

tive bodies for discussion. It will 
not be necessary for two or three
committes to be ,meeting a t the 
same time and frequently during 
night hours— as finder the present 
system. I t now- frequently hap­
pens tha t large bodies of citizens 
come from all-parts  of Texas to 
present their vie'ws with reference 
to proposed legislation to a com­
mittee, only to find'-that the com­
mittee members by reason of 
other committee meetings are so 
scattered that thiAe citizens will 
got to present th^ir views to only 
two or three legislators. Under the 
proposed plan, the citizenship of 
Texas will get \to present their 
views to full committees and this 
will result ju st as, frequently in 
the defeat of legislation as it will 
in the passage of J same, if not 
more often— and ip any event it 
will result in legislation being 
much more carofully considered 
and gotten into/m orc satisfactory 
form before leaving the commit­
tees. j
