HEAD OF FAMILY GETS
$§2,000 EXEMPTION

Two Hundred Dollar Exemption Al-
lowed for Dependents Under 18,
or Incapable of' Self-Support.

Single persons, though required to
file a return if their net income for
1920 was $1,000 or more are, if they
are the heads of families, granted a
special exemption under the revenue
laws. Such a person is defined by
Treasury regulations as “a person who
actually supports and maintains in
one household one or more individuals
who are closely connected with him by
blood relationship, relationship by
marriage or by adoption and whose
right to exercise family control and
provide for these dependent individ-
uals is based upon some moral or le-
gal obligation.” Such persons are al-
lowed the exemntion of $2,000 granted
a married person. In addition they
are allowed the credit of $200 for each
dependent under 18 years of age or
incapable of self-support because of
mental or physical defection.

A married person living with hus-
band and wife can not claim an addi-
tional $2,000 exemption as the head
of a family. His or her exemption is
based upon the marital status irres-
pective of the support of others living
in the same household. The addition-
al $200 credit for dependents does not
apply to the husband or wife of a tax
payer. For example, if a married man
supports a father who is incapable of
self-support he is entitled to the $200
credit for such person.
force of circumstances he supports
his wife away from home he is enti-
tled to the $2,000 exemption allowed
a married person but not to a $200
credit for a dependent.

A son who has left home but who
sends his mother more than one half
the sum required for her support is
entitled to the $200 credit, provided
the mother can not support herself.
Otherwise the amount must be con-
sidered as a gift, and therefore the
credit is not allowed. A son living
at home and supporting his father,
mother, or ather relative may claim
the $2,000 excmption
head of the family, but not the $200
credit unless such relative is under 18
years of age, or incapable of self-
support.

TEST GOOD-ROAD MATERIALS

Much Detailed Technical Information |
Secured In Experiments By '
Public Roads Bureau. f

It is belfeved that thé bureau of
public roads, United States depart-

ing division has done more than any
other single agency In developing the,
intelligent use of bitumens In road |
construction. For example, experi-
ments - conducted under service con-
ditions by this burcau decided wheth-
er a soft stone could be wused In
bituminous macadamr and biturmiinous
concrete; whether rocks . having a
marked cleavage could be used to ad-
vantage In such construction; what
quantities of bitumen give the best re-
sults when used as surface treatments
on water-bound macadam and what
kind of covering material and whaut
quantities should be used In any case.

A large amount of detailed techni-
cal ‘Information., vgluable to highway
engineers generally has been secured
by the  bureau [n the course of its
research and experimental work. The
ubility of the hi-hway engineer to
construct-roads which would accom-
modate automoblle traffic has, In no
small degree, been the underlying
reason that the automoblle industry
has developed ta its present enonnous
proportions.

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THE SILKWORM

The history of silk starts in 1700 B.!

China, charged his wife to examine the
silkworm and test the practicability of
using the thread from the cocoons. She
discovered how to reel the silk and to
make it into garments and for her dis-
covery, she has ever since bheen known
a8 the “Goddess of Silkwormns.” The
Chinese gave the silk to the Persians
who carried it to the western nations
for one thousand vears without know-
ing how or from what it w
The Chinese kept their method of ob-
taining silk a secret for
thousand years. Silk became in great
demand and Roman Emperors arrayed
themselves in costly silken garments,
but soon laws were passed restricting
its use to the nobility and to women.
In the sixth century, A. D., all the raw
silk was still being from
China. No one was
the silkworm eggs from China, but Jus-
tinian bribed t%o Nestorian monks to
return to that country anrd in 555 they
came back, bringing with them a large
| quantity of silkworm eggs concealed in
their clothing. The
spread rapidly. Silk culture bhegan in
America in 1622, when James 1 sent
silkworm eggs, mulberry trees,
printed instructions to Virginia, but the
attempt %as unsuccessful. In 1735 S
pounds of silk were exported from
Georgia; seven hundred pounds in 1758
and ten thousand pounds in 1759.

The silkworm is classed with scaly!
winged insects, family of spinners. It
exists in four stages, eggs, larva, chrys-
alis and adult. The egg is nearly round,
slightly flattened and closely resembles
a turnip seed. It is"Starcely an eighth
of an inch long, but when full grown
reaches the length of three inches.
They breathe through spirncl‘cs or small
holes which look like black spots, one
row of nine down each side of the
body. They have no eyes but are quite
ednsitive to jar. They are velvety,
smooth; cold to the touch,
flesh is firm, almost hard. The pulsa-
tien of the blood may be traced on the
back of the worm, running towards
the head.

It feeds on tender and young leaves
of the white mulberry_tree. The young
worm simply sucks the sap, but as
they grow older they ecat the tender
portions between the veins of the leaf.
They hold the leaves by the six for-
ward feet, and then cut off semi-cir-
cular slices from the leaf’s edge by the
sharp upper portion of the mouth
The jaws move sidewise, and several
thousand worms eating make a noise
lke falling rain. If they are jarred
while eating*they stop and throw their.
heads to one side. The leaves are
placed above them and thpse that
crawl away are retained, while the
weak are removed with the old leaves.

1t is
used by surgeons to tie together cuts in
the flesh, and to cover silk cloth for
adhesive and non-poisonous plasters
for-wounds; by electricians, who use it
for insulating wires and otherwise; by
dentists, who use it in cleaning the
teeth and in tying the pellicle in filling;
by bookmakers, who use it to tié fancy
booklets and cards; by surveyors, to
calculate the curve of the carth, and
by fishermen, to stiffen their rods by
winding the hook with which they de-
eeive the fish. ;
