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Bergtorf speaks to Rotary Club

Jerry Bergtorf, Department of 
Public Safety safety officer for the 
eastern IS-counties of the Texas 
Panhandle, gave some ' hot tips" on 
hot check artists at the Monday 
noon luncheon of Spearman Rotary 
Club.

Guest speaker for the nooa 
meeting. Trooper Bergtorf told the 
Rotations 1 ‘what to look for when a 
person comes in to cash a check."

Bergtorf said there is a growing 
number of "hot check artists" 
making a profitable business out of 
travelling across the country cashing 
" Insufficient funds" checks.

“ Watch out for checks numbered 
101.102,103, and the like," he said. 
"Fifty percent of all hot, insufficient 
funds checks are in the 100 series,” 
Bergtorf informed the Rotarians.

"And 85 per cent of all bad checks 
are numbered 101 through 300." he 
added.

The highway patrol officer ex­
plained a favorite trick of many hot 
check artists is to open a bank 
account with a $200 or $300 deposit 
when they first arrive in a town.

They will get a starter book or two 
of check blanks, then immediately 
start making the rounds of local

businesses, cashing small denomi­
nation checks.

1/ a businessman questions the 
authenticity of a $20 to $25 check, 
the hot check artist can produce a 
deposit slip, showing he made a 
deposit that day of $200-$300, 
Bergtorf related. Then if the mer­
chant calls the bank, the bank will 
verify that a deposit of $200 or more 
has been made and that there are 
sufficient funds to cover a small 
chsck— because the checks written 
that day will not be in and recorded 

lyet.
Off that one $200-5300 checking 

account, the hot check artist will 
make the rounds of local businesses 
that day, write $3,000 to $4,000 in 
small checks, the skip town. This 
will be repeated over and over in

town after town as the "hot 
checker" works his way across the 
country, Bergtorf said.

Those cashing checks should be 
cautious about cashing those num­
bered in the 100s through 300s on a 
local account for someone with 
out-of-town, and particularly out-of­
area, identification, the DPS officer 
said.

Bergtorf also gave the Rotarians 
Borne tips on identification offered 
by persons cashing checks. He said 
driver's licenses and DPS issued 
identification cards are generally 
acceptable forms of identification. It 
might pay to suspect check coshers 
who try to use "flea market, easy to 
make up, IDs." he commented.

And a birth certificate really 
proves nothing he said, but should 
instead make the person asked to 
cash a check with this for identifica­
tion be suspidouB.

"After all, how many people carry 
birth certificates around with 
them7" he asked.

Bergtorf illustrated his talk with 
slides. Some of these showed 
counterfeit checks. One tip off would 
be if the check is not serrated, he 
said.

Forged Medicare checks are com­
monplace. he said. And enterprising 
souls have been known to take- 
premium notices on IBM cards from 
insurance agendas to stores and> 
cash them like checks.

Another Bam pie he showed was 
where some unwary dark "cashed a 
coupon clipped from a newspaper 
offering a couple of dollars off an 
item as if it were a check.

Then there was a W-2 form IBM 
card from Internal Revenue, cash­
ed as a check, still another wrinkle in 
the hot check game, he said.

During the meeting, Rotarian 
Albert Graves was presented a 
plaque, a "service above self ' 
award for 1982-83. Newly installed 
President Larry Troaper presided

49 persons 
estimated to 

die over 
weekend

AUSTIN-The Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety his 
estimated that as manv as 49 
persons could die in traffic 
accidents across the state dur­
ing the Fourth of July holiday 
period.

Colonel Jim Adams. DPS 
director, said the estimate is 
based on the anticipated vol­
ume of traffic and the previous 
holiday deaths.

"Independence  Day can 
bring more motorists to our 
streets and highways compar­
ed to a regular weekend VVe 
arc estimating fewer deaths 
than we had during the Fourth 
of July holiday last year be­
cause thus far this year we 
have experienced a decline in 
traffic fatalities," Adams said.

Last year, 55 fatalities were 
recorded during the ’8-hour 
period, but subsequent deaths 
from serious injuries brought 
the final count to 64 for the 
three-day holiday.

Adams said if drivers would 
stay sober, slow down and use 
seat belts, their chances for 
survivial would increase.

"Drivers who speed or are 
intoxicated pose the greatest 
threat to law abiding motor­
ists," Adams said. "Some 
people will insist upon drink­
ing excessively and attempting 
to drive during this period. We 
will do our best to remove 
these individuals from the 
roads," he said. "If a person 
drinks, that is his personal 
business, but if he drives 
d r u n k - - t h a t 's  p o lic e  
business."

