The Society's base is in
Greenwood, Ind., a suburb of
Indianapolis.

The Schrode’'s home is among the
3-level quarters that also includes
the dormitory for the children who
attend an English school which
prepares them for a college in
North America. Their home is
about six to eight blocks from the
school. Sometimes the children
walk to school, but Mike often
takes and picks up the children in a
van because of a busy avenue the
children must cross on which traffic
laws are not strictly followed.

The last four years the Schrodes
have been ‘parents’ to as many as
eighteen children at a time. Mike
and Bonnie have four children of
their own. They have a daughter,
Kelly Evans, who is attending
McMurray College and a son, Troy
who recently graduated and will be
attending McMurray also. They
have an eight year old son,
Jeremiah, and a two-year old
daughter, Jessica.

Jessica is a story within herself.
She is an Ecuadorian child. As a
newborn she was left on the
Schrode's doorstep. They have
named her, adopted her, and

raised her since then.

Their duties to the ‘extra’ child-
ren include normal parenting du-
ties. They discipline the children,
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provide meals for them, and listen
to their problems. They also
incorporate morning devotionals
into their daily schedule. Bonnie
notes that since she and Mike are
able to be there when the children
return from school, they can enjoy
plenty of discussion time that
contributes to the closeness of the
‘family’ unit and perhaps avoids
problems that would otherwise
occur. The children usually spend
from August to the Chrismas
vacation time, and then from
January until May living with the
Schrodes.

When asked about discipline
problems Bonnie replied, '‘We
have the same problems that many
parents have in that area, and
probably deal with them in much
the same say. These teenagers will
get priveledges taken away and
you know how much they dislike
that.”

Bonnie noted that on one occa-
sion they had to send a boy back to
his parents when he repeatedly
broke the rules. It apparently all
worked out for the best, the boy
returned to tell the Schrodes that
he understood why they had to
send him away and he is currently
attending a seminary and plans to
be involved in Christian ministry.

Before Mike and Bonnie were
houseparents in Quito, they lived

around Guayaquil, Ecuador where
Mike was involved in evangelism
and church planning to begin
churches where none existed be-
fore. Bonnie was a teacher of the
math subjects and Bible basics.

Their work as houseparents to
the children that attend Alliance
Academy School will continue as
long as they do an acceptable job
and as long as they get the funding
needed to support it.

They are currently in the U.S. on
deputation -- to report to the
churches that contribute to their
support and to hopefully obtain
funding for their next service.

Two local churches are involved
in the support of the ministry the
Schrodes are involved in. The
United Methodist Church and the
Union Chureh of Spearman contri-
bute to the funding needed.

While they are in the United
States, a couple from New Zealand,
dairy farmers, are filling in for
their position as houseparents. For
the children who the Schrodes have
lived with the past four year, and
who they have spent more time
with than their natural parents, it
must be a difficult transition per-
iod, as it is for the Schrodes who
also miss them.

Social Security direct deposit recommended by

Social Security

‘‘People in the panhandle area
who get Social Security checks can
have them deposited directly into a
checking or savings account at a
financial institution of their
choice,"’ said Larry Mayo, branch
manager of the social security
administration in Pampa.

Direct deposit has several advan-
tages, including:No need to worry
about a check being lost; No need
to worry about a check lying in a
mailbox when away from home;
Savings in time and transportation
and no standing in line to cash or

deposit the checks; and money in
an account is safer than carrying
cash.

A person can deal with any
financial institution he or she
chooses, including a commercial

bank, savings bank, savings and
loan association, Federal or State
credit union or similar institution.

Since banking practices vary, a
person should find out how the
financial institution handles direct
deposits, whether a statement is
sent, about service charges, min-
imum deposits, interest rates, and

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Watering tips
for home lawn

When the weather turns dry,
don’t just turm on your lawn
sprinkler and then gripe about your
high water bill,

By watering, fertilizing and
mowing your lawn properly, you
can reduce your water bill as much
as 40 percent, said a turfgrass
specialist.

