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Aeroflight Publications

Oslo community has flight maintence business

In March, 1986, a specialized
publishing company located in the
Oslo Community (eighteen miles
northwest of Gruver) was started.
The company, Aeroflight Publi-
cations, writes and prints Min-
imum Equipment Lists (MEL) for
businesses and individuals
helicopters, multi-engine aircraft
and large jets. Aeroflight is oper-
ated under the direction of Charlie
(Gene) Johnson, an alumnus of
Gruver High School.

‘*What in the world is an MEL?"'
is a familiar question. The Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA)
regulations state that when an
airplane is purchased, all equip-
ment installed on that airplane
must work to be flown. As equip-
ment malfunctions, the FAA does
not allow the owner to fly that
plane until the equipment is re-
paired. The FAA has prepared a
‘“‘Master’’ list for each type of
aircraft listing various items of
equipment that do not have to be in
working order for the owner to fly
the plane (on a temporary basis
only). A Minimum Equipment List
(MEL) allows the owner to get the
plane home when at a distant
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airport, or keenc his plane oper-
ational when parts have been
backordered. The FAA must
approve the Minimum Equipment
for each airplane. The document
must be tailored to an owner's
plane, showing the equipment that
is installed, and what procedures
should »e followed in the event an
item of equipment is inoperative.

The FAA must examine and
stamp each page of the Minimum
Equipment List to see that it
conforms to their standards. This is
where Aeroflight Publications is a
big help to the owners. One
customer of Aeroflight estimated
that it would take over 50% of his
working time as well as the
addition of a full time secretary
assigned to his department just to
do the typing and copying that his
local FAA office required. With
Aeroflight doing all the initial
typing, making the requested
changes, and submitting the doc-
ment to the FAA, his work load was
considerably reduced.

A Minimum Equipment List
ranges in size from 50 to 200 pages,
depending on the type of airplane.
Aeroflight has done various Min-
imum Equipment Lists including

In addition
to the basic form showing items
and number of equipment, 2
Procedures Manual, which sets out
specific procedures to be followed
when equipment is not working, 2
Policy Manual, which states the
company's policy regarding the
administration of the Minimum
Equipment List and the Procedures
Manual, and a Training Manual,
which sets out training parameters
for using the Minimum Equipment
List, are included.

The production of a Minimum
Equipment List may sound like it is
not too difficult at first, but

consideration must be given to the
fact that Aeroflight (in conjunction

™

with the owner of the airplane)
must deal with FAA offices in
various parts of the country. One
Minimum Equipment List has been
in the San Antonio FAA office for
over a year awaiting approval. On
the other hand, other FAA offices
have approved Minimum Equip-
ment Lists submitted by Aeroflight
with either no changes or only
minor corrections. ‘‘The Houston,
Little Rock and Minneapolis FAA
offices have contacted us and said
that they have recommended Aero-
flight to owners who contact them
for assistance with their Minimum
Equipment List because of the
professional quality of our work,"’
states Jane Jackson, data pro-
cessor for Aeroflight.

The Spearman
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Charlie Johnson returned home
after working for Evergreen Cor-
poration in Portland, Oregon for 13
years. During the time that he
worked for Evergreen, he flew
planes and helicopters, trained
pilots, dealt with paperwork and
the FAA. He spent a good deal of
time away from the office in some
exotic places - the polar ice cap,
Bangladesh, Peru, and Hong Kong
to name a few. Because of the
difficulties he experienced in work-
ing with the FAA, Charlie saw the
need for a company that would
prepare Minimum Equipment Lists
for corporations and individuals. So
he started Aeroflight. Aeroflight
enters data into their computers
and runs the final copy on a
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Laserwriter. In the May, 1987 issue
of Aero magazine, Mr. LeRoy Cook
in an article titled '‘Flying Broke -
Minimum Equipment Lists are
Hard to Find, but Necessary'
stated that the service Aeroflight
Publications performed was ‘‘well
worth what it costs.”” Since its
inception, Aeroflight has sub-
mitted Minimum Equipment Lists
to such diverse places as Arkansas,
California, Florida, Louisiana,
Minnesota, New York, Texas,
Washington, Puerto Rico and Sa-
moa. Some of Aeroflight's cus-
tomers include ARCO, Conoco,
Cargill, W.P. Rockefeller, Ten-
neco, and Texas Instruments. The
publishing business is alive and
well in Oslo.

QUIT SMOKING

Keep smoking or quit and gain
weight? Many smokers believe
they have to choose between the
two, when they don't.

Not everyone who stops smoking
gains weight. Research studies
show that only about a third of the
people who stop smoking actually
put on and keep extra pounds.

Physiological changes brought
on by stopping smoking have been
shown to account for only three to
four pounds of the weight people
gain once they quit.

People who gain more than a few
pounds have probably changed
their eating habits as a way of
coping with the physical and
psychological symptoms of with-
drawal from tobacco,

The craving for tobacco is often
confused with a hunger pang,
which leads to overeating. Other
withdrawal symptoms, such as
depression, fatigue, tension and

Early symptom

of AIDS can
be treated

More than 40 percent of AIDS -
virus infected individuals will likely
experience some form of dementia
during their illness, according to a
Baylor College of Medicine psychi-
atrist.

‘*AIDS-related dementia, or loss
of intellectual function, was
thought to be a late complication of
AIDS,"" said Dr. Francisco Fernan-
dez, assistant professor of psychia-
try at Baylor. ‘‘However, contrary
to this thinking, research here and

across the country indicated that

mental impairment is an early
feature of the disease,’’

AIDS is caused by the human
immunodeficiency virus (HIV). The
virus attacks and destroys cells of
the immune system, allowing nor-
mally controllable infections to
cause incurable and usually fatal
illness.

Fernandez cautions family
and friends of AIDS patients to
watch for signs of dementia such as
memory loss, impulsive behavior
or personality changes, since early
treatment can alleviate dementia
symptoms.

"‘From studies of more than 80
patients here in Houston, we have
learned that HIV-infected in-
dividuals may lose their verbal,
memory, thinking and reasoning
abilities before any other symp-
toms of infection become evident,"’
Fernandez said. ‘‘Unlike other
brain infections, signs of HIV
involvement may progress slowly
and gradually.”

Among AIDS patients studied by
Fernandez, more than 90 percent
suffered from some form of mental
impairment. In indiyiduals testing
HIV positive, at least 40 percent
showed signs of early impairment
Among individuals tested with
AIDS Related Complex (ARC), 70
percent had some form of mental
impairment and more than half
showed signs of dementia. In-
dividuals with ARC suffer from
AIDS symptoms, but have not yet
developed AIDS-related infections
such as herpes or tuberculosis.
Family and friends are urged not to
mistake the early signs of dementia
as stress.

‘'It's easy to assume this behav-
ior is normal because of the stress
the individual is under,”" Fernan-
dez said. ‘‘This should not be
overlooked, since changes in be-
havior may be the earliest indicator
of HIV in the brain.
proper testing and support, men-
tally impaired AIDS patients may
lose their jobs, ability to maintain
their households and their personal
relationships, essentially their
quality of life."’ A

Individuals with AIDS-related
dementia look to their family and
friends for support. Fernandes
reminds this support network to
help the victim by determining
realistic tasks that can be accom-
plished, providing a structured,
caring environment and be seeking
proper diagnosis and treatment
early.
