To the surprise of the own-
ers, it was found that the bottom of
the hole was 517 feet off vertical.

JUST A SMALL TOWN MAN

Recently a Chicago jury acquitted
a man on trial for murder who had
been identified as the killer by eight
eye witnesses. He was a so-called
“labor racketeer.,” His occupation,
it is said, was extorting money from
junk men in the form of union dues.

Before the trial the home of one
of the state’s important witnesses
was bombed, after he. had been
threatened with trouble it she testi-
fied. “I do not care to mark myself
and my family for a bomb,” was the
reason one juror gave for standing
tor a verdiet of acquittal.* Amnother
juror who held out for conviction for
several hours quietly left town with
his fariily immediately after the
trial.
These facts lead us to believe that
terrorism and not the law are in con-
trol of the courts in America's sec-
ond city.

THE COUNTRY DOCTOR

People who live in the country
have automobiles, telephones, elec-
tric lights. Many have cxcellent
plumbing systems ~in their homes.
Paved roads which are comfortably
traveled in the worst weather extend
in all directions. ~All of this is a
great advance on the kerosene lamps
and tallow candles, the old horse and
buggy, the slowness and uncertainty
of mail communication which made
rural life truly primitive a genera-
tion or two ago.

But the rural life which was so
hard in many ways as compared with
the rural life of today had ‘one great
blessing which country dwellers now
lack or are in process of losing. The
country doctor, the general practi-
tioner who was everybody's friend
and who ably cared for the physical
well-being of every member of a
wide-flung community, has become
very rare and seems near the verge
of complete extinction. Medical edu-
cation nowadays does - not prepare
many young men to become country
doctors or general practitioners.
Specialization is the rule of the pro-
{ession. The specialist * commands
greater fees and his work is more
congenial. Manifestly the country
doctor can not be a specialist.

Harry A Caton, master of the Ohio
State Grange, has emphasized the
need of preparing men for medical
work in the country districts. At the
meeting of the National Grange in
Clevgland he has urged that the
niedical profession take some steps
to remedy this deficiency and to en-
courage young men to prepare them-
selves for this highly necessary work.
There are many millions of people in
rural communities who are depend-
ent on the country doctor, and there
are now increasing hosts of country
residents who are medically helpless.

This  generation is  impressed
with the dependence of the cities up-
on the country, and is doing what it
can to make country life agreeable.
It has solved many problems, Lut this
very important problem of the van-
ishing country doctor has been un-
duly neglected. It would indeed
seem that the medical profession
ought to contribute a workable solu-
tion. )

It is not denied by anyonc that
riedical specilization is beneficial.
Experts trained along narrow lines
and devoting themselves to selected
fields undoubtedly - do* a < grest deal
of good. Buf granting the' abvious
benefit ‘of specialization, there is
very great peril in the obscuration of
the importance of the general prac-
titioner. In the city as well as in the
country the “family doctor” iz an
institution which we can not afford
to lose. In the country the doctor
who - is prepared to minidter to all
ajlments and who is ready to face
any emergency is an absolute :ncces-
sity for the maintaining of health
and contentment. The Grange does
well in calling attention tq this fact,
and is deploring a tendency which is
leaving the country districts without
medical attention to which they are
entitled.—Cleveland Plain Dealer,

DETROIT, Dec. 2.—Six months
ago Henry Ford announced the com-
ing production of “a new Ford car,
superior, in design and preformance
to any now available in the low-pric-
cd, light-car field.” Today the new
car was shown for the first time out-
side the Ford organization, to a
group of newspaper men and corre-
spondents, at the Dearborn  labora-
tories of the Ford Motor Company.

What heforrespondents saw was
sn sutomobile as now as the fore-
casts had represented it to be, They
saw bodies with beauty of line and
color, and with every accessory ‘hat
has come to be associated with cars
of a much higher price class. They
saw preformance that would com-
pare favorably with almost any auto-
mobile of the day—speed, pick-up,
flexiblility, power. What they did
not see, however, was the six months
of preparation back of that car,
which in magnitude and accomplish-
ment is unique in world industry.

FEEDING THE DAIRY COW

The dairy cow’s feed requirements
can best be supplied in winter by
means of hay, silage, roots, and
grain, Properly cured legume hays,
cuch as alfalfa, clover, vetches, soy
beans, cowpeas, are well suited for
feeding to dairy cows, as they are
high in both protein and assimilable
minerals and are also very palat-
able.  Silage and stored root crops
supply succulent roughage feeds dur-
ing the period when no’ green grass
is available, They are of special
value in keeping the cow's digestive
system in good working order and in
stimulating the milk flow. Corn, oats

Ame-
rica has taken away his faith in rab-
bits feet and his awe of black cats.

But this survivor of old gun-fight-
ing days of the West does believe in
ceven as his lucky number.

7 ‘times Diamondfield Jack, who
got his name in the hard stone re-
gions of South Africa, has heard an
Idaho judge set the time and place
of his hanging. Seven times he, was
taken back to his cell and there lis-
tened to the ring of hammers on his
gallows while, outside the barred
door the death watch stood guard.

Then after seven years of jail life
while his attorneys fought to save
him, he stepped into the sunshine a
free man by act of Governor Hunt.

D., in the gold boam ' Gold and
land stampedes ti aimed his in-
terest included the ‘uevokee strip
opening in Oklahoma, the Montant
basin boom, Tonapah and Goldfield,
Nev.

As a dash of pepper to the ~1lt of
his life he participated in Mexican
and Central American revolutions
vnder Felix Diaz, Castro of Vene-
zuela, and Reyes of Columbia.

.European corn borer. This insect is
a grub which feeds on the inside of
a corn stalk or of any other plant
with a stem large enough to accomo-

Within a couple of years the bor-
er will undoubtedly penetrate into
the heart of the Corn Belt and com-
pletely cover it later. Its spread will
be accompanied by a marked reduc-
tion of the corn crop and higher pro-
duction cost and higher corn prices.
These higher corn prices will in turn
mean higher prices for hogs so that
the ravages of this imported pest will
show themselves on millions of Ame-
rican breakfast tables in the form of
" high-priced bacon and even higher

.priced ham.

SEVEN MILLION, MOVE EACH:

YEAR IN UNITED STAT. 3
~ Approximately 6,910,000  persons
in. the United States change their
place ‘of residence each year, the
moving rush taking place twice a
year and consuming but ten days,
according to a report of the conven-
tion of the American Gas Associa-
tion.

This information is based on or-
ders filed with gas companies_serving
the large cities, says the Texas Pub-
lic Service Information Bureau. *

Total cost of moving is placed at
$96,650,000, Of this amount $29,-
550,000 goes to moving men, figur-
ing $26 for a van; $65,280,000 for
new furnishings and- domestic ap-
pliances, figuring $40 for a family;
35,910,000 for plumbers and fitters,
and a similar amount for meals pur-
chased while the process of moving
is under way.

Contrary to popular opinion more
people move in May than in October.
The cost to public utility companies
in employing additional help in the
bookkeeping and meter-reading de-
partments to execute orders for
turning service off and on is esti-
mated at $3,000,000 a year.
