SIMS’ SENSATIONAL
INTERVIEW

The recent interview in which Ad­
miral William S. Sims,discussed the 
naval disarmament problem has stir­
red up a ‘ deal o f controversy. As 
chief o f American navxl forces in 
Europe during the world war, he is 
an important authority; and ho de­
clares that the great fighting craft 
have seen their day. ■ Battleships and 
cruisers have lost jirimacy because 
they cannot cope with aircraft 'and 
submarines.

Speaking of the fact that the en­
tire battle line o f our navy has now 
been placed on an oil-burning instead 
of a coal burning basis, the admiral 
added:

“ Great Britain has established 
great stores o f oil I t  her bases all 
over the world; Ja^an likewise has 
accumulated vast reserves o f this 
munition. All navies arc now on the 
oil-burning basis, because oil requires 
less space, can be more conveniently 
stored aboard ship, produces 50 to 60 
per cent more powef per ton, and re­
quires a considerably smaljpr crew’. 
No other naval power possesses its 
own oil ns does t îc United States; 
yet so important Vis oil that there 
were times during the war when 
English commanders were under or­
ders not to proceed ot more than Vt 
or three-quarters sf^jed, except when 
confronting the enemy > in order to 
conserve oil.”

Asked if the Americnn government 
had established any great oil stores^ 
as insurance against war exigencies, 
Admiral Sims replied that he was not 
informed, aside from the well known 
fact that the largfe reserves had been 
set up in the HaVvaiian Islands.. “ But 
having resources and production of 
oil available on/both the Atlantic and 
Pacific Coasts,}’ he added, “ that is 
not so necessary in our case.”

PROMINENT GEOLOGISTS AND
OPERATORS VISIT SPEARMAN

A party o f  oil operators and geolo­
gists were noon-day visitors to Spear­
man Wednesday. They came from 
Amarillo and were enroute to Bea­
ver, where they spent the night, and 
from there will go to Texas and 
Cimarron counties. They are look­
ing over the country, planning for the 
future, and the results o f their visit 
may be brought to light in the near 
future or it may be twenty years 
hence. A prominent member of the 
party is Dr. Geo. N. Gould, state 
geologist o f f Oklahoma, who first 
visited the section in which is located 
the Three Way test in 1903. Oper­
ators are following up the findings 
o f such men as Dr. Gould, and that 
is the way big oil fields are opened 
up.

In the party which passed through 
Spearman yesterday were: Dr. Chas. 
N. Gonld, skate geologist o f Okla­
homa; C. Doft Hughes, president o f 
the Panhandle Geological Society 
and district geologist for. the Empire 
Gas and Fuel Company, accompanied 
by his assistant, D. R. Guinn; G. E. 

H. Wil­
liams, an independent operator; L. R. 
Roberts o f the Southern Crude Oil 
Purchasing Company; R. E. Smith o f 
the McBride.'

dependent operators and geologists; 
Cornelius Schnurr, district geologist 
for the Mii-Continent Petroleum 
Corporation; L- M. Oles, district 
geologist for the Prairie Oil and Gas 
Co.; Jacob R. Phillips, president of 
the Skia-Tex Petroleum Company, 
and Paul S. Hedrick, oil editor of 
the Amarillo Daily News.

hawk away from the poultry yard. 
Phoebe birds eat flies from the backs 
of cattle and have a special taste for 
wasps. Catbirds do far more good 
than harm by eating vast numbers of 
ants nnd beetles. Even the crow has 
a credit side in his eating, for in the 
month of August each year, he de­
stroys more grasshoppers tb»M a 
dozen men could do with hopptTiLo^ 
ers.

Birds seem to have entered into an 
agreement to divide the earth and air 
among themselves so that they may 
act as police to protect us while -tve 
sleep. Sparrows, thrushes, larks and 
wrens, search the surface o f the 
earth for insects and their larvae or 
hunt among the leaves and peer un­
der logs and refuse for them. Warb- 
i rs, vireos, creepers, and nuthatches 
with their macroscopic eyes scan 
every part of the tree and shrub, 
trunk, branches and leaves, and few 
hidden creatures escape them. Fly­
catchers, assisted by the warblers, 
are ever on the alert to snap up in­
sects when flying among tiees and 
branches, while swallows and night- 
hawks skim over our pastures or fly 
far up in the air above the treetops 
in search of such of the enemy as 
have escaped the puvsurers lower 
down. Thus each family takes its 

i part in the never ending warfare and 
the number of ’ insects consumed 
every year is simply incalcuable. The 
f.ght is on. It may be true that we 
humans are in danger of starvation. 
If so we are doing our best to bring 
starvation on by murdering our good 
friends, the birds.

The average farm]boy and a good 
many adult farmers; who would not 
think of murdering human beings, 
take delight in killing birds. Some­
times the excuse offered is that they 
make good eating, and even meadow­
larks or the larger woodpeckers are 
killed on this pretext, tho the food 
they yield is negligible. And what 

'quantities of little snipe are killed 
yearly for their food? Another pre­
text is that their feathers make fine 
adornment for hate, tho fortunately 
this is no longer a favorite method of 
beautifying one’s self at the expense 
of a charming creature's life and 
song. But for the most part farm 
boys and some men kill birds simply 
for the savage joy o f killing. The 
time has come for calling a halt on 
this cruel and vastly ignorant cus 
tom.

