It was faded, torn and yellow 

with age—but a priceless legacy 

from the past. 
The newspaper was datelined, 

Thursday, Aug. 9, 1923, headlined 
in bold-face type, "Lubbock Gets 
Tech on First Ballot." The re-
strained excitement can still be 
felt by all who read the dispateh 
now in The Museum on the cam-
pus. 

Many relics and momentos from 
the past of Tech's "firsts" are fea-
tured in The Museum. Displayed 
is a battle-scarred football used 
by Tech in its first football game. 
According to the souvenir pro-
gram of that game. it was Tech 
vs  McMurry with a final score 
of 0-0. Ewing Freeland, the first  

sentation of this football to The 

Museum. 
Also on exhibition there is the 

first La Ventana, which contains 
many pages devoted to campus 

clubs. It was an easy task at that 
time to establish a club at Tech. 

Among the "Firsts" of Tech an-

nuals, one finds a page devoted to 
the "Probation Girls Club." This 
club  was  composed of girls that 

were put on probation. 

Tech co-eds in the "good ole 
days" of Tech's beginning wore 
knee-length bloomers as gym suits. 
At that time there was not any 
gym, and classes were held in

Museum Displays Texas Tech Relics

One of the main points used by Sen. Watson in support 
of his bill is that Texas ranks 46th in the nation in tuition 
charges. 

This fact is nothing to be proud of, but neither is the 
one showing Texas to rank 40th in expenditure per college 
student. 

This bill should raise the first figure but will it really 
show any progressive turn toward helping the state's posi-
tion in education. 

Which fact can we be most proud of—that we charge 
more or that we offer more? 

In the last several years, much has been said about the 
growing need of more money for state schools to meet the 
steadily increasing enrollment which promises to boom even 
more when the so-called "war-babies" hit the college 
market. 

Since no other action toward relieving the growing 
pains of colleges haS been brought forth, what is the real 
purpose of this bill? 

It has all the appearances of a token act to appease the 
conscience of the Legislature over the little that is being 
done to help the schools. 

But  as a  final outcome, will this bill effectively help 
the schools or will it merely shift the legislative load on the 
shoulders of the students?

According to the originator, Senator Murray Watson 
Jr. of Mart, the bill will allow needy students to get 
scholarships, provide salary increases for teachers and add 
teachers. 

This sounds great. Each of these definitely need leg-
islative attention. 

But what will be the price of such action? 

On the subject of tuition scholarships, how is any 
group going to intelligently and accurately decide who 
among the many college applicants most needs the $50 

tuition fee? 

Hole will they determine the stopping point so some of 
the money can go for more teachers and higher salaries? 

From all reports, the bill does not specifically design-
ate the extra money to be used to provide more money for 
teachers but merely "sets for legislative intent" the money 
for teachers. 

The provisions of the bill alone stretch it so far it will 
be impossible for it to be of any real value for any of the 
uses outlined in it. 

The original idea of  a  land grant or state school is that 
it shall provide education at the lowest possible cost to , 

 members of its state. 

Is raising the tuition the only way to get more money 
for the schools or is it the easiest way? There seems to be 
no movement toward increasing revenue from any of the 
other many sources of state income. Students have no lob-
bies.

Joins ROTC Staff 
Major John F. Henry, one of 

Tech's score of new faculty mem-
bers, came to the Tech ROTC 
unit from Formosa where he had 

been an adviser to the Chinese 

army since January, 1955. 
Major Henry's title is Assistant 

Professor of Military Science and 

Tactics, which means he will in-
struct advanced ROTC and act as 
an administrative officer. 

Minerals and geology form a 
part of the Major's interest out-

side his service career. He grad-
uated from de University of Utah 
with a degree in metallurgical en-
gineering and has worked in mines 
in Utah, Nevada, and other states, 

During his career as a metallur-
gical engineer, the major has built 
a mineral collection of consider-
able size. The collection, which 
weighs about 1.000 pounds, is at 
his home in Utah. 

In Joe Kelly's column in the 

February 19 issue of the Lubbock 
Evening Journal appears  a  report 
of an interview with the head foot-
ball and basketball coaches of 
Texas Technological College. 

These coaches scent disturbed 
over the presence of two Negro 
players on the Texas Western Col-
lege basketball team. Certainly, 
the composition of the basketball 
team at Texas Western is not the 
responsibility of anyone at Tech, 
but I feel it is important that the 
citizens of this city know that 
these coaches do not express the 
unanimous opinion of the Texas 
Tech faculty. 

According to the constitution of 
our country,. i't is unlawful to deny 
the right of a citizen of Texas to 
attend a stale-supported college 
solely on the grounds of race. The 
University of Texas, of which Tex-
as Western is a branch, is comply-
ing with the constitution in this 
respect. It would seem to follow 
that to deny a student's partici-
pation in the athletic program of a 
state-supported college is clearly 
to circumvent the spirt of the con-
stitution. Yet I note with dismay 
that Coach Weaver's and Coach 
Robison's disapproval of Texas 
Western's policy represents exact-
ly such an attitude of circumvent-
ion. In view of last season's record, 
many of us feel that Tech's foot-
ball learn might do well even to 
recruit a few Negroes. Certainly, 
the team needs something. Out-
standing athletes abound in this 
country. Why not in Texas? 

At approximately the same time 
Coach Weaver and Coach Robison 
made their statements. the League 
of Visited Latin Americans Citi-
zens was holding a convention in 
Lubbock. Yet, Coach Robison sug-
gests that the Texas Western 
basketball team should recruit "a 
good, clean Mexican boy." -Aside 
from the question of personal hy-
giene, where? In Cuidad Juarez or 
farther south? If Coach Weaver's 
statement that "we've probably 
done as much for Mexican boys 
as anyone" is an Indication tlmt 
Tech's athletic department is en-
gaging in international philan-
thropy. far be it from me to deny 
it that honor. But I am unaware 
that any Mexicans, that is citizens 
of Mexico, have participated in 
varsity athletics at Texas Tech. 
It is evident that Coach Weaver, 
an American, has Anglo-Saxon an-
cestors (unlike the other ATneri-
cans he mentions, Delgado, Lerma, 
and Cavazos), for this comment 
that, among others, Bobby Cava-
zos, the star of the 1953 team, 
"fitted in well" is a typically Brit-
ish masterpiece of understatement. 
Such condescension would be 

amusing if one could ignore the 
serious implications. 

One of the reasons most fre-
quently given for inter-collegiate 
athletics is that that athletic con-
tests teach fair play and good 
sportsmanship. It is now time to 
ask whether or not an athletic 
program under the leadership of 
two unfair and prejudiced men can 
accomplish this purpose. Person-
ally, I think that the students and 
the athletes are way ahead of 
these coaches. They want to win 
ball games and are eager for any-
one to play who can help to win 
them.

referee has had thirty years of 
so-called officiating experience in 
Southwest Conference basketball 
does not necessarily mean that he 
is good.
