Beethoven 
Moussorgsky, Saint-Saens a n d 
Tschaikowsky. 

Pelayo began his study for the 
opera at the age of 14. attending 
Chile's f a m ous Consen'atorio 
National De Musica, where he 
studied for seven years. At the 
age of 18 he made his operatic 
debut at the Teatro Municipal, in 
Santiago, Chile. where he immed-
iately won national recognition. 
Pelayo received a long-term con-
tract as leading baritone at the
