Several major changes have 
been made in the past 20 months 
in an effort to help cut down 
Tech's traffic and parking prob-
lems. 

In the Fall of 1955 the Campus 
Traffic Control was established 
with 1 chief officer and 3 officers. 
In addition several students were 
employed part time to assist them. 

In a crack down on violations 
the campus officers issued 10,251 
tickets during the fall semester 
of 1955. The number of violations 
continued to rise until the college 
was forced to install a new plan 
which made traffic tickets cum-
ulative. 

Under the new plan violations 
were to be cumulated for the en-
tire period in which a student is 
enrolled at the college, instead of  

the old plan of erasing the record 

at the end of each semester. The 
plan called for the first ticket to 
serve as the first warning, the sec-
ond as final warning and the third 
would automatically bar the car 
from the campus. Upon receipt of 
the fourth ticket a student could 
be dismissed from school. This 
plan is still in effect. 

Last year both the campus and 
city officers issued 19,767 tickets 
to students, faculty members and 
visitors. There were 734 students 
restricted from bringing cars  on 
the campus for receiving too many 
violations. 

This past fall the Campus Traf-
fic Control and the campus night-
watchman service was combined 
to give the campus better super-
vision and security. The new Con-

Although it is any opinion that 
Ben Ratliff's letter to the Torea-
dor of May 2 is inclined to deal 
with sensationalism and lack of 
concrete reasoning, I must corn-

administrative official of Tech 
would disagree that the parking 
and traffic situation on our cam-
pus is at the present time very 
critical. However, I contend that 
said parking and traffic problem 
is only one of many problems 
that face Tech all of which have 
a much deeper foundation. 

I wonder if our administrative 
officials have not been so busy 
getting into the Southwest Con-
ference, generating economic ac-
tivity by an ever expanding build-
ing program, lobbying in the State 
Legislature, constructing man-
agement and organizational 
charts, and exploiting the stu-
dents, that they have forgotten 
the purpose for which institutions 
of higher learning were establish-
ed and financed by the State of 
Texas 

Don't misunderstand 	me, I 

from 1,285 in the fall of 1955 to 
803 this past fall and 441 this 
spring. 

In addition, this past 	fall a 
"towing system" was put into ef-
fect. Under this system all cars 
that are illegally parked or break-
ing a city ordinance may be towed 
away. However, usually it is de-
termined that a car is a multiple 
violator before it is towed away. 

The seven member traffic com-
mittee supervises Tech's traffic 
and parking program. The com-
mittee, made up of five faculty 
members and two students, is 
strictly a recommending body. 
The committee recommends rules 
and regulations regarding traffic 
and parking to the President. 

So far this year 197 cars have 
been towed away and 415 cars 
have been restricted from cam-
pus. The Security-Traffic Patrol 
has issued 7,228 tickets this 
spring.

This is where our $3.50 goes for 
the privilege of parking in sand, 
mud and entering in a miniature 
Mexican Road race every morn-
ing in which you take your life 
in your hands jockeying for park-
ing places. I ask you, have these 
conditions the right to exist  on 
the campus at Tech? 

You can write articles and cuss 
all day long about whose to blame 
for the presence of these condi-
tions. However, in the last analys-
is only our administrative officers 
have the power to actually remedy 
the conditions that plague  our 
campus. 

In addition, I extend my per-
sonal petition and appeal  to  our 
administration's better judgement 
to consider more throughly the 
problems that face the present 
students at Tech as welj  as  those 
who will tread the path to higher 
learning in the future. In the Ad-
ministration's deliberations, may 
it be that they will not lost sight 
of the fact that what we are pro-
ducing In this "plant" Is enlight-
ened guardian geniuses of Demo-
cracy.

Chief Thomson Releases Report 
On Security - Traffic Department 

The following information is furnished to provide a better under-

standing, as to the functions of the Security-Traffic Department on 

the campus. 
First, our primary purpose is to protect property and lives. In 

order to carry out a program consisting of these two, you must have 

cooperation of the group you are serving. In protecting lives you 

must have regulations pertaining to the group as a whole. Here on 

the campus, this department gives the pedestrian the first considera-
tion on the traffic program. With pedestrian traffic being as great 

as it is, the control of speeding or careless drivers must be kept to 

a maximum. 
During the past semester we were fortunate in not having a pedes-

trian struck by an automobile. During the fall semester, 1955 two 
students were struck by automobiles. In each case if the vehicles had 

been traveling at a slower rate of speed, the students could base 

been avoided being hit. The spring semester, 1956 was marked with-

out any pedestrian being struck. If the presence of a patrol car. on 

the campus, had anything to do with preventing a student from 

being injured, it is difficult to say in dollars, how much it was 

worth. 
Six accidents, on the parking lots, were reported to this department 

during the fall semester. In all cases there were no personal injur-
ies. The Lubbock Police Department, Traffic Division, investigates 

the accidents if they occur on a street. In assisting the student to 
make a claim on his insurance, we deem it necessary to investigate 

the accidents on the parking lots and help the student with the neces-

sary forms. 
Two different drivers were arrested, on the campus, for driving 

while intoxicated. Both subjects were filed on by Texas Tech security 

officers and convicted in county court. One other driver was filed 

on an convicted for driving while license was suspended.

The number of tickets issued and the number of drivers that are 

stopped and warned varies greatly. The number warned exceeds the 

ones filed on by approximately 5 to 1 ratio. In order to have a safe 
campus you must have enforcement - enforcement which includes 

all Individuals that operate a motor vehicle on the campus. 
Three students reported their cars stolen during the fall semes-

ter. Two of these cars were recovered by this department, the other 

by the Lubbock Police Department. 
The officers working the night shifts check all suspicious individ-

uals who they encounter on the campus. The week previous exam 

week, three different occasions, the officers working at night curtail-
ed some unknown individuals who were attempting to enter by force 

into three different offices. No property was taken from any of 

the locations. 

This department is making arrangements to notify all of the 

dormitories in case of a severe storm. We will receive any warning 
via radio and will alert the dorms. A complete program on the 

warning system will be completed in the near future. 

With this information furnished I hope it will be of some use to

The meet will be the first in 
which Tech will be trying for 
Conference laurels. Should the 
']Picadors win—and they stand an 
outside chance—it would be an 
ideal way of celebrating the first 
anniversary of SWC membership. 
Tech was admitted to the Confer-
ence last May 12, "climaxing a 
long, hard fight for membership. 
- Picadors Have Won Three 

The junior Raiders_have, been 
Victorious in all three of the 
meets entered. Coach Brown's 
thinly-clads won their division in 
the Southwest Recreation Meet to 
kick off the season; won a quad-
rangular meet involving Baylor, 
Texas and Victoria College; and 
were the unofficial freshman-jun-
lor college champs of the Texas 
Relays. Two attempts at a fourth 
meet were thwarted by the 
Weather. 

Texas Is Favored 
The Texas frosh will be expect-

ed to outpoint the Picadors, al-
though Tech has beaten the Short-
horns in two previous meets. The 
reason lies in the overall depth of 
the UT team. The State Univer-
sity team expects to score heavily 
in the weight events--where Tech 

comparatively weak.
