Donors may come to the local 
blood bank at 2318 19th from 9 
a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday, Tues- : 
day, Thursday, Friday and from 
noon to 7:30 p.m. Wednesday, ac-
cording to Mrs. Joann Adams, di-
rector of the local Civil Defense 
blood program. 

Donor requirements are good 
physical health and the absence of 
recent infections and yellow juan-
dice. Minimum donor age is 18 
years. 

Auto Registration 

Ends For Summer 
Good news for summer Tech 

students! 

Students will not be required to 
register their cars for the sum-
mer sessions, according to S, E. 
Thomson, chief security officer. 
Supervised parking will be enforc-
ed, however, by the regular traf-
fic staff. 

Further good news comes from 
the office of Roy Wells, assistant 
to the President. Even if the pro-
posed bill to raise the tuition in 
state supported schools does pass 
the Senate. it is believed that the 
bill will not become effective be-
fore September 1, 1957. No raise 
in tuition for either summer ses-
sion is anticipated by Tech offi-
cials. The exact date the bill may 
go into effect will not be known 
until it is passed. 

Fourteen hours is the maxifinum 
load a student can carry during 
two summer sessions.  This  may 
be six hours exclusive of P.E. or 
one four hour science course arid 
a  three hour course. 

Registration for the first sum-
mer semester begins June  6  and 
classes begin June 7.

Proposed long range plans to 
relieve parking and traffic prob-
lems  are  designed to provide addi-

tional safety to pedestrians, and 
new and enlarged parking lots. 

The plans, released by college 
officials this week to the Torea-
dor, will provide several hundred 
additional paved parking spaces 
and will provide additional en-
trances and exits to the campus. 

Additional parking spaces will 
be added this summer to the over-
crowded dormitory lots. The north 
dorm lot will be increased by 
about 200 spaces, which will also 
provide a parking area for visit-
ors  to the campus. 

In addition the present north 
dorm lot will be rearranged this 
summer in  an  attempt to cut 
down on the number of accidents 
and to provide mole parking 
spaces. 

Area Doubled 
The parking area in front of 

Horn and Drone Halls will be 
doubled in size. This enlarged 
parking space also provides for 
residents of Doak Hall. The pres-
ent dirt lot behind Doak will even-
tually be closed. In addition the 
14th street entrance into the 
campus will be closed between 
Doak and Drane. 

Students returning to the cam-
pus next fall will be able to see 
the completion of another street 
running north and south through 

the campus. Flint Avenue will be 
extended north from 19th street 
and will angle into 6th street at  

the Coliseum. 
Paved lots will be constructed 

near the new men's dorms to pro-
vide enough paved parking spaces 
where approximately  90  per cent 
of the residents  can  have a space 
to park a car. 

The new plans call for the pav-
ed lots behind the Chemistry and 
Science buildings to be doubled 
in its present size. In addition the 
present lots behind the Journalism 
and Engineering Buildings will be 
combined and part of the dirt lot 
south of the track will be paved 
to provide ample parking spaces 
for students having classes in the 
north part of the campus. 

Boston Extended 

Boston will be extended north 
to 6th street. It will run west of 
the Textile Building and the Pow-
er Plant. Both Boston and Flint 
will connect with the large lots 
on  the north part, of the campus. 

Long range plans call for a 
large lot possible to be construct-
ed southwest of the Agriculture 
and Speech Buildings. This lot will 
be serviceable off Flint Ave. 

College officials point out that 
a  decision has not been reached 
yet as to where the new library 
building will be built. One offi-
cial stated, however, that  more 
than likely it would be construct-
ed on the east part of the circle, 
thereby closing the Broadway en-
trance to the circle. If it is placed 
there, Broadway will serve only 
as an  entrance to the North dorm 

lot. 
College planners hope to close 

off the center of the campus to  

automobile traffic, thereby reduc-
ing the possibility of pedestrians 
being hit by automobiles. 

The closing of the 14th street 
and Broadway entrances will help 
provide a maximum of safety for 
residents of the North and South 
Dorms between the dorms and the 
center of the campus.

One author-
ity on the subject of morale points 
out that morale involves two -fac-
tors: the presence of a common 
goal among the group members, 
and the acceptance of socially re-
cognized pathways toward that 
goal.'

Now that many of us have 
accepted. the fact that student 
morale is definitely lower than it 
used to be, I would like to know 
what this change in morale has 
resulted from.
