THE NIGHT has been designate 
ed  as  Tech night with all Tech 
students admitted free on pres-
entation of I.D. cards. School 
nights honoring other area schools 
have helped boost attendance to a 
point 5,112 above the mark net at 
the same time last year. 

Fair attendance through Tues-
day night totaled 76,285, compared 
with 71,173 for the first two days 
last year. 

Top attraction at the fair 
thus far has been the Water 
Follies, drawing a crowd of 2,107 
Monday night and 1,981 Tuesday 
night. Tech students will get 
their chance to view this net 
tomorrow at  8  p.m.

Coach Weaver and Coach Ker-
bel both agree that the Longhorns 
will not look past Tech to Okla-
homa. 

TIRE TEXAS GAME will be our 
hardest test so far," Kerbel re-
marked, "but we do not look upon 
it as the supreme test. We have 
seven other games on our sche-
dule." 

The cold weather has bothered 
the Raiders, but has not slowed 
down the practice sessions. The 
team ran through a hard drill 
Wednesday. Work starts to taper 
off today. 

Barring injuries, the line-up a-
gainst Texas will remain the same. 
So far, the Raiders have had no 
major casualties and expect to 
field a sound team Saturday night. 

STATISTICS after two games 
show halfbacks Floyd Dellinger 
and Ronnie Rice leading the Raid-
ers. Dellinger leads in rushing 
with 85 yards and in total of-
fense with 109. Rice, the leading 
umund gainer against West Tex- 
as, now has 61 yards on the 
ground and 39 through the air. 
Both boys have perfect passing 
records with Dellinger connecting 
on four attempts and Rice on 
three. 

TECH is averaging 173 yards 
rushing and 48.5 yards passing, 
compared with 116 yards rushing 
.ttl 122 yards passing for oppon-
ents. 

The Raiders have scored wins 
against Texas A&M and West 
Texas State. 

Come Saturday night, football 
fans will learn whether  or  not the 
Raiders can beat Texas. 

Personally, we feel that the 
Raiders can do it, although  no 
easy task awaits them. The Long-
horns rarely let a team off easy. 
However, they may be looking 
past the Red Raiders to Oklahoma 
—this would be a serious mistake 
on their part. 

A couple of wins doesn't make 
a great year. nor does it mean 
that the Raiders are a great team, 
yet — two wins are two wins. If 
they keep it up, they may wind 
up with a great season. You can 
bet the Raiders will be trying.
