Students Believe 
War Will Come 
In A Few Years 

President Truman's addresi to 
Congress Wednesday had a spine-
chilling effect on the male popula-
tion of Tech campus. In addition 
to asking for speedy action on the 
European recovery plan, he also 
called for universal military train-
ing and a temporary selective ser- • 

 vice act to keep up the strength 
of the armed forces. 

What effect the President's 
speedh will have on world affairs 
is not apparent yet, but in the 
opinion of the majority of Tech 
students, the U.S. is moving closer 
to a war with Russia. 

Seventy-five per cent of the stu-
dents questioned, who beard the 
address, believed the nation will 
be at war within the next five 
years; the most popular estimate 
being from one to two years at the 
most. 

War Inevitable 
Sixteen per cent of the students 

thought that war was inevitable 
but would not come for five or ten 
years. 

Only three per cent believed the 
U.S. would not be involved in a 
conflict with Russia while six per 
cent had no opinion on the matter. 

When your reporter asked some 
of the male students on the cam-
pus what effect they thought the 
President's speech would have on 
them personally, some surprising 
answers came to light. 

Jim Rush, 21, marine corps vet-
eran, said, "If Finland and Italy 
turn communist, we will be at 
war at Russia's discretion within 
two years. But", he added, "If they 
were to declare war at midnight 
tonight, I would have a 'hot-rod' 
ready to head for Mexico at 6 
o'clock In the morning." 

Six Months, He Says 
Louis Welch, 20, a married non-

veteran, stated, "I expect to be In 
the army within the next six 
months." 

Bob Terry, 20, navy veteran, 
asked, "Anybody know of a wid-
ow with 4 children?" 

"I don't think I will be called to 
the service until I finish my 
R.O.T.C. training," Gene Bates, 23 
year-old army veteran said. "At 
least, I hope not," he added 
thoughtfully. 

Married army veteran, Paul 
King, 25, said, "I'm Just going to 
sit back and sweat it out. I don't 
think I'll be drafted any time soon 
but I just hope I can finish my 
educatibn this time before I have 
to go." 

Brac Biggers did not believe war 
with Russia was very probable.

13 DM Students 
Plan Field Trip 

Thirteen senior students major-
ing In dairy manufactures will go 
on a field trip over the state 
Marco 24-April 4 to observe dairy 
manu f actures operations repre-
senting all phases of the industry 
In the state, announced Prof. L. G. 
Harmon, acting head of the depart-
ment. 

Various industries to be visited 
will include market milk, Ice 
cream, cheese, butter and milk 
evaporation both for condensing 
and for powdering. The group, 
which will be accompanied by Har-
mon, will visit plants in Midland, 
Abilene, Eastland, San Antonio, 
King sville, Harlingen, Galveston, 
Houston, Bryan, Waco, Sulphur 
Springs, Winnsboro, Mount Pleas-
ant, Sherman, Denison. McKinney, 
Dallas and Fort Worth. 

Arrangements have also been 
made for the group to make a tour 
of the King ranch, starting at its 
Kingsville headquarters.

Reaction to President Truman's 
recent speeches on the draft from 
numerous Tech students was to 
make inquiries at recruiting offi-
ces here to see if they could get 
the service of their choice. Lub-
bock recruiting officials state that 
a 50 ,per cent increase has been 
shown since Wednesday noon in 
requests from Techsans and others 
on how young men could get the 
service they want. 

Non-veterans, they said, ware 
mainly interested in completing 
this semester of school. Many'rnen 
asked If it was possible to enlist 
now in the service of their choice, 
and receive an inactive duty sta-
tus extending until the end of the 
semester. Of f icials stated that 
many inquirers did not seem to 
know which branch they wanted 
to join, indicating that they desir-
ed to become a part of the armed 
forces most suited to them. 

Meanwhile, according to radio 
reports, indications from House 
leaders in Washington, D. C., were 
that no draft call would be made 
until July 1, allowing men of draft 
age to complete this semester of 
college work. 

Veterans were informed upon 
discharge that they would not be 
recalled unless the President de-
clared a national emergency, or up-
on individual request. However, 
jittery veterans asked 'if and when' 
reservists would be recalled, would 
they retain their ratings and would 
they again be subjected to the 
draft.

man's address to Congress, she 
asks herself several questions, and 
immediately knows the answers. 
There is only one If, and a good 
one. If my husband should have 
to go... 

