Definite Policy Is 
Asked By TWVA 

Letter Is Sent President, 
Avalanche And Directors 
Protest of past handling of housing facilities for veterans 

at Texas Technological college and request for a definite future 
policy by the college administration on the problem has been 
made by the Tech War Veteran association in a letter to Dr. W, 
M. Whyburn, president. The letter was dated Feb. 10 and copies 
were mailed to the college board of directors and to the Ava-
lanche-Journal. 

"Concerning the letter," Dr. Whyburn, who returned to his 
office from Austin Wednesday morning and had only read 
the letter hastily, said: "I am proud of the community and the 
college for what we have been ablei, --

A copy of the letter was sent to 
The Avalanche-Journal and to the 
college board of directors. Appar-
ently the letter was result of an 
official action by the Tech War 
Veterans association since it bore 
signatures of Troy Davidson, com-
mander; Jim Humphreys, vice com-
mander; Donald E. Shultz, secre-
tary; Burton Crossen Linen. of-
ficer; Wayne Kittley, special ser-
vice officer; and Executive Com-
mitteemen Tom Douglas, Charles 
A. Arnold, Joe B. Meador and Rob-
ert L. Pardue. 

"We enter this protest of past 
handling of housing facilities so 
that veterans wishing to enroll in 
classes at Texas Tech in the future 
will not meet with the same dif-
ficulties faced by many such stu-
dents at the beginning of the cur-
rent semester," the letter said. 

"We ... are anxious to be given 
the answers to some perplexing 
problems, heretofore undisclosed by 
a maze of conflicting public state-
ments in regard to recent dif- 

Mies for returning veterans wish-
ing to enroll at the college. 

As college records show, and 
we are certain you are well in-
formed on the subject it was esti-
mated that more than 500 stu-
dents, mostly veterans of World 
war II, who expressed intentions of 
entering school here for the cur-
rent term, but who were turned 
away or given no encouragement 
to attend this college, therefore 
are not enrolled at Texas Tech— 
a condition we feel unhealthy for 
an institution of progressive edu-
cation such as ours,' 'the letter 
continued. 

Would Trace Facts 
"We would attempt to trace brief-

ly the facts leading to this semes-
ters' overcrowded conditions On 
July 29. there appeared in the local 
papers stories quoting James G. 
Allen .dean of men, and W. P. 
Clement, registrar, as to the number 
of veterans expected by the open-
ing of the 1945 fall semester, and 
the housing shortage that was due 
to face these veterans. At that time, 
the press notices state, in quoting 
these two officials, 'scores of let-
ters were being received daily from 
veterans wishing to enroll here. 
'This was in addition to,' the story 
adds, 'an average of about six ex-
servicemen being interviewed daily 
as to their educational plans for 
the future, all wanting to attend 
college here if housing was avail-
able: The warning of an impend-
ing college housing shortage was 
given at that time. but no statement 
of policy or plan was made . . . 

"By the beginning of this se-
mester's registration the college 
had made announcements of plans 
to obtain Lubbock Army Air field 
barracks, knowing full well that 
no money could be spent there as 
the property did not belong to Tex-
as Tech,' the letter charged, 'and 
eventually announcing that only 
married veterans would be allow- ! 
ed to live there, and finally plac-
ing even this under the authority 
of the City of Lubbock—after class-
es had begun. Then there was the 
announcement made that students 
in the dormitories at the college 
would be housed three to a room, 
making room for 48 married coup-
les in Mens Dorm No. 1, now oc-
cupied by women. This announce- 

veterans 
came too late to benefit many 

veterans who had already return-
ed home after failing to find space 
to live on or near the campus. 

Dormitories Discussed 
"At the present time the men 

are living three to a room in the 
mens' dormitory," the letter con-
tinued. "According to a recent an-
nouncement in the local papers, 
only 18 women in the remaining 
three dormitories are living in 
"double-up" conditions. According 
to this, the entire group of wo-
men living in Mens' Dorm No. 1 
could have easily been moved to 
the other two women's dorms, giv-
ing one more to the veterans, both 
single and married if so desired. 
Statements that this was impossible 
because of kitchen facilities seem 
rather inadequate in explanation, 
in view of the fact that during 
parts of 1943 and 1944, air crew 
detachments were housed tour to 
a room In the two men's dorms, 

Fifty-two additional students 
have registered at Tech during the 
past week, according to figures 
released to the Toreador Wednes-
day afternoon by registrar W. P. 
Clement. Of the 3,204 Teehsans 
now attending classes, 1,202 are 
veterans. The 52 who registered 
1.t week are veterans. 

