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There's Still Hope 

REFUSAL of Southwest conference officials 
to consider taking Texas Tech into the fold 

at last Saturday's meeting could have any 
of several meanings. 

First of all. it could mean that the confer-
ence wishes to put off its decision until after 
the Cotton Bowl game Jan. 2 in order to get 
a slant on the brand of football played by Coach 
Cawthon's Red Raiders and to see also what 
kind of support West Texas fans give their 
team. 

On the other hand, the conference athletic 
council might have wished to put off its de-
cision until most of the publicity the Tech team 
is getting. because of the Cotton Bowl bid, has 
had a chance to die a natural death. Next 
May few persons, even the most ardent of Tech 
supporters. will be thinking about football. 
Then the council members can refuse Tech ad-
mission and cause only a little of the furor that 
a refusal at this time would bring upon them. 

If such is to be are case, then after the Jan. 
2 game is over, Dallas will probably dump West 
Texas back into the lap of Fort Worth. and we 
are hoping that city will receive us with the 
friendliness and sincerity that it has in the past. 

However, if as we would like to believe. the 
Cotton Bowl clash is to be merely a test of the 
Red Raiders' sportsmanship and their suppor-
ters' backing, then we have just cause to be op-
timistic. For we know that the Raiders play 
a Southwest conference brand of football, and 
we know also that West Texas is behind them 
100 per cent. 

But whatever the reason for the council's 
postponement of its decision. we believe that 
every Tech fan should keep this thought fore-
most in his mind. No matter what is the opin-
ion of the conference officials now. there's al-
ways a chance they will change their attitude. 

The Red Raiders should and will prove their 
sportsmanship in Dallas, Jan. 2. But what is 
even more important is the amount of backing 
the team will get from its supporters in this 
section of the country. Every loyal fan should 
follow the Raiders to the Cotton Bowl with all 
the ardor and enthusiasm he can muster. Then 
others cannot fail to see that Tech is a school 
the conference wants and needs. Those whose 
opinion is favorable at present will be even 
vtronwer in their future sunnort. Those who 
are now doubtful or balanced on the fence 
might be shoved in the right direction. 

Spot Of Sanity 
THE eighth Pan-American conference n o w 

meeting in Lima may well be regarded as 
both an example and a warning to European 
powers who are engaged in the most frantic 
arms race in history. 

Nations of the western hemisphere are giv-
ing the peoples of the world a different way to 
settle disputes—not by the European method 
of saber rattling and troop movements, but by 
statesmen aware of their responsibilities. meet-
ing in conference to settle problems and dif-
ferences by discussion and arbitration. 

The western hemisphere has just as many 
sore spots, rivaling ambitions and problems as 
does Enrope. Events have transpired this year 
that would have, if taking place in Europe. set 
armies marching. When Mexico expropriated 
American oil holdings there was not the slight-
est hint of violence by either America or Mex-
ico. 

The Pan-American conference is also a 
warning given to "strong men" in the only lan-
guage that they are able to understand—war 
if invaded. Secretary of State Cordell Hull, 
speaking for the United States, has declared 
that any advances or invasions will be met by 
all the armed might that the Americans can 
mobilize. United action — economic. political 
and military—is the keynote. 

However. the conference does not limit 
its plans solely to North and South America. 
Mediation in the Spanish civil conflict is be-
ing planned with a view to restoring peace in 
the Iberian peninsula. Racial persecutions are 
being investigated. and Cuba has already in-
troduced a proposal against racial onpression. 

So in a troubled and strife-ridden world. 
heckled by dictatorships and colonial ambitions. 
Lima. Peru, seems to be the only spot where 
sanity reigns .  

An Unwise Proposal 

SEVERAL o f Hollywood's more prominent 
movie stars recently met and drew up what 

they termed as a "1938 declaration of inde-
pendence" urging the President and Congress 
to break off all economic connection with Nazi 
Germany. 

All of which seems to us a rather childish 
move taken in any sense. However, Hollywood 
has done worse things for publicity, and it is 
possible that this is merely another gag to at-
tract attention to the cinema capital. 

But on the other hand, if the actors are 
serious in their action, we believe they are 
playing with fire and inviting disaster upon 
both their country and themselves. For in this 
time of international strife and misunderstand-
ing President Roosevelt and Congress have 
enough trouble keeping the waters of state 
quiet without listening to hair-brained schemes 
thought up by time light seeking movie stars. 

While it is true that any American citizen 
has the right to express himself on any ques-
tion that he sees fit, it is also true that the 
United States wishes to avoid conflict whenever 
possible. Severing economic relations with any 
foreign power certainly would not be a step 
toward the promotion of good feeling and 
world peace. 

Though he may disapprove of the actions 
taken by some other nation, we believe that 
the truly good citizen of these United States 
should look first to the good of the country 
as a whole rather than to what he considers 
morally right. 

An economic boycott would hurt us as well 
as the nation against whom the action was in-
tended. and it definitely would not serve to 
strengthen relations. To take any such action. 
we think, would he merely to stick out the 
country's neck.
