Candidates who announced last 

To Vote On Bill Ousting 
Foreign Tongues From 
Degree Reqirements 

It passed, hill number 401 re-
ceived by the House of Represen-
tatives at Austin last week, will 
eliminate foreign languages and 
mathematics from the list of re-
quired subjects for bachelor of arts 
and master of arts degrees and 
for bachelor of science and master 
of science in education degrees in 
all state supported schools. 

The sponsor of the bill, Lon E. 
Alsup of Carthage, relates "that 
the students have to take as much 
as. and In many cases more, Ger-
man. Italian, French, and the like, 
than he does English, or even his 
minor subject." 

He concluded that "after much 
deliberation and thought on the 
matter. I have come to the conclu- 
sion that such requirements me 
just a little bit out of line, Just a 
little bit inconsistent." 

The act before the House of Rep-
resentatives would abolish from the 
curricula of applicants for the 
above mentioned degrees "any 
course or courses in any foreign 
language whatsoever or any math-
ematics whatsoever with the ex 
ception of a good stiff course In 
arithmetic unless such student be 
taking a foreign language, mathe-
matics, physics. or chemistry as his 
major subject." 

The reasons for the bill's exist- 
ence are written into it. It ern-
ph.izes "that the idea that math-
ematics will help one to think and 
concentrate and that it is good ex-
ercise for the brain cells :s now 
outmoded." The bill also claims 
that most students do not obtain 
a speaking knowledge of the fore-
ign languages that they study and 
even if they do it is practically 
useless because English is a uni-
versal language.

Ewing Discusses 
Syphilis Control 

Disease Rampant In 
Lower Social Level 
"It can he treated. It can be 

cured! But it is important that it 
be caught in its early stages." This 
was the keynote of a discussion of 
syphilis by Dr. M. M. Ewing, staff 
physician of the West Texas hos-
pital, at the first of a series of open 
meetings of Alpha Epsilon Del, 
pre-medical fraternity M o n d I 
night. 

About 225 students heard Dr. 
Ewing give a complete explanation 
of syphilis, its spread, method of 
attack, physical effect, control, pre- 
vention and cure. 

According to Dr. Ewing from 
seven to ten percent of the people 
in the United States have syphilis. 
The disease is highly prevalent in 
cities and rare in rural districts. 
The proportion of cases is high 

among t h_ey 1_9_WeLgailaex_arul_xery 
low in the upper classes. "Syphilis 
can be divided into three distinct 
stages. During the first two of 
these it will probably show little 
or no sign of its presence but can 
be easily detected, treated and 
cured. In its third stage syphilis 
is exceedingly hard to deal with 
and sometimes cannot be cured." 

"It can remain unnoticed for as 
long; so have it checked for!" Dr. 
Ewing added that the Wassermann. 
Kahn, Kline and Kolmer tests are 
all based on a similar technique. 
He admitted that there is a small 
percentage of errors even when the 
Wassermann is administered by the 
best technicians but that the per-
centage of errors is almost negli-
gible if a Kahn test is conducted 
to check the Wassermann. 

During the first two stages the 
germ travels only in the blood and 
lymph streams and it is from the 
blood stream that the above test 
is made. In the tertiary stage sy-
philis also effects the brain and 
spinal cord. When the disease is 
known to have reached this stage, 
the spinal fluid is used for almost 
all tests. Dr. Ewing repeated that 
once in this stage the disease is 
extremely hard to conquer.

Tests Indicate 
Best Vocation 

Occupational Exams 
Given To Freshmen 

Are you really best suited for 
the vocation you have planned to 
follow after leaving Tech? 

Vocational interest tests given 
freshman students in the orienta-
tion classes of Dr. Albert Barnett. 
Dr. A. J. Hakim and Joseph B. Co-
wan,. win _dater. ine ehenc.,. with 
a reasonable degree of accuracy. 
for success in various occupation,. 

"We don't tell anyone, 'You are 
definitely cut out to do this.' We 
merely say that indications point 
in this direction," said Dr. Bat-
nett, professor of education and 
psychology and assistant dean of 
arts and sciences. 

The test designed by Edward K. 
Strong, jr., professor of psychology.  
at Stanford university, does not' 
measure intelligence or schalostic 
aptitude. It only measures the ex-
tent of interest of the student coin-
ciding with the interests of those 
of successful men in a given pro-
fession. 

