An accurate cross section of stu-
dent opinion is obtained by inter-
viewing mathematical proportions 
of students under several classifi-
cations according to subject matter 
of the question. General questions 
asked of Interviewers will include 
whether the student works for any 
part of his expenses, whether a 
member of a social club, his di-
vision in college, classification, re-
ligious belief andresidence. 

The scientific poll as installed in 
Texas university by the DAILY 
TEXAN, student newspaper, h a s 
been found at least 95 per cent 
accurate on numerous occasions. 
Discussing a proposed ROTC in-
stallation on the Texas university 
campus, the State House of Rep-
resentatives called the DAILY 
TEXAN'S B.S.O. director, Jim An-
derson, to attest as to the results 
the ROTC question. 

The Texas university Bureau of 
Student Opinion was begun last 
year, modeled after a nation-wide 
poll Initiated in 1934. Accuracy 
of the scientific poll was proved 
when the system correctly pre-
dicted outcome of the 1936 pres-
idential election when a random 
"straw-vote" conducted by a prom-
inent magazine, proved highly in-
accurate. 

Survey of Tech student opinion 
will be conducted weekly accord-
ig to tentative plans. Two or more 
interviewers will gather the aver-
age student opinion in iterviewing 
a 5 per cent cross-section of un-
dergraduates.

More Than 500 
Given To Date; 
Doctors Pleased 

Following a last minute rush 
on the part of students to take 
Wassermann tests, offered by the 
Lubbock sanitarium for the cost 
of $1, sanitarium officials agreed 
yesterday to extend the deadline 
on tests an additional week, until 
March 10. March 3 was originally 
fixed as the last date upon which 
the test could be obtained for the 
$1 fee. 

Five hundred thirty students had 
taken Wassermann tests at the 
college medical office late yester-
day. About fifty students had been 
tested in down town hospital quar-
ters. authorities said. 

Extra nurses have been added to 
the campus medical office staff to 
take samples and record tests. The 
enlarged staff has largely eliminat-
ed the time element, said Paul 
Lea, medical technologist of t h e 
Lubbock sanitarium. 

One hundred thirty-four stu-
dents took the tests Thursday, and 
80 more had followed suit by 4 
o'clock yesterday afternoon. Over 
five hundred students, or about 15 
per cent have bad the test in the 
two weeks period since hospital 
authorities installed Wassermann 
test equipment on the campus at 
Te'xas university, where the stu-
dent newspaper proposed Was- 
sermann tests last year only about 
10 per cent of the students coop- 
"highly The local hospital staff Is 
"highly elated" over the per cent-
age of students taking the protec-
tive tests, they said. 

Two thousand dollars worth of 
blood testing apparatus was order- 
ed by the Lubbock sanitarium at 
the beginning of the campus cam-
paign for the "W.sies." An aver-
age of five students an hour had 

three days before the original date 
set for resumption of the regular 
$5 fee. With an additional week 
allowed for the testing, the auth-
orities will retain the staff of ex-
tra nurses who have been sampl-
ind recording during the rush days.

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Hear Tonight's Lecture 
IT has long been our belief that while in col-

lege is the time for a person to begin to take 
an active interest in what goes on around him. 
Especially should a student develop an interest 
in matters of governmental nature, whether it 
be local, state, national or international. 

Once a person is graduated from a college 
or university he will be expected to take his 
place in society as a good citizen. And simply 
because he has a college degree, it is only na-
tural that more should be expected of him 
than of one with only a scant education. After 
all, is not a college education supposed to broad-
en one and bring important events closer to his 

fingertips? 
Unfortunately, however, many students are 

inclined to neglect this important phase of their 
college work. Non-campus events they tend 
to view with the air of one - visiting the theater, 
watching a show and at the same time realiz-
ing that what he sees is just that. Few think 
of world affairs as having any possible effect 

on them. 
To combat this alarming tendency w e 

would like to urge that the students take ad-
vantage of tonight's opportunity to hear Aruthr 
Willert speak at the high school audiitorium 
on "Europe, 1939." Each, we believe. can gain 
much from this lecture which they may hear 
for the small price of 40 cents, and for students 
enrolled in government courses. the rate has 
been reduced to 25 cents. 

