Five charged in 
post - raid action AUSTIN (AP)—The Texas College Coordinating Board 

Monday created, subject to legislative approval, a new state medical 
school in Houston and a dental school in Dallas with both schools 
a part of the University ofTexas system. 

Though no formal reference was made during the board meet-
ing to Texas Tech's pending request for a medical school, a state-
ment released by the Coordinating Board after the meeting said 
that Tech would probably become the "university base" for medi-
cal educational facilities in West Texas.

Dr. S. M. Kennedy, vice president for 
academic affairs, last week laid out 

"ground rules" for classes of 500 to 
1,000 students in five departments to 
meet in the Lubbock .Municipal Audi-

torium. 

Government, history and English 231 
will be taught in classes of 1,000 each, 
a psychology 231 class will have 750, 

and economics 231 will have 500 stu-
dents enrolled.

Sanders, 19, 2123 13th St.; and Charles 
Hatley Jr., 19, Walter Marlin, 22 and 
Bill Rider, 22, of 2617 20th St. All ex-
cept Hatley are now enrolled at Tech. 

All five pled innocent before Justice 

of the Peace George H. MeCleskey 
Monday. Reece and Sanders were bound 

over to a grand jury and released on 

51500 bond each. Hatley, Marlin and 
Rider were released under the custody 
of attorney Mark Smith. 

The latter three will appear before 
McCloskey in an examining trial ten-

tatively set for Wednesday morning 
to determine if they will be bound over 
to a grand jury.

instructors. 

Miss Clewell will coordinate class

FINAL EXAMINATIONS FOR

analysis. 

Asst. Dist. Atty. Tom Purdom said 

Hatley, Marlin and Rider were charged 
in the case because they "controlled 
possession of premises upon which nar-
cotics were found." He said Sanders 
and Reece "could appeal" before a 

grand jury currently in session, al-

, though the jury is expected to be re-
leased today. 

Smith said the three men he repre-
sents had requested a polygraphic 
examination but he did not know as 

yet if it would be given to them. Dist. 
Atty. Alton Griffin said he told Smith 
"I'm not interested in it. It can't be 

admitted in court. It isn't against the 
law, but it is not considered as ad-
missable evidence." 

SEVERAL PERSONS ATTEND-
ing the party said it was attended by a 

plain clothes officer, but Purdom, who 
accompanied officers on the raid, said 
"if there was, I didn't know anything 

about it."

(A bill to create the Dallas dental 
school and the Houston and Lubbock 

medical schools now is pending in the 
legislature. Separate bills would create 

the Dallas and Houston facilities only, 

if passed.) 

University of Texas regents last 

week recommended the establishment 
of a new dental school and said all 
their information pointed toward Dal-
las as the best location. The board 
went on record some time back as say-

ing Houston would be the best site for 

a new medical school. 

DR. ABNER MeCALL. president 
of Baylor University, said he was 
"disappointed." 

"The courage of the board didn't 
measure up to political pressure" he 

said. "1 don't want to see our school 
Unpaired or destroyed." 

"71 you do approve this, I hope the 
legislature appropriates enough money 

so not to give it (the Houston medical 
school) a hunting license to compete 

for the same philanthropic dollars," 
McCall said. 

A BOARD MEMBER, ]IRS. Wini-
fred Jones of Houston, said the 
"board's solution is a poor solution at 

best," referring to the medical school. 
J. C. Looney of Edinburg, also a board 
member, said, "I'm afraid we are tak-
ing hasty action which might cost the 

people of Texas a lot of money." 

John Gray of Beaumont, board chair-

man, said the decision of the subcom-
mittee was "made on a high profession-
al basis without any political pressure.' 

Dr. J. G Cigarroa of Laredo, chair-
man of the subcommittee. said that the 
clinical facilities of the new medical 

school should be made available to the 
Medical Branch in Galveston and to 

the University of Texas Medical School 

in San Antonio. 

DR. VALTER BRLNDLEY of Tem-

ple, who headed the subcommittee on 
dental education. said "the new dental 
school should be planned and designed 
to offer education not only for doctors 

of dentistry but for dental assistants, 
dental hygienists and dental laboratory 

personnel generally." 

The committee stresses the desira-
bility and, indeed, the necessity of com-
plete cooperation between the new den-
tal school in Dallas and the Baylor 
University Dental School in that city," 

he said. 

The board approved a resolution ask-

ing the legislature to appropriate funds 
for junior and senior colleges on the 

expected number of students in 1968-
69. 

BOARD MEMBER H. B. ZACHRY 
of San Antonio said the legislature ap-
propriation for the next biennium is 
553.1 million below the amount asked 
by the board."

President Kennedy's plan for 
improved physical fitness in 

our country with the "avowed 

intention" here to develop 

physical education and sports 
on an even wider scale in the 
Soviet Union than now exists. 

The central committee of 
the Communist party of the 
Soviet Union and the Soviet 

govern in e n t "recommend" 

that every industrial enter-
prise and office should or-

ganize the systematic partici-
pation of working people in 

sports of various kinds and 
should set up physical culture 
groups for middle-agent and 

older persons. 

DAILY PERIODS of gym-
nastics should be introduced 

and more initiative should be 
shown in establishing sport 

and tourist centers, health 
camps, and fishing and bunt-
ing lodges. 

Explaining the reason why 

these and other measures are 
being recommended, the 

committee and the govern-
ment say that they regard 

physical culture and sport as 

one of the most important 
means in providing Soviet 
people with a n education 

"harmoniously comb i n i n g 
spiritual wealth, moral puri-

ty and physical perfection." 

In the period from 1967 to 
1969, all eight-year rural  

schools are "expected" to in-

stitute the post of physical 
culture teacher. In addition to 
giving instruction in physical 

culture, these teachers will 
take charge of extracurricu-

lar sports activities. The allo-
cations provided for sport are 

to be increased next year. All 

the forms in all types of 
schools are to have two per-
oils of instruction in physical 

culture each week. 

"MEASURES are to be tak-
en" within the next two or 

three years to insure that 
there are suitable sport fa-
cilities at all schools and col-

leges. 

Next year, the State Central 
Institute of Physical Culture 

in Moscow is to open a de-

partment for the advanced 

training of coaches and teach-
ers, with facilities for up to 
300 students. The aim of this 

is to raise the level of train-
ing of physical culture teach-
ers. coaches, and other spe-

cialists. 

The U.S.S.R. State Commit-

tee for Construction, together 

with other organizations, has 

been instructed to draw up a 
list of sport facilities which 
are obligatory in the construc-

tion of new towns and the re-
construction of existing ones, 

and in the budding of new in-
dustrial establishments. They 

are also to approve new 
standard projects for sport fa-
cilities.
