Smashing the basis of 90 per 

cent of its criticisms for the past 
year. the 1938-39 TOREADOR has 
been adjudged the best paper ev-

er to appear at Texas Technologi-
cal college. 

Associated Collegiate Press 
judge. gave The TOREADOR its 
place in the sun by making it an 
All-American Pacemaker — t h e 
highest possible honor, shared 
by only six other papers of more  

than 400 submitted for judging. 
Of the papers submitted for 

judging, 55 were selected for All-
American honors. Seven of these 
were named Pacemaker, an ad-
ditional honor for what the judg-
es considered the nation's out-
standing college newspapers. 

Other papers receiving the cov-
eted award are the Daily North-
western, Northwestern university; 
Daily Texan, University of Texas; 

Echo Weekly, Milwaukee State 
Teachers college; Emory Wheel, 
Emory university, University, Gr.; 
Michigan Daily, University of 
Michigan, and the Minnesota 
Daily, University of Minnesota. 

The TOREADOR was the only 
semi-weekly publication to win 
the Pacemaker title. 

Highest rating previously given 
The TOREADOR was All-Ameri-
can, won by the paper under the  

editorships of Lomer Nelson and 
Jim Lindsey, the latter in 1936-37. 

In no field, critics to the con-
trary notwithstanding, wan the 
paper given lower than an excel-
lent mark. 

All the fields of activity con-
cerned with editing a paper were 
covered by the judgers and grad-
ed according to their merit. 

Coverage, balance, vitality, ori-
ginality, treatment of news was  

the first set of criticisms. Out of 
a possible score of 250 points The 
TOREADOR took 200. 

In the news stories themselves 
leads, organization, style, and 
content were judged and graded 
with The TOREADOR taking 
230 points out of a possible 280. 

A chief criticism was that the 

leads had variety and color. 

In only one thing was the pa- 

per at fault—two few features 
were run but what there was re-
ceived a grade of 70 which is an 
"excellent" rating. 

In copyreading and proofread-
ing the mark hovered between 
excellent and superior. In grading 
the editing field the judgers ended 

with the statement that The TOR-

EADOR was 'well edited". 

In the headlines were the great- 

est faults. The paper was marked 
off on "dull and wooden" heads 
but received credit on constrating 
subheads. 

On both inside and front page 
make-up marks of excellent were 
received having a total score of 
185 points out of 250. Cuts printed 

well, margins were uniform and 

the pages were free from broken 

type and wrong fonts.

Dr. A. J. Bahnl. ohilo.oinhy Ina 
sociology professor, will conduct a 
five-week seminar course in Mexi-
can culture this summer. The tour 
will be one point of the nine-point 
summer opportunities program of 
the Southwest Council of Student 
Christian Associations. 

Six semester hours in sociology 
will be granted by Tech to stu-
dents making the trip. Twenty up-
perciass students from colleges 
throughout the Southwest will 
travel 2500 miles in Mexico, visit-
ing Monterrey, Victoria, Mexico 
City, Puebla, Acapulco and many 
other points of interest. Lectures 
by outstanding Americans and 
English speaking Mexicans will be 
included in the course. 

Every student taking the course 
will be required to study some 
contemporary problem. Social, po-
litical and economic problems will 
be studied, and students will pick 
some one phase and work up a 
report on it comparing the situa-
tion in Mexico with that in the 
United States.

One feature of the current dissatisfaction 
is that much of it has come, not from seniors, 
but from undergraduates whose courting pla-
ces will have to bear the white light of pub-
licity and electrical illumination .

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Election Difficulties 
AS WE SAID last Saturday. the ineligibility 

of so many candidates is lamentable. But 
we fail to see how the Administrative council 
could do anything but confirm the ruling for 
office are scholastically unqualified. 

The student constitution definitely states 
that a person must have a "C" average in order 
to hold or run for a student office. And though 
college authorities have set that document 
aside in the past. it has been against our will 
and much to our regret. For we must agree 
with the student who expressed his opinion 
through a letter in last week's paper. If we 
deliberately break that constitution when its 
bindings prove an inconvenience, then there is 
very little need for having it at all. 

So if the candidate who protested his being 
declared ineligible by the college registrar had 
any rights at all on which to stand, they were 
concerning the catalogue ruling as regards how 
"C" averages shall be determined. 

But here again we find that a definite rule 
exists. And this one is even more binding than 
the student constitution. because college au-
thorities have many times pointed with pride 
to the catalogue, labeled it the institution's 
contract with students and refused to alter in 
the least the rigid laws set forth therein. 

This bulletin states very plainly how the 
required average is determined. The candidates 
in question were simply not eligible, any opin-
ions to the contrary notwithstanding . 

But no matter how much we approve the 
aforementioned decision. it certainly does leave 
the students in a hole concerning one office. 
This is that of vice-president, for which no 
candidates are left, since the two vieing for that 
position were booted out for the same reason. 

In this case no precedent can be followed, 
for such a thing has never occured before. It 
is obvious that another convocation cannot be 
held, and what other way could candidates be 
fairly nominated? 

The only recourse we can see is that offered 
by Student President James Huffman. i. e., to 
let the matter ride for the present and permit 
next year's Student council to fill the vacancy. 
This is the path that would be followed should 
one of the student offices become vacant after 
election time. 

And it appears that it is the only fair thing 
to do in the present deplorable but unavoidable 
situation . 

Doubtful Of Cactus Jack 
\N EST Texas' Young Democrats may be com- 

mended for their patriotic action in en-
dorsing John Nance Garner for the Democratic 
party's presidential candidate in 1940. but we 
can find very little to indicate that the stanch 
old Texan will receive the nomination. 

In the first place Cactus Jack is handicapped 
by the fact that he is too old to be a popular 
candidate. If you remember. President Roose-
velt received a great deal of support when he 
advocated "new blood" for the Supreme Court, 
all because he believed a man past 70 not as 
capable as !a younger person. And it takes a 
much sprier man to hold down the post of chief 
executive than it does to' shine a seat in the 
nation's highest court. 

Of course Mr. Garner may have more vi-
tality at 70 than the average person at a much 
younger age, but the fart remains that his age 
would be a handicap to the party. For a presi-
dential candidate must be sold to the entire 
nation, and the majority of voters know very 
little about the man until he is nominated. 

Furthermore, the fact that Texas has never 
had a son in the White House may be attributed 
to a definite reason and not because party heads 
are prejudiced against this state. Texas, con-
sidering possible exceptions, always goes Dem-
ocratic regardless of who is nominated. And 
the party feels that an advantage can be gained 
by picking its man from a doubtful state. 

This reason is a logical one. If the Demo-
crats can carry New York by selecting their 
man from that area and can carry Texas at 
the same time, then they are wise in choosing 
the New Yorker. 

So, as much as we would like to see our 
native state receive the honor of placing a man 
in the president's chair, we are extremely 
doubtful of Mr. Garner's chances of being a 
candidate in 1940