Adams encouramd motor­
ists who observe drunken 
drivers to report them to the 
nearest police agency or High­
way Patrol.

DPS commanders through­
out the state will utilize addi­
tional troopers in areas they 
deem appropriate. DPS will 
also conduct "O peration 
Motorcide" to inform the pub­
lic of the number of traffic 
deaths occurring during the 
78-hour holiday period. Peri­
odic reports will be communi­
cated statewide relating the 
tabulation of the number of 
deaths that occur during the 
78-hour holiday period.

Amarillo airport it 7 gm, on May 30th. 
Flew to Dali**, then to Seattle, where we 
picked up passengers, then on the Anchor­
age. Actual flight time wu eight hours 
Got settled in our hotel and our room faced 
the mountains. A most beautiful view. 
Sdow capped mountains came right down 
to the edge of town. We arrived there at 
3:30 their time, which was a four hour 
difference by home time. Bv ail o'clock 1 
was sleepy, so in bed by 6:30 ■ 10:30 our 
time. During the night 1 would wake up 
and it was always light. Found out the sun 
set for two hours, but never got really 
dark. By 4:30, I was awake-8:30 our time, 
so sat by the window and watched until the 
city began to stir. At nine that morning we 
took a tour of Anchorage Learned the 
historical background of the city. Visited 
Earthquake Park, which ia a monument to 
all the people and homes that were washed 
out to sea when Anchorage had their bad 
earthquake in 1964. Visited Cook Inlet Lake 
Spenard and Lake Hood.

The two lake* are one of the largest 
amphibian plane base* in the world. Every 
little nook, on the lakes, were filled with 
plane*, with pontoons on them. I was 
amazed at the small planes that flew over 
the mountain*, as the sky was full of them 
all the time, coming and going, landing in 
the lakes.

That afternoon we traveled south over 
the Seward highway, which took us to the 
ski resort of Alyeska. It began to rain 
before we got there, but we didn't let that 
deter us as far aa riding the ski lift. We 
were loaned raincoats, but we got wet 
anyway. Where we got on the ski lift it 
was 279 ft. Where we got off. it was 3,925 
ft, After we got off the lift, we had to cltmb 
a 20 ft. snowbank before we reached the

little cabin on top, where they served 
coffee and hot chocolate. I would take a 
step and slide back two--fell down three 
times, but I finally made it. 1 was 
disappointed that 1 didn’t get to take any 
pictures of the beautiful country from the 
ski lift. After getting back to our bus, we 
continued to the Pontage Glacier, which 
was one of the most beautiful sights 1 have 
ever seen. The atmosphere was just right 
for it to be a beautiful blue color. Our bus 
driver broke off a big piece and when you 
see it up close it is clear, but in the glacier 
it ts blue. I even ate a piece of it.

On Wednesday, we left Anchorage and 
flew to Kotzebue, where you enter the 
realm of the Midnight Sun. We were very 
lucky, as the diy was perfect and we saw 
Mt, McKinley. We flew across the Artie 
Circle and as we did. the pilot gave a dip of 
the planes’ wings. When we landed we 
were given a personalized certificate, to 
prove we had crossed the Artie Circle.

Kotzebue is the second largest Eskimo 
village in Alaska. We were taken to the 
Nul-luk-vik hotel, which proved to be very 
comfortable, altho we had to carry out 
luggage up the stairs. We had buffet style 
of eating, with fresh vegetables and 
selections of meats, which surprized me, as 
it all has to be flown in. To me Kotzebue 
was an intriguing place. When we arrived 
it was 70 degrees, but as the day 
progressed it got cooler. We were 
loaned parkas to use while we were there. 
We were welcomed by a young man from 
Seattle, that was our guide. The only way 
in was by air. as the ice was just starting to 
break up in the Kotzebue Sound. In July 
and August, it will be where large barges 
can come to the dock. The big ships can't 
come in the channel, so barges bring the 
shipments in. That is the only supplies that 
the people can get until next summer, 
unless it comes by air. There is a 
construction company from the lower 
states, so they do have a few trucks, 
pick-ups and 3-wheeler$ are getting popu-