‘‘Conservation by the home-
owner provides the only solution to

high water bills and excessive,

water demands during our hot and
usually dry Texas summers,’’ said
Dr. Richard Duble with the Texas
A&M University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

in small cities where industrial
demand for water is low, lawn
watering may account for as much
as half of all the water used during
summer months. Even in larger
cities, lawns get 30 to 40 percent of
all the water supplied by
municipalities.

‘‘Most Texas lawns use about 2
inches of water per week during
the summer, and most of this
usually comes from irrigation,”
Duble said. ‘'However, as little as
1 inch of water per week can keep
lawns alive and green."’

Exactly what can a homeowner
do to reduce the summer water
bill?

‘*First, water your lawn only
when grass starts to show signs of
drought stress,'’ said Duble.
‘*Look for discoloration and wilt-
ing. If leaves roll up in the late
afternoon and footprints remain
after walking across the lawn, then
water within 24 hours.

**Once you've decided that your
lawn needs watering, do it right,”
said the specialist. ‘‘Most home-
owners don't water their lawns
properly. They either water too
often, causing grass to develop
shallow roots and making it a prime
target for insects, diseases and
temperature extremes, or they
water too infrequently and apply
too much water at one time,
resulting in a lot of runoff.

‘'When watering, soak the soil to
a depth of 4 to 6 inches,”” Duble
said. In heavy clay soils, watering
for 15 - to 20 - minute periods may
be necessary to prevent excessive
runoff.

*‘Cutting back on lawn fertiliza-
tion can also reduce watering,”
said Duble. Applying fertilizer in
the spring and fall will generally
keep your lawn healthy. Fertilizing
during the summer, especially with
nitrogen fertilizer, will green up
your lawn, but it will also increase
grass growth and water use.

*‘Mowing less often and cutting
your grass at taller heights also will
help keep your lawn in better shape
during hot, dry weather,”’ said the
specialist. '‘St. Augustinegrass
lawns do well when mowed ata 3 -
inch height, and bermudagrass
lawns can be cut at a 2 - inch
height.”’

Trend in Dryland Crop Production

Dryland farmers of the Texas High
Plains began fighting back against the
elements in the 1930s, when they
began drilling irrigation wells to im-
prove yields that had been repeatedly
plagued by drought.

Today, many farmers in the area are
shutting down those irrigation wells
and leaming to make due with the
moisture that nature provides and the
improved drought-tolerant crops that
plant breeders have developed and are
developing.

Continuing groundwater depletion
of the Ogallala aquifer, escalating
pumping energy costs, and declining
profits have stimulated the trend back
to dryland crop production, according
to J.T. Musick, agricultural engineer
with the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station.

The trend is expected to continue as
groundwater depletion continues to be
a major long-range problem in the
area, he says.

Already, irrigated acreage has de-
clined — from 6 million acres in 1974
to 4.5 million acres in 1984. During
the same period, estimated groundwater
pumped fell from 8.1 to 5 million acre
feet.

Reduction in irrigated area was the
major reason for the reduction in
groundwater use, Musick says, but ap-
plication rates also declined 31 percent
for cotton, 14 percent for wheat, and
10 percent for sorghum,

Irrigation in the region developed
during the 1930s. at a time when dry-
land yields of sorghum, winter wheat,
and cotton were low because of drought.

At first, sorghum was the major irrigated
crop, but in the late 1960s, corn began
to replace sorghum in areas where
groundwater was plentiful.

Using Soil Conservation Service
data gathered from the 41 counties in
the High Plains region, Musick and
others chronicled the transition back to
dryland farming. They found a declin-
ing trend for crop receipts compared to
input costs for the 1974-84 period.
Those 10 years correspond, in general,
to the irrigation decline period and re-
flect the economic forces associated
with the irrigation to dryland transi-
tion, he says.

Groundwater depletion in Texas av-
eraged 23 percent by 1980 and ac-
counted for 70 percent of the total de-
pletion from'the High Plains regional
aquifer that serves parts of eight states,
Musick says. About 95 percent of the
aquifer depletion has been aitributed
to irrigation pumping.