Birds are among our very best 
friends. Just now we are beginning 
to und.-rstand the harm insects and 
tugs do to our agriculture. Experts 
tell us that these marauders destroy 
two billion dollars worth of agricul­
tural products every year, making 
ruin o f the work o f one million men. 
Some investigators go so far as to 
say that unless more effective me­
thods are discovered for destroying 
insects and bugs, we humans will 
starve to death in a very few years. 
The European corn borer, the gypsy 
moth, the Japanese beetle, the boll 
weevil and other visitors from for­
eign shores are taking a fearful toll 
o f our products. No effective means 
have yet been devised for fighting all 
o f these, tho men are at work all 
over the country experimenting. 
Fertilized females of the Incheumon 
fly are turned into cornfields infested 
by the corn borer and may solve that 
danger exterminating the borer in 
time. Poison dust is sprayed by ma­
chinery and by airplanes on cotton 
folds and orchards. Imported para­
sites feed upon imported bugs and 
beetles and in time may help us win 
the battle. Meanwhile we all over 
the land are destroying birds and rob­
bing bird nests in our ignorance and 
folly, thus playing directly into the 
hands of our enemies.

“ But birds do a lot o f harm on 
our farms.”  This is tho excuse. It 
is a flimsy one. The truth is that 
the harm birds do is not to be men­
tioned in the same moment with the 
great good they do in destroying in­
sects and bugs and beetles and con­
suming large quantities o f weed 
seeds. The robin may purloin a few 
cheeries but he also depends for the 
most part on caterpillars, grasshop­
pers, :•nails and earthworms for food. 
Blackbirds will eat some grain, but 
examination of the crops of thou­
sands of them has shown that in the 
main they live on insects. Sap-suck­
ing wood-peckers will sip the sap 
from fruit trees, but in the main, 
vood-peckera are great friends of 
tho orchardist in that they dig out 
larvae that no other means can reach. 
Grouse, quail, doves, eat tremendous 
amounts of weed seeds and if they 
change diet to wheat grains once in 
a while no farmer should object. If 
it were not for orioles and bobolinks 
and bluejays and sparrows, weeds 
would simply swamp us and all of 
these have a special fondness for the 
dreaded cutworms of our gardens. 
Hawks eat large numbers of mice 
and gophers and if one steals a hen 
he is a renegade that should be kill­
ed, but this does not mean that all 
hawks are hen eaters. Nighthawks 
cat nothing but insects. The king­
bird keeps any chance hen-loving

The farmer who is “ in and out”  
o f different crops and feeders is usu­
ally the one who is broke. He may 
make the luck strike one year, but 
he loses oftener. He is the one who 
jumps into hog feeding on a large 
scale after the good price and then 
ouits after the low price period, miss­
ing the top price nearly every time. 
After a high corn year he puts most 
o f his land into corn and gets bump­
ed tho next fall when there is an 
over-production.

The man who puts money in the 
bank regularly is the man who sticks 
to a good crop rotation and feeds a 
certain amount of stock every year, 
lie “ learns how”  to get the biggest 
yields from each one and he has a 
variety o f products to market each 
year.— Quanah Tribune-Chief.

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RELIEF LEGISLATION

Agriculture’s friepds in Federal 
affairs have evidently adopted the 
time honored policy that “ there is 
more than one way to skin a cat.”  
News from Washington tells us quite 
positively that thoughts for farm re­
lief is by no mean! a dead issue. In 
fact it is as much alive as the mo­
ment is seemed abyut to become an 
actuality this spring.

Agriculture leaders in Washington 
afe now busy searching about for 
“hook-up”  legislation; upon which to 
tack another McNafy-Haugen bill, 
with the Idea of forcing the next 
Congress and the administration to 
accept it or see perhaps their pet bill, 
what-ever-it-may-be, go down to de­
feat.

Already leaders of the American 
Farm Bureau Federation, the Nation­
al Grange and the Farmers’ National 
Union have arranged an October 
meeting in Washington to prepare a 
program for a farm relief campaign, 
pnd have it ready and waiting for 
Congress when it cbnvenei in Decem­
ber.

The “ hook-up”  may be made with 
the Mississippi lidod legislation which 
will then come up and which at this 
time, seemingly is' assured o f action. 
With flood relief and farm relief a 
joint issue, backed by the agricultur­
al bloc in Congress, there is hope of 
pushing a McNary-IIaugen measure 
through.

Chester M. Grey o f the American 
Farm Bureau; L. J. Taber, president 
and Frederick Brenckman of the Na­
tional Grange have already informed 
the President that sentiment amongst 
farmers is still strong for the equali­
zation free feature o f the McNary- 
Haugen bill, and thht any bill to find 
favor must provide funds to help 
them market crops.