This reporter found the other 
side. or the woman's angle, to re-
flect a greater amount of anxiety 
than the male thought trend. 

When asked bow the President's 
address affected them in regard to 
their husbands, veterans' Wives ex-
pressed varied thoughtful replies. 

"My husband said he had rather 
train six months or one year than 
leave immediately and remain 
longer. I was pleased Truman fin-
ally said something to arouse the 
nation," said Mrs. Averlyne Rigs, 
secretary in the arts and sciences 
division. 

Mrs. Betty Self, who works In 
the registrar's office, stated, "My 
husband and I agree that the best 
idea is to show Russia exactly 
what Truman Implied." 

An employee in the chemistry 
department, Mrs. Drucilla Smith, 
replied, "Naturally I was upset, 
and my husband thinks war- will 
be soon. I definitely think non. 
veterans should be drafted first.. 

Mrs. Addierene French, who 
works in the Registrar's office, 
said that her husband is uneasy 
since he is In the naval reserve. 
"But," she adds, "what comes, will 
come." 

"My husband isn't particularly 
worried. Though I hate for him to 
go, it is the thing for him to do if 
he is needed," states Mrs. Betty 
Kiker, secretary In the arts and 
sciences division. 

Mrs. Ann Randolph, student, re-
plied, "I just put more moth-balls 
in my husband's sailor suit. Nei-
ther of us thinks there will be war 
if action is completed as Truman 
asked." 

W. 0. (Dub) Boswell, Sweetwa-
ter junior, nosed out Newell Reed, 
Abernathy junior, with a bare mar-
gin to take the election of Student 
council representative from the 
business administration division, 
Wednesday, the student council

Boswell lacked only five votes win-
ning the first election in which 
Reed was the runner-up.

Tech Rifle Team 
Wins Third Place 

Tech's ROTC unit has been 
formed by the Fourth army that 
the Texas Tech rifle team has tak-
en third place in senior division 
ROTC Fourth army rifle matche, 
announced Lt. Col. Harold Maly 
ner. 

Placing ahead of the Tech team, 
which scored 3698 points, were 
New Mexico Military Institute, 
with 3814 points and Oklahoma A.

President And 
Faculty Members 
Express Opinions 

"I would predict an actual in- 
crease in enrollment," President 
W. M. Whyburn responded Thurs-
day, to the question as to how Uni-
versal Military Training and Se-
lective Service would effect Tech 
in case they are passed by Con- 
gress. He said that Tech's enroll-
ment might go as high as 10,000. 

Lt. Col. L. C. Adams, head of 
the Military science department, 
said that in his opinion not over 
25 students would be drafted from 
Tech under the selective service 
program. If the program is passed 
as requested by President Truman, 
the effect on Tech's student body 
will be very slight, Adams stated. 

Lesson From Last War 
Whybdrn believes that UMT or 

selective service or intensive train-
ing for military purposes will 
make specific use of colleges to a 
degree that is entirely unprece-
dented. In World War II, the male 
students were taken from colleges 
and universities and placed In mil-
itary installations, only to find that 
a large part of the military train-
ing was in fields covered in stan-
dard offerings of mtablished in-
stitutions of 'higher learning, Why-
burn said. "I believe that the army 
has learned that instruction in 
technical fields can be taught bet-
ter in colleges than In army mili-
tary installations," he stated. 

When asked If be had any ad-
vice to give to men students who 
would be affected if the draft laws 
are put back Into effect, Whyburn 
refused to give an opinion, saying 
that it was a question that each 
man had to answer himself. How-
ever, W. P. Clement, registrar, 
when asked the same question, 
said that this was no time for hys-
teria, that men should wait and 
see what develops before acting in 
any way, other than continuing 
their education. "If an emergency 
comes," he said, "it will call for 
technically trained men." Clement 
added that there are approximately 
1,500 men in school who would be 
eligible for draft if the act passes. 

32 Men Per County 
In making his surmise of 25 

Techsans being drafted, LL Col. 
Adams reasoned in the following 
manner: Mr. Truman is asking for 
enough men to fill the armed 
forces, i. e., opinions have run from 
350,000 to 1,000,000 men. Adams 
said he felt 400,000 was a safe fig-
ure, and in that case. Texas' part 
would be 8,000 men, or 32 per coun-
ty. Tech students do not represent 
a very large percentage of the eli-
gible men from each county, Ad-
ams stated. He emphasized that 
his figure did not include the stu-
dents who would be taken by the 
UMT. This, of course, would great-
ly effect Tech's enrollment for the 
first year, he said, but after that, 
UMT graduates would come back 
to college, and the flow would be 
much as usual. 