Peak enrollment at Tech was in 
1939-40 when 4,246 students regis-
tered for the entire school year. 
The Spring enrollment for 1940 was 
3.696 which compared to the matri-
culation figures for the current 
semester of 3,204 is only 432 short 
of the record. Estimates for the 
Fall semester of 1946 tend to pre- 
dict a record of over 5,000 

Comparative figures of the num-
ber of men and women enrolled 
at Tech show a greater majority of 
men students than last week's to-
tals. At present 1,851 men have 
registered as contrasted with 1,353 
women. This is the first semester 
since 1941 that the male enroll-
ment has out numbered the coeds. 

Plant Industry Club

Reorganization of the Plant In-
dustry club was started in a re-
cent meeting. The club, composed 
of junior and senior members of 
the Plant Industry departmet, has 
been inactive since the spring of 
1943. 

A committee was appointed to 
carry out reorganization. Elmer 
Hargrove of Roby is temporary 
chairman. 

and fed from the same kitchens. 
"All these facts presented above 

clash sharply with a statement re-
leased by W. T. Gaston, business 
manager of the college, in which 
he said that all students wishing 
to attend Tech had obtained ade-
quate housing facilities. This state-
ment released to the Associatod 
Press saying that housing a horse 
was the most difficult problem 
faced by the college officials aiao 
is much to the contrary of tne 
actual facts. 

Difficult'. Recognized 
"It is recognized by thisorgani- 

zation that the housing situation in 
Lubbock was, and has continued 
to be, very critical. We recognize 
the lack of facilities at Tech and 
the lack of adequate funds to com-
bat these shortages, plus a shortage 
of materials during the past few 
years that would have hampered 
any attempts to prepare for the 
sudden influx of veterans. We also 
recognize that Texas Tech is 
ing an obstacle common to all col-
leges throughout the nation. 

"Yet, in view of this. we con-
tend that a definite program should 
have been formulated at an early 
date rather than the pacific at-
titude that has been prevalent cur-
ing the past few months," the letter 
continued "We are protesting the 
lateness of action and not the lack 
of facilities—this action being 
brought about partially through the 
efforts of the citizens of Lubbock 
who formed campaigns to locate 
housing. and exerted pressure un-
til action was taken by the college. 

Faculty Problems Seen 
"Also in relation to the above 

problems, why were veterans not 
informed before registration of the 
shortage of instructors? This has 
proved, and will prove to be a ser-
ious hinderance to proper instruc-
tion In many technical courses 
where some personal contact Is 
needed between professor and stu-
dent. 

"We recognize the pressing ad-
ministrative duties of the college 
at the present but feel these out-
lined problems should be called to 
your attention as they directly af-
fect 1,187 students who are veterans 
of the war, and whose ranks are 
likely to swell to 2,000 ley the open-
ing of the fah semester of this 
year," the letter concluded. "We 
hope that an immediate answer 
to this protest will be given, stat-
ing a definite policy of the admin-
istration of Texas Technological 
college." 

The War Veteran association's 
letter came after several weeks of 
conferences and discussions, be-
tween Tech officials and downtown 
civic leaders concerning the hous-
ing problem as It specifically ap-
plies to former servicemen stu-
dents.

Since the current registration The Toreador has heard much 

criticism on the Tech method of class scheduling. It seems that 
students desiring to enroll for a certain professor's section, any 
certain professor, are told by officials who schedule the classes 
that the names of the instructors can't be told. 

There seems to be no real reason why this information can't 
be given. It was learned that in the days gone by, the problem 
arose when much confusion was encountered in English classes. 
In the years 1939 to 1941 there were over 30 sections of freshman 
English, and it can be well seen that some confusion would arise, 
IF the students had been told by upperclassmen and various other 
sources, "Don't get in So-and-So's class, he's no good," or "Blank 
will work you to death." 

It seems to The Toreador that this absence of names on class 
schedules in classes other than freshman, is offering a so-called 
protection to instructors who, if the students had their choice, 
would be without pupils.