The test is divided Into eight 
parts: Occupations, t h e student 
checking various occupations he 
likes; amusements; school sub-
jects; activities;' pecularities of 
people, Indicating whether he likes, 
dislikes or is indifferent to various 
pecularitles; order of preference of 
activities, choosing three of 10;, 
the work the student likes best;', 
and then the rating of present abil-
ities and characteristics.

Hereford Makes 
Report To Board 

'Enrollment To Large 
For Appropriations'  

Dr. E. H. Hereford, college exam-
iner for the state department of 
education, commended Texas Tech 
on the unusual progress made up 
to now and made several recom-1 
mendations for improvements in a 
report to the state board of exam- 
ms last week. 

Dr. Hereford also gave figures 
showing that the college enroll-
ment has grown out of proportion 
to the increase in appropriations 
and concluded his report by re-1 
commending that Tech be retained 
on the list of approved senior in-
stitutions. 

His report was based on infor-! 
mation obtained Jan. 11 when he 
made an inspection visit here. 

Figures showed that the 1937-38 
:oak ..seictu-cnrcilxiczt  
amounted to 207,7 per cent the I 
1927-28 enrollment of 1,682; while 
the 1937-38 appropriations for sala-
ries, maintenance and general ex-
pense was $496.353 or only 111 per 
cent that of $447,850 for 1927-28. 
Data also showed that summer ses-
sion appropriation for 1937-38 was 
634,000, 109.7 per cent the appropri-
ation of $30,963 for 1927-28, but the 
enrollment was 190 per cent over 
that of 1927-28. 

"The college is to be congratu-
lated on its beautiful new library 
building, but equipment must be 
secured at once .. additional books 
and periodicals . .. at least one ad-
ditional trained librarian . . . the 
financial allotment to the library is 
not commensurate with accepted 
standard In first class institutions. 

" . . There is an urgent need 
for additional space for chemical 
and petroleum engineering and for 
home economics. All these depart-
ments are badly crowded and the 
work is definitely suffering for 
lack of space. 

"Tex. Technological college has 
made almost unbelievable growth 
:aid progress. The unprecedented 
growth in enrollment has created 
many serious problems that could 
not have been foreseen. Certain of 
these conditions should be correct-
.% however." He went on to ex-
plain that Susie faculty teachers 
have excessive teaching loads, faux 
teaching 20 hours per week, 15 
teaching 18 hours per week; that 
45 classes have too few students. 
that 141 closes have enrollment of 
more than 40 students. 

Those, briefly, were his conclus- 
ions and recommendations. Other 
observations follow: 

"The school plant presents an : 
interesting and attractice appear- 
ance. There are many excellent 
buildings that harmonize in archi-
tecture and design. Since the school 
is new. the buildings are modern 
and in an excellent state of re-
pair ... In spite of all these excel-
lent buildings, however, the plant 
Is entirely inadequate for the pres-
ent needs of Texas Technological 
college. The home economics build-
ing, for example, is entirely too 
small . . . Also, the departments 
of chemical and petroleum engin-
eering are badly crowded, and ad-
ditional space must be provided at 
once if these departments are to 
meet the demand. Much work, 
should grading  and 
landscaping." 

After presenting tables showing 
trend in enrollment the last two 
years, "It is interesting to note that 
these students are drawn from 
practically all parts of Texas. 177 
counties are represented In the en-
rollment, in addition to 22 other 
states and one foreign country. The

Of the 
entering freshman this year, 985 
presented a high school diploma 
with 15 accredited credits, 12 with 
14 accredited units and took exam-
inations to make up the deficiency, 
and 12 entered by individual ap-
prove'.

For o n e person 
has devised a plan which may 
prove a boon to his own pocket-
book and at the same time ease 
the mind or aid financially any 
other student whose feelings of 
uncertainty call for some means 
of insurance. 

Though Bill Dyer is a sophomore 
engineer, one might think his pres-
ent plan for money-making comes 
from a student of burliness admin-
istration, for Bill has decided to 
go into the insurance game. 