Mr. Willert certainly should know a great 
deal about the subject on which he is to speak. 
For years he has been a diplomat, newspaper 
man and scholar. He has served as a corres-
pondent for THE LONDON TIMES, one of Europe's 
leading newspapers, as publicity head of the 
British foreign office and as a British delegate 
to the League of Nations. At present he is on 

a lecture tour of America. 
At any rate it will be well worth the time 

and money of any Tech student to hear Mr. 
Willert talk. Possibly, the lecture could do 
much toward clarifying what has heretofore 
been a hazy outlook on what is going on in 
the world today. 

Deadweight Again 

QUITE some reaction has resulted from the 
 editorial appearing in one of last week's 

TOREADORS, in which was advocated the eli-
mination of all groups receiving benefits from 
the student activities fee except athletics, stu-
dent council, THE TOREADOR and the Matador 
band. And the main reason for ceiling-hitting 
from those who see fit to defend the rights of 
various judging teams and clubs now getting 
their part of the students' money seems to be 
that these organizations are very definitely a 
great benefit to Tech and do their part toward 
building a larger and better school, and for 
these reasons deserve some support from the 
students. 

Now we hope that every person will fully 
understand the spirit in which our editorial 
was written and at the same time realize just 
what inspired the publication of the article 
which has drawn much comment. THE Tort-
EADOR would be the last to deny that every one 
of the organizations now receiving a part of 
student activities fee is of great benefit to the 
school. In fact, we believe in them and try 
to appreciate their many values to this institu-
tion. 

But at the same time, the question arises 
as to just how much burden the activities fee 
can stand. At present there are some eight 
different groups that get just a few cents out 
of each $10 ticket sold. To each, it must ap-
pear that the money is hardly enough to count, 
but when added together the sum amounts to 
a good-sized figure. 

Several years ago. as we understand it, the 
first of these organizations was added to the 
fee as a temporary measure. The team, what-
ever it was, wished to have some small source 
of income until it could get a start along the 
road to success. Since that time other deserv-
ing groups have applied for aid and have been 
added to those receiving benefits. None has 
ever been dropped. 

For that reason it is natural to expect that 
as the college grows, other groups will feel that 
they too deserve a berth on the activities squad. 
For won't they too be doing what they can to 
build a great name for this institution? When 
they do apply it certainly will not be right to 
say, "Sorry, but we're filled up." And there 
certainly is a limit to what the activities fee 
can stand. Hence, the only solution that we 
can see is to eliminate these groups that are 
already getting a part of the fee. They ob-
viously have had time to firmly establish them-
selves as permanent organizations. 

Another reason for cutting off these groups 
from their dole is that the majority of students 
themselves hesitate before spending their mon-
ey on something from which they can realize  

no direct benefit. Thus, in listing the afore-
mentioned groups among those getting a share 
of the optional $10 fee, the sale of activities 
tickets is hurt a great deal. This can be proved 
by the large sale the athletic department had 
last year when they offered only season passes 
to home football contests for $7.50. 

If Tech is to play large, important teams 
on the gridiron each fall, then the athletic de-
partment must have money with which to meet 
expenses. Every possible advantage should he 
taken to encourage the sale of student activities 
books. If helping small organizations a little 
is hindering the school in other, more important 
ways, then you certainly cannot say that the 
present set-up is for the betterment of Texas 
Tech, a platform on which we were elected to 
this office. 

So the whole thing boils down to this. It 
certainly would be admirable if the many small 
organizations could receive a small part of the 
activities fee without causing harm to the school 
as a whole. But from the present outlook, it 
simply cannot be done. Hence, the only thing 
for the Student council to do is to eliminate 
t h e many "deadweight" appropriations a n d 
either lower the cost of the tickets so as to 
increase sales, or increase the amount alloted 
to athletics so that student purchasers can di-
rectly realize some benefit from the money that 
they 'spend.

Ed McKeever Gets 
Boston Position 

Ed Melieevel. assistant back-
field coach and former quarter-
back for the Red Raiders from 
1932 through 1934. left Lubbock 
this week to take up his duties as 
varsity backfield mentor at Boston 
college. 

After turning In his 'eat game 
of the season in 1934 McKeever, 
thought by some to be one of the 
smartest quarterbacks I n Tech's 
history, became active on the 
coaching staff of the Raider squad. 
He held down a position with the 
West Texas Gas company at the 
same time, working with the foot-
ball boys in the afternoon.