lar, altho there la only eight mile* of road.
The village had three or four atreeti 
gravel. Small shacks, as a rule, but larger 
buildings are being built. Each place has 
several husky dogs. We wondered why. It 
was *o junky, until we learned, they do not 
get rid of anything, since nothing comet in 
for ten months, by ship, so if anyone needs 
anything, it is passed around for someone 
to use. Nothing can be buried because of 
the perma frost. Dig down about 16 loche* 
and it la solid ice. No trees, aa no deep soil, 
but they do have pretty little wild flowers. 
Perma-frosi was such an intereating topic.
We learned why certain things can't be 
done, such as bury their dead, until the 
land thaws. There are no good paved 
roads, as they crumble and sink when the 
land thaws. We walked out on the tundra, 
which is covered by a short grass, which 
was very spongy. When this thaws, a 
person has to be careful, as it sinks and 
makes the ground uneven.

About 1 o'clock, the sun dipped behind a 
mountain but was back up in an hour.
Always light enough to see to read. Next 
morning we visited their small museum, 
which told the history of their land and a 
great display of the animals that lived 
there. Saw lots of seal meat and fish 
hanging out to dry. The older people could 
not speak English, but the young ones 
could. We had an elderly woman and 
teen-age granddaughter ride the bus with 
us. She gave us a welcome in her native 
tongue and the granddaughter translated it 
into English. The Eskimos performed their 
native dances and had the blanket toss, 
which W.R. participated in, while 1 took 
pictures. The natives told us that on a clear 
day they can see Russia.

We left Kotzebue and flew to Nome. It 
was a more modern, larger town. We took 
a tour, where we saw a 16 husky dog team 
run over a trail, to show us how they 
performed. The owner got on our bus and 
explained ail about his dogs and how he 
trained them. We got to hold the little

Then we were ttkeo to an old gold mine 

where we panned for gold. We had gold in 
our pans, but to our dismay we didn't get 
to keep it. At the present there ii still some 
mining going on, but at a slow pace. The 
owner of the mine let ut hold a little 
brick (1 Wxyax3/I6> that was worth $1000. 
Also got to hold a gold nugget that was 
worth between $ to 6 thousand dollars. 
Nome is noted for its ivory. They get their 
ivory from Walrus tusks. Beautiful carved 
items and most, very expensive.

Flew back to Anchorage, then the next 
morning we boarded a bus and were taken 
to Dtneli National Park, which used to be 
called Mount McKinley National Park. We 
spent the night at the entrance of the park 
and next day were taken on a sis hour tour 
through the park. It Is in its orginal 
wilderness state. We saw caribou, moun­
tain sheep, moose and grizzlies.

Next day we boarded the bus ind went to 
Fairbanks. On Sunday afternoon we took a 
tour of Fairbanks. We visited the museum, 
which had an outstanding display of 
Fskiroo artifacts. Also toured around the 
University of Alaska. Made a stop at the 
Trans-Alaska pipeline, where we learned 
why the line cost so much and took so long 
to build. Besides the mountsins and 
wilderness they had to make a way 
through, they had to build some of the line 
on perma-frost ground. This line is built 
above the ground and about every 10 feet 
there is a freezing unit to keep the ground 
'froze, so the structure the line is built on 
‘Will not sink and break the structure. 
Where the ground didn't have perma-frost, 
the line was built underground. That night 
we went to a salmon bake. Fresh salmon 
aod halibut, cooked on the grill was 
delicious.

For the nest 3 days, we motored over the 
Alaska highway. Our driver was a good 
one. as the highways are not the best, 
because of the perma-frost. Their gravel 
roads were usually better than the paved 
ones. We hsd beautiful scenery all the 
way. Our driver was talking most of the 3 
day trip, giving us information and stories 
of the country we were traveling through 
and the hardships of the early pioneers 
during the gold rush. The fallen down 
shacks and ghost villages told their story. 
Ever so often a mama moose, with a calf or 
two would cross the road. No large towns 
along the way, small villages, here and 
there, where we stopped for drinks and 
sandwiches. Our first nights stop wss in 
Beaver Creek. Next night was at White 
Horse, which was in the Yukon territory. 
The thir3 night at Skagway. These were all 
nice places to spend the night. The

highway terminates at Skagway. which is 
at the head of the Lynn Canal.