The researchers found that irrigated
crop area data show a substantial de-
cline in irrigated sorghum between
1974 and 1984, from 2.0 million to
about 780,000 acres. The expansion of
irrigated corn area compensated for
about 60 percent of the decline.

“Considering the higher groundwater
use for corn, the shift in sorghum to
corn was mostly a shift in water use to
a crop with higher water requirements
and higher profits that result from the
higher yields obtained with corn,”
Musick says.

Corn expansion peaked at |.2 mil-
lion acres during the 1976-77 crop
years, but by 1984, it declined to
560,000 acres.

Experts in the field know how
dynamic the world of mathematics

along with adoption of higher-yielding,
semi-dwarf wheat varieties, resulted in
a modest expansion of irrigated wheat
acreage through 1984, Musick says.

Data showed that groundwater ap-
plied by 1984 had declined by 40 percent
in the southern area of the Texas High
Plains, 42 percent in the central area,
and 22 percent in the north. The reduc-
tion in the north was associated with re-
duced irrigation acres, while both the
reduction in irrigated area and per acre
application occurred in the central and
southern areas.

Although the pace has slowed, the re-
duction in groundwater use is expected
to continue, Musick says. Very few new
wells are being drilled, and increased
emphasis is being placed on conserva-
tion. High Plains producers are adopting
surge-flow application to graded fur-
rows (about 3,500 surge-flow units
were sold between 1983 and 1985). Low
energy precision application (LEPA)
packages are being purchased for pivot
sprinkler systems and new systems
equipped with LEPA are selling as well.
About 100 LEPA systems were opera-
tional in 1986, says Musick.

Although Texas law permits rela-
tively unrestricted pumping from a
community-use aquifer, future genera-
tions will likely view reduction in
groundwater depletion as vital to ex-
tending the useful life of the aquifer as
a water resource, Musick says.

Fluoride added to water makes

checkups success for kids

More children are smiling now
when they go for dental checkups,
thanks to the success of a program
that provides funds to enable local
communities to add fluoride to
their water systems.

“Fluoride is one of the most
common naturally occurring
mineral elements and is found in
varying concentrations in almost all
water supplies and foods,’’ said
Linda 8. Crossett, who is with the
Texas Fluoridation Project of the
Texas Department of Health
(TDH). "‘But many water systems
do not have enough naturally
occurring fluoride in them to
prevent tooth decay,’’ she added.

Crossett said that health profes-
sionals agree the best way to
prevent tooth decay is to adjust the
fluoride in a community’s water
supply to the optimum level for
Texas of 0.8 parts per million
gallons of water. The Texas Fluori-
dation Project helps elgible com-
munities by distributing federal
block grant funds to nonprofit
water systems for buying and
installing fluoridation equipment.

‘‘Fluoride bonds with the enamel
and makes the tooth stronger. The
stronger enamel is more resistant
to the acids in the mouth that break
down teeth and cause decay,”
Crossett explained.

She said everyone, especially
children, still need to brush their
teeth properly, avoid sweets, and
haye regular check-ups to ensure
their dental health. But when

children drink optimally fluoridat-
ed water from birth to age 12, tooth
decay is reduced by 65 percent.
Adults reared in fluoridated areas
and who continue to drink fluori-
dated water have 40-50 percent
fewer decayed, missing, and filled
teeth. Consequently, the U.S.
Surgeon General calls fluoridation
one of the most cost-effective
public health measures in the
world.

‘‘Dental decay may afflict 98
percent of the world's population.
For every dollar spent on fluorida-
tion, the community can save
families about $50 in dental bills,”’
Crossett said.

The Fluoridation Project has
financially, and technically assisted
194 Texas commuinities in begin-
ning fluoridation since December
or 1979, which means that 72
percent of Texans are drinking
fluoridated water. Thirty more
communities are in the process of
installing fluoridation equipment,
and 19 communities are on a TDH
waiting list for 1988 grant funds.

Any community or private water
system serving a population of
1,000 or more is eligible to apply
for grants. An application can be
obtained by calling Linda Crossett