It is generally known that farm re­
lief advocates are going to point long 
and earnestly at “ pig iron”  and its 
increased tariff, in making demand 
for federal aid in agriculture. It will 
be brought to mind that nearly every­
thing said which “ could not be done 
for agriculture”  was done almost im­
mediately for pig iron through in­
creased tariff. In other words, 
“ Government price fixing”  seems 
okeh for industry— but not to be 
thought o f for more than 4,000,000 
farmers.

As she 
truthfully says: "Many a merchant
has been forced out of business be­
cause too many people lived off his 
merchandise and would not pay their 
debts. The people with whom the 
time merchant does business are in 
large part poor risks and those who 
do pay their time.price debts must 
also pay the merchant’s losses.”

Most of our "time-price”  debts 
come from the purchase of food, 
feed and fertilizer. When we raise 
cur own food and feed we have the 
money to pay cash for our fertilizer 
and there is no danger of our falling 
into the clutches of the time-prices 
system.— The Progressive Farmer .

NAVAL WAR IN THE FUTURE AN INDUSTRIAL ANOMALYHOW AMERICA DOES IT

Everybody knows that the depres­
sion which in recent years has af­
flicted most o f American agriculture, 
is broadly the result of over-produc­
tion. However illogical it may seem 
that a too great responsiveness of ‘ he 
earth in bringing forth its richness is 
liable to mean poverty instead of 
wealth, it is a fa ct In a logically or­
ganized society, doubtless it would 
not be true. The greater the produc­
tion o f wealth, thfe greater the well­
being ought to be; only, it doesn’t 
fall out that way. I,

The price o f wheat has been de­
pressed because too much wheat has 
grown. Last year the price o f cotton 
went smash, because there were 
4,000,000 bales too much cotton. 
Now another industry, quite unrelat­
ed to agriculture, but operating un­
der the same inexorable laws of sup­
ply and demand, confronts the same 
situation. Less than a year ago peo­
ple were wondering whence would 
come petroleum needed to keep pace 
with persistently increasing demand 
for it. Then set in a period of in­
creasing production. New and rich

.Admiral William S .; Sims, com­
mander of nil American naval forces 
in Europe during the world war, de­
clared in a recent interview that the 
battleship and giant cruiser are back- 
numbers and will be .‘about useless in 
another war. The submarine and air­
plane, he is sure, have ended their 
reign over the seas. But he sees 
American security .guaranteed be­
cause of our industrial pre-eminence.

“ The naval strategy of another 
war,”  said the Admiral, “ will be 
greatly concerned with assuring con­
tinuous supplies o f pertaleum be­
cause it is essential a9 fuel not only 
for surface crafts, but even more so 
for submarines and aircrafts. Eng­
land, having no significant oil sup­
plies at home, must keep open the 
routes to the Near East, the Middle 
East, the Straits Settlements, be­
cause from these she must get her 
oil. The problem is not so urgent 
with us, because of our huge supplies 
of oil within our otvn borders. For 
a naval campaign in the Atlantic the 
fighting craft, whether on the sur­
face, in the air or under the sea, 
would be supplied with oil from the 
eastern and mid-continent fields. If 
tljc war be in the Pacfic, California 
would assure ample supplies. With 
the disadvantage of having two ocean 
fronts to protect,* the United States 
is compensated by the possession of 
vast oil resources on either front. 
O.yer 70 per cent of the world's pe­
troleum production is in the United 
States, and the industry has seen its 
greatest expansion in the years since 
oil began to bo used as marine fuel.

“ The fact thatt the Allies had the 
great oil resources of the United 
States to draw on is now recognized 
as one of the important factors in 
giving them victory.”

*A little note o f wistfulnesi per­
sistently recurs as an undertone to 
European expressions of wonderment 
at America’s industrial development. 
How do these Americans do It? Grad­
ually the idea gains lodgment abroad, 
that there is something in the liber­
ality and vision o f Amrican business 
in its readiness to enlist science, to 
improve methods, to adopt new and 
better processes, which lias sbme- 
thing to do with the progress that is 
registered. Here for instance is the 
Petroleum Times o f London, com­
menting on the program of scientific 
research in the geology; physics and 
-chemistry of petroleum which the 
American Petroleum Institute has ar­
ranged to be carried out In co-opcra- 
tion with American universities. The 
London paper observes:'

"The oil industry of the rest of the 
world will wish that it also possessed 
factors which would subsidize re­
search in such a genetous manner. 
Fortunately, however, the United 
States is noted for itfc generosity 
which characterizes her propapation 
of all the knowledges £o gained, so 
that the oil industries of the world 
may rest assured that .̂hc benefits of 
these researches will he open to all. 
Petroleum teehonlogist^v will marvel 
at the scope of the projp-am, which 
covers almost every scientific aspect 
o f the oil industry in the most com­
prehensive manner. Ond is tempted 
to suggest that it is even too ambi­
tious, but if only one fraction of the 
aims are realized, the kfrhwledgo so 
gained will be of real benefit to the 
industry.”  /