Dean of Men James G. Allen felt 
that the greatest immediate effect 
would be a psychological one, es-

Get Recognition 

The New York State Education 
department has registered curricu-
la in mechanical, electrical, and 
civil engineering leading to the BS 
degree at Tech, and has recognize d 

 said BS degree, according to word 
received by Dr. W. M. Whyburn, 
from Invil A. Conroe. assistant 
commissioner for professional edu-
cation of the New York depart-

ment. 

This registration enables any 
Texas Tech graduate of these cur-
ricula fo apply for registration as 
a professional engineer in New 
York on a basis equal to that of 
graduates of other recognized en-
gineering schools. Dean of Engin- 
eering 0. V. Adams explained. 

The curricula have been recog-
nized for some time by the nation-
al Engineering Council for Profes-
sional Development, Dean Adams 
stated, adding that to the best of 
his knowledge New York is the 
only state with requirements over 
and above those of ECPD. 

This matter was brought up by 
the fact that several Tech gradu-
ates in these engineering fields 
wrote to Tech from New York last 
year stating that they were unable 
to receive recognition by the New 
York Education department. Dean 
Adams and Pres. Whyburn inquir-
ed into the affair, with the result 
that Tech has received the needed 
recognition, "We are pleased to re-
ceive this further recognition of 
the quality of the work of our col-
lege, particularly in the field of en-
gineering," Dr. Whyburn stated.

Work Underway 
On PI Test Acres 

Preparation of 160 acres of land 
on the northwest section of the 
Tech farms, to be used for a long 
range series of crop rotations and 
soil treatments, is underway, Dr. 
A. W. Young, head professor of 
plant industry, announced. Part of 
the land, previously used for paw 
tune, will be used in dry land farm-
ing experiments and the rest will 
be under irrigation. 

Two 60 acre plots are being lev-
eled with a GO foot Pacific land 
leveler, with a nine foot blade 
preparatory to irrigation, Dr. 
Young said. One of the plots will 
be used in connection with a 12 
year period of crop rotation with 
the land planted to alfalfa, cotton, 
grain sorghums and small grains. 
The other irrigated plot will be 
seeded with cotton, grain sor-
ghums, small grains and clover. 
Chemical test run on the soil each 
year will determnie fertility chang-
es caused by the crops and by 
various fertilizers. 

Forty acres remaining In the 
project are to be farmed dry land 
with cotton, grain sorghums and 
small grain crops. One portion of 
the land is to lie fallow each year 
and chemical tests run on soil in 
this plot will determine fertility 
changes following each crop, but 
no fertilizer will be used on the 
dry land.

per cent of the couples were living 
on $90 monthly GI subsistence 
checks alone, almost 62 per cent 
received only $200 or less monthly, 
while only 17 per cent received 
$250 or more monthly. Regarding 
keeping budgets, 54 'per most do, 
2854 per cent don't, and 17ICallWa 
28 1-2 per cent don't, and 17 1-2 
per cent gave no answer. 

About half of the wives whose 
husbands were in school were 
working, while about one-third of 
the husbands worked, and both 
worked in 13 per cent of the cases 

Attending movies was the prin-
cipal entertainment mentioned by 
the students surveyed, with college 
athletic events and card games 
following close behind. About half 
the men and almost all women 
questioned reported that they bud-
geted their time. 

Ninety-five per cent of the stu-
dents surveyed were married dur-
ing or after 1941. Largest single 
group, about 22 per cent, had 
known each other about two years 
before their weddings. However, 
seven couples married following 
acquaintances of less than one 
month, and only one couple had 
known each other "all their lives." 

About two-thirds of the couples 
met in school or through mutual 
friends, but about six per cent ad-
mitted that they were "chance ac-
quaintances." One couple, thrown 
together by fate, married after 
meeting in an automobile accident. 

Engagement periods ranged from 
three years to two hours, with the 
average for men questioned being 
between three years to two hours, 
with the average for men question-
ed being between six and seven 
months, and average for women 
answering being between four and 
five months.