Here's the thing in a nutshell. 
Any person that is doubtful as to 
what the outcome of his blood tests 
will be may, upon payment of $1 
as a premium, receive thirty to one 
odds from Dyer that the outcome 
wlil be to his satisfaction, in other 
words, negative, If the tests are 
positive, then the victim has $30 
clear profit with which to begin 
treatments or do as he sees fit. 
But if the outcome is °kelt the 
student Is out only $1 and is left 
in a peaceful frame of mind. 

Dyer says he thinks that his plan 
will operate much on the same 
principle as Lloyd's of London. 
However, many of the details are 
yet to he worked out. He will 
start selling his policies sometime 
today from his office on the third 
floor, west wing of Horn hall. 

Naturally secrecy will be includ-
ed in Dyer's part of the contract. 
Because it will be necessary that 
he know those whose tests returns 
are positive before he can pay 
them, he will agree to disclose 
no confidences. 

Before selling insurance to any 
person, however, Dyer says he will 
have to check with the hospitals 
on that he can insure himself 
against any student's taking the 
test, finding out the returns and 
then buying insurance. 

When he first conceived the plan. 
Dyer said he considered making 
the odds fifty rather than thirty 
to one But after talking with 
many experts he decided this W 

too risky. However, because of his 
great faith in Tech students he has 
refused to make the odds any low- 
. than thirty to one 

This insurance is definitely not 
a new plan. In several other col-
leges have started what is known 
as flunking insurance. At present 
however, Dyer intends to insure 
against syphilis only. Compensa-
tions for flunking other tests may 
come later. 

If the plan is successful Dyer 
says he may attempt to inau-
gurate it at other school.

A Desirable Bill 

WE SINCERELY hope that the House of Rep- 
resentatives will see fit to pass the bill 

for creating an independent state auditor's of-
fice—whit+ hreerect—thr,Hgla the Senate last 

Thursday by a vote of 23 to 4. 
Such an act would certainly be another 

step toward complete state reorganization, at 
present one of the most badly needed steps 
toward an efficient and inexpensive Texas 
government. 

If passed, the bill now before the House, in-
troduced by Senator Weaver Moore. would lead 
to a unified system of auditing for the state's 
many boards, schools, hospitals and other 
branches. Under it an annual statement of 
Texas' financial condition would be prepared 
in a simplified form so that the average citizen 
could see just where the state stands alone the 
monetary front. 

By eliminating the many departmental au- 
ditors' offices now in existence. one great waste 
would be done away with. because under the 
proposed plan extra funds in each department 
could be allowed to lapse at the end of each 
year. Under the present set-up each auditor 
makes a hurried attempt to spend all the money 
riven him whenever he sees that there is to 
be a surplus amount. 

Governor O'Daniel himself has drawn fav-
orable comment by recommending that the job 
of anpointing a state auditor be made indepen-
dent of the governor. Under the Moore bill 
the office would be filled by a joint legislative 
committee of six members. This plan would 
discount the charges that a governor always 
plays politics when filling the office. 

If there is any way at all that the Texas 
government can be made more efficient and 
at the same time less expensive, then we be-
lieve it is the duty of the people's representa-
tives at AUstin to out the plan into effect. 
And this bill na,sed by the Senate is apparently 
a step toward a better government in Texas. 

On Suing Uncle Sammy 

THOUGH obviously marching toward victory 
in its own land. Gen. Francisco Franco's 

Spanish rebel government drew a laugh from 
this country last week when it filed suit against 
the United States in an attempt to recover 
$10,000,000 worth of silver which Uncle Sam 
has purchased from the Loyalists. 

Suing in the name of the Bank of Spain 
the rebels claim that the silver was purchased 
illegally. They hold that the Loyalist govern-
ment did not have the right to sell silver to any 
outside power while a civil war was in pro-
gress because the metal had been mined in 
actual or potential Nationalist territory. 

All of which should bring more than a 
mere chuckle from the average American by-
stander. In the first place the transactions 
were made between two sovereing governments 
This country had not at that time, nor has it 
yet, recognized any other government in Spain 
than that defending itself against Franco's 
forces. Until it does the rebels will be looked 
upon merely as outlaws as far as business 
transactions are concerned. 

Also, this matter of "potential Nationalist 
territory" is the bieeest kind of farce. Anyone 
must realize that had the rebels actually held 
that district where the metal was mined. the 
silver would never have reached the coffers 
of the true Spanish government. And Franco  

might claim any part of this globe that happens 
to strike his fancy as potential rebel ground. 