On June 9, we left Skagway and 
journeyed aboard the M V Fairweather 
ship for a 100 mile waterway, through the 
Lynn Canal to Juneau. This was really 
magnificent scenery, glaciers and water- 
falls-some falling 500-600 feet. Saw the sea 
lions or seals sunning on big boulders. As 
wc would go by. they would slide off into 
the wster. We arrived in Juneau, where we 
were met and taken on a tour to the 
Mendenhall Glacier. This river of ice is 
said to be the largest glacier accessible by 
road. Next morning we took a tour of the 
city, where we visited a Russian Orthodox 
Church, crossed the Gastineau Channel to 
Douglas Island and visited the Alaska State 
Museum. We saw several American bald 
eagles, as that is their state bird. The guide 
said they had so msny that they were really 
a nuisance.

On June 10, about noon, we were taken 
by launches out to our cruise ship, the 
Rhapsody, beginning a four day cruise to 
Vancouver. The next morning, the gran­
deur that is Alaska unfolds as we entered 
Glacier Bay National Monument. We 
cruised all day past some of the most 
extraordinary scenery in the world. Abun­
dant wildlife, icebergs and 20 major 
glaciers, which came down to the waters 
edge. As we went through this area, the 
ship would stop or go slow, so we could 
take pictures. These glaciers had the blue 
coloring and jigged peaks. Huge pieces 
would break from the glacier and fall into 
the water. The atmosphere was so quiet, 
(hat the breaking sounded like thunder 
rumbling in the distance and when it hit 
the water, it made a big spray into the air. 
The ship was going through big broken 
pieces of ice. On the big slabs of ice, there 
were seals with their babies, and killer 
whales coming up out of the water.

On Sunday, the ship stopped and the 
launches took us to (he town of Sitka, a 
little town rich in Russian-American his­
tory, dating back to the 1700's. Only way to 
get to it is by water or plane, but it was a 
very modem little place. We visited a 
Russian Church, where they hold services. 
At the town center the Russian dancers 
gave a program for the tourists. Back to the 
ship, where all kinds of activities were 
going on. Each morning we got an itinerary 
of what the days activity would be. I 
enjoyed the ice carving by a young man 
from Portugal and trying to talk with the 
waiter of our table, which was from 
Columbia, South America.

We sailed under the Lions Gate Bridge 
in Vancouver at 9:00 a.m. on June 14. Took

a tour of Vancouver that afternoon, Spent 
the night and took off for home next 
morning. On our flight we saw Mount 
Ranierand Mount St. Helen. We arrived in 
Amarillo at li:0S that night • tired but 
happy.

This trip was not only a pleasurable one, 
but a very educational one The weather 
varies more than l realized. C an get from 
95 to 100 degrees in summer to 40 or 50 
degrees below in winter. For warmth we 
only wore a jacket or long sleeves, unless it 
rained. We had good weather most of the 
time, which made it enjoyable. The interior 
of Alaska, around Fairbanks, averages 
from 12 to 14 inches of moisture a year. 
The trees are not large enough to be used 
for lumber so they are considered very dry. 
Along the coast, they have 40 to 50 inches 
of rain a year, which make* for lush 
vegitation. A state that is great to visit.

At 0:00 p.m. the first 
performance of the melodrama. “ Secret of 
Yonder Mountain" will be presented. These will 
be held in the Darrouzett School Auditorium.

Highlighting Saturdays features will be a 
parade down main street beginning at 11:00 a.m. 
Entertainment wilt be held all day under the 
V.l.P. Canopy and visitors may visit the flea 
market or enjoy the afternoon permormance of 
the melodrama. The melodrama will also be 
presented in (he evening and a dance will be held 
on the tennis courts to round out the festival day.

Profits of this yearly festival are used to 
provide necessary improvements to keep the 
village one of the neatest in the area. Some of the 
accomplishments include the "D eutches 
Garten” , Tennis Courts, Senior Citizens Build­
ing, Large Steel Canopy, Baseball Diamond. Park 
Area on the Kiowa and assisting the American

July 4
Richard Henry Lee, of Virginia, offered a resolution 

in the Continental Congress in 1776 which was to have 
worldwide repercussions for centuries. The resolution 
sta ted  that, " th e se  United Colonies are, and of right 
ought to  be, free and independent.”  This resolution 
was adopted by The Congress on July 2, 1776.

Interestingly, Congress adopted another resolution 
on the 4th explaining its reasons for declaring indepen­
dence and justifying the action, and this is the 
resolution which we now celebrate on the 4th.

This resolution was drafted by Thomas Jefferson, 
chairm an of the committee, Benjamin Franklin, John 
Adams, Roger Sherman and Robert Livingston.