In the final analysis, who thinks of the 
conflict in Spain as a civil war anyway? To Mr. 
Average United States it is very little more 
than an invasion. And our old friend Benito 
over in the boot-shaped peninsula can hardly 
afford to become angry just because this nation 
beat him to some -of the Loyalist riches. After 
nil. Uncle Sammy paid for what he received. 

Among The Table Hops 

CO M.NY boy, apply fur Lob, as waiters in the 
dormitory that we realize it is impossible 

to help them all. But why is it that dormitory 
officials insist on bringing in helpers from out-
side when a large number who live in Horn 
hall and have lived there for months, even 
years. want and need this employment. 

Although, like all other work, table hopping 
in the dorm is no bed of roses, it certainly 
couldn't be listed among the harder jobs done 
by Tech students working their way through 
school. The hours are reasonable and com-
pensations are enough to pay one's room and 
board. For these reasons we feel that such 
choice jobs should be given to those who have 
been here for some time, showed their desire 
to work and who may be classed as true 
"dormitory residents." 

Every semester, for one cause or another, 
there occurs quite some turnover among these 
jobs. Some three or four at least are replaced 
among the 20-odd boys who are so employed. 
But frequently new boys are brought in who do 
not and never have lived in Horn hall. Each 
fall several entering freshmen are put on in 
preference to financially embarrassed residents 
who have tried for months to get employment. 

Now we understand perfectly that a certain 
standard must be maintained in order for a 
person to either get or hold such a job. He 

must make at least a C average and his class 
hours cannot conflict with the time set aside 
as working hours. 

But we are also certain that there are many 
living in Horn hall who could easily qualify and 
who want and need these positions much worse 
than some of those who get them. We think 
the practice is most unfair. 

Let's Have Sabotage 

ALWAYS a campus sore spot is the parking 
of automobiles on drives in front of the 

college's main buildings. The danger of the 
situation has been admitted by students and 
faculty alke, yet nothing has been done to 
correct it 

Time and again THE TOREADOR, faculty 
members and even individual students have 
raised their voices in protest of the potential 
death traps. But many students and faculty 
who drive cars persist in parking their ve-
hicles at the spot most convenient to them, 
in front of the buildings and not behind them. 

We feel certain that the importance of 
remedying the matter has become apparent 
to President JOnes even in the short time that 
he has been on the campus. And where plans 
in the past have failed to bring permanent 
relief, we hope that Mr. Jones can propose a 
method whereby the problem will be definitely 
solved. 

In the event, however, that nothing can 
be done officially to stop parking on campus 
drives, there remains one way in which safety 
can be attained—through some student or stu-
dents carrying out a well laid plan of automo-
bile sabotage. THE TOREADOR has never advo-
cated unlawfullness. but present parking man-
ners are a disgrace to the college. 

In fiction the "Green Hornet" and "Sha-
dow" have achieved good ends through some-
what shady means. Perhaps the matter calls 
for the return of the "Vigilanter:" perhaps. 
for some sinister campus "Hornet." A few 
misplaced sparkplugs or deflated tires with 
appropriate warnings might effect the desired 
result. All this if no official action is immed-
iately forthcoming. After all. a crisis is no 
time for ethics. 

An Unwise Proposal 

T HE TOREADOR is heartily opposed to House 
Bill Number 401 introduced by Representa-

tive Lon E. Alsup of Carthage, which would 
prohibit foreign languages and mathematics as 
prerequisites for a bachelors and masters of 
arts degrees in any state supported institution. 
As drafted, the bill also includes bachelor of 
science in education and masters degree in the 
same field. 

That is. we are opposed to the bill in its 
present form, for like many others we believe 
mathematics to be a professional course and 
that it should be treated as such. The effort 
to remove the foreign language requirement 
is, we believe, unsound. 

College educations today are becoming all 
too commercial. It has long been our conten-
tion that the ability to make a living has been 
overemphasized with regard to a liberal edu-
cation in the art of living. Certainly, foreign 
languages are cultural courses. To study them. 
even without the end of actual usage in view. 
widens the student's knowledge of his own 
language and develops a background that can 
be found only in fields such as history or 
philosophy. 