A mass m eeting in Philadelphia in Independence 
Square celebrated the declarations on July 6, 1776--and 
heard them read by John Nixon. General George 
W ashington, on the 9th, included the declaration in 

I general orders to the army, stating:
"T he several brigades are to be drawn up this 

evening on their respective parades at six o'clock, when 
the declaration of Congress, showing the grounds and 
reasons for this m easure, is to be read in an audible 
voice.

"T he general hopes this im portant event will serve 
as fresh incentive to every officer and soldier to act with 
fidelity and courage, as knowing now that the peace 
and safety of his country depends, under God, solely on 
the success of our a rm s...”

The declaration is now recognized by scholars as 
one of th e  g re a t d em o c ra tic  and  h u m an ita r ian  
documents for all lime.

Gettysburg, 1863
At G ettysburg, Pennsylvania on July 1, 1863, 

began a three-day struggle that ended G eneral Robert 
E. Lee’s last chance to force W ashington to agree to 
independence for the South.

G eneral Lee. perhaps the preem inent stra teg ist to 
em erge from the war, and adm ired on both sides (he 
had freed his slaves before the war and like many 
southerners fought the war because he believed states 
had a right to secede from the Union), had invaded 
Union territory once before, in 1862.

But in a bloody battle  at A ntietam . M aryland, the 
result of the capture of G eneral Lee's cam paign plans 
by enterprising  Union soldiers, Lee had been turned 
back. Since the U.S. Navy com m anded the seas, and its 
b lo ck ad e  w as slow ly s ta rv in g  th e  S o u th , the  
C onfederacy's chance was to strike hard enough to 
jiersuade the North to agree tu independence for the 
e leven  s o u th e rn  s ta te s .  (L inco ln  h ad  p re v e n te d  
M aryland from seceding only through the arrest of 
m em bers of that s ta te 's  legislature.)

G athering 73.000 men (President Jefferson Davis 
refused him two more divisions then stationed in the 
Carolinas which Lee said would mean success), Lee 
started  north in June  of 1863.

He had ju s t won one of his g reatest victories at 
Chancellorsville. But there, too, he lost the brilliant 
Stonewall Jackson.

At first he planned to  cross the Susquehanna at 
H arrisburg, and march on Philadelphia.

Lee met .a determ ined force when he collided with 
General George M eade’s army of about 82,000 
defenders, unexpectedly, at G ettysburg,

Both sides rushed in reinforcem ents and for three 
days the contest continued, at great loss of life. On the 
th ird  d ay , Lee o rd e re d  th e  fam ous an d  o fte n  
second-guessed charge of Pickett’s brigade, which was 
dec im a ted  by fie rce  a r t il le ry  f ire  and  a c c u ra te , 
determ ined rifle fire.

Lee retreated  on the fourth day. M eade had proved 
himself the ablest Union com m ander in the east. The 
North rejoiced, rightly so. The South brooded about 
what might have been--had Stonewall Jackson been at 
Gettysburg,

safety rules
Panhandle Emergency Med­

ical Services System, Inc., 
Chairman. Claude Harlow, 
M.D. of Stratford, stated today 
that the upcoming Fouth of 
July holiday celebrations are 
highlighted with summer fun. 
but may pose some serious 
threats to the health and safety 
of children and adults. Each 
summer hundreds of people 
are injured from pyrotechnics 
commonly called fireworks 
during this holiday celebra­
tion. Dr. Harlow cautioned. 
"Adults must be especially 
careful to supervise children 
who play with firework*." He 
offered the following safety 
tips to remember: Do not hold 
explosive or burning fireworks 
in your hand. If a device does 
not ignite, wait for a minute 
before checking it. Approach 
the device carefully. If it 
appears to be defective do not 
attempt to light it again. Do 
not allow children to run with 
sparklers about their faces.

If you receive a minor burn 
hold the burned area under 
cold water or immersed in ice 
water for 5 minutes. If some­
one gets foreign matter such 
as dirt ui the eye flush the eye 
with water for a minute to 
clear out the foreign object.

For serious injuries keep the 
person calm and lying down, 
stated Dr. Harlow. He said 
people in the Panhandle can 
get qualified emergency medi­
cal care by calling the toll free 
Panhandle Emergency Medi­
cal Services Number 1-800­
692-1331, Not only will they 
send medical assistance, but 
they can also provide poison 
control information should you 
need it.

Dr. Harlow concluded by 
stating that the Texas Pan­
handle is one of the safest 
areas in the country because of 
our emergency medical ser­
vices system.