Degrees today are ceasing to become a mark 
of education. The abolition of the foreign lang-
uage requirement would lower that standard 
even more. When the day comes that profes-
sional training is all that matters, we shall 
favor trades schools exclusively. Until then. 
however, THE TOREADOR believes that a bache-
lor. and especially a master, of arts should 
stand for education in its truest sense.

It merely pro-
vides for giving aviation its pro-
per place in the already estab-
lished vocational training efforts 
of the Federal government. 

"The final program has not 
been worked out. but for the pur-
pose of gaining experience in ac-
tual practice, 13 colleges have 
been selected to train 330 stu-
dents the second semester of the 
1938-39 school year.

Students Protest 
Social Security 

AMHERST. MASS. -- t ACP) —A 
nation-wide campaign to exempt 
student employees of fraternities 
and sororities from the taxable 
payroll of the federal social secur-
ity act has been organized by Am-
herst college fraternities and the 
staff of the Amherst Student un-
der the direction of 0. W. Mc-
Kinley. 

Claiming the support already of 
the Massachusetts delegation in 
Congress, the group is asking fra-
ternities and sororities throughout 
the nation to pound home to their 
Congressman and Senators the fol-
lowing facts: 

The present law requires that 
college fraternities must pay: 

1. Federal Old Age Benefits Pay-
roll Tax. 2 per cent of payroll ti 
per cent employer. 1 per cent em- 
ployee). The law provides for a , 
gradual increase in this tax to 6 1 
per cent (3 per cent employer. 3 
per cent employee) by 1949. 

The tax must be paid on regular 
employees, student employees who 
are working for their board, and 
paid undergraduate officers. 

Benefits are derived in the form 
of Old Age pensions for employees 
reaching the age ,of 65, or death 
benefits for those dying before that 
age. 

2. Federal Unemployment Insu-
rance Payroll tax, 3 per cent of 
employer's payroll. This tax ap-
plies only to fraternities with eight 
or more employees including stu-
dents. No direct benefits are de- ! 
rived. A deduction is allowed for 
amounts paid Into State Unemploy-
ment Insurance funds. However. 
since college fraternitnes have 
practically no unemployment prob. 
tem, no material benefits are de-
rived from the State taxes. 

Amendment Desired: 
The amendment to the law de-

sired would exempt student em-
ployees from the taxable payroll. 
Since most college fraternities have 
less than eight regular employees ' 

 outside of students, this would au-
tomatically exempt the fraternities 
from the Unemployment Excise Tax 
of 3 per cent. and limit the Old 
Age Insurance tax to the regular 
employees. 

Why Exemption of Student Em-
ployees Is Desired: 

1. The time to tax for Old Age, 
pensions is after the student has 
finished his education and is earn-
ing his living as an active member 
in society, not while he is working 
his way through college. The gen-
eral objectives of providing secur- 
ity in old age and unemployment 
are not aided by the taxation of 
college undergraduates. 

2. College employees are exempt. 
There is po material difference be-
twen student employees of the col-
lege and student employees of the 
f raternit les. 

3. The Federal Unemployment 
Tax and State Unemployment In-
surance Funds do not benefit col-
lege fraternities. On November 23, 
1938, Massachlusetts recognized the 
inapplicability of the State Unem-
ployment Tax law exempting Am-
herst college fraternities. 

4. Since college fraternities are 
supported by undergraduate as-

sessments, the total tax Mow 5 per 
cent, eventually 9 per cent) on stu-
dent employees is borne entirely 
by its undergraduates. The em-
ployee's share now 1 per cent, 
eventually 3 per cent) falls direct-
y on those undergraduates least 

able to afford it, who are working 
their way through college.

Uncle Sam is playing a definite

, dents. although at present less than 
seven per cent is able to stay in 
Tech through aid of the National 
Youth administration. 

In its role as one of the leading 
schools of the Southwest, Tech has 
not moved forward at such a (., -

clip that it has overlooked an i 
portant, but often neglected 
men(  of its family of 3,507 young 
men and women his ithe first sr-
mesteM—average in mentality but 
at a low financial ebb. 

A quarter-century ago only one 
youth in 24 was in college. but to- 
day the proportion is slightly high-
er than one in seven. Not only 
have their ranks increased but the 
percentage of those who must earn 
a part of their tuition and living 
expenses likewise has increased, 
any NYA officials. Students who 
had to have a job to stay in school 
found their chances limited.
