Qualifications for  appointment 
as a flying cadet include comple-
tion of two years of college work, 
satisfactory survival of a rigid 

physical examination, bachelorhood 
and an age between 20 and 27. 

Accepted applicants are appoint-
ed flying cadets and undergo a 
training period o f approximately 
nine months. During training they 
are furnished quarters, food and 
/clothing and are paid $75 per 
month . 

Upon graduation flying cadets 
are commissioned second lieuten-
ants in the reserve air corps and 
are placed on active duty with tact-
ical organizations. After three 
years of active duty, they are pro-
moted to first lieutenants. Only 
graduates of the air corps training 
center are eligible for appointment 
in the air corps of the regular army. 

Special bulletins dealing with the 
army air corps and aviation as a 
profession are  available in t h e 
president's office.

Up to the time The 'TOREA-
DOR went to press Senate ac-
tion on James M. West's ap-
pointment to the Texas high-
way commission was stW pend- 
leg. However, that body was 
expected to act on the matter 
at any time. Senators from 
both East and West Texas ex-
pressed their confidence that 
he would be confirmed with 
very little opposition. 

James M. West of Houston, mem-
ber of Tech's board of directors. 
was appointed last week chairman 
of the state highway commission 
by Governor W. Lee O'Daniel. Since 
no person may hold two appointive 
state offices at one time, it is ex-
pected that West will resign from 
the board of directors when his ap-
pointment is confirmed by the 
Senate. 

General opinion was that the 
Senate would confirm the appoint-
ment. Two other O'Daniel appoin-
tees to the office have been reject-
ed because of their residence. Sen-
timent is for an East Texas man 
to the place. Both East and West 
Texas senators have commented 
favorably on West's nomination. 

"The highway department's gain 
is Tech's loss," said Board Vice-
Chairman Spencer Wells, express-
ing the regret of persons connected 
with the college at the loss of West 
from the board. 

"We of Texas Tech are sorry to 
lose this very fine help and coun-
sel in the conduct of the affairs of 
the college." declared President 
Clifford B. Jones. 

West's term would have ordin-
arily expired in February, 1941. 

West, Houston capitalist, Is one 
of the richest men in the South-
west. He has extensive ranch, oil 
and lumber interests. His salary 
on the board will be $4000 a year. 

He was appointed to the Tech 
board by Governor James V. Di 
red in 1935 for a six-year term. No 
indication has been given as to who 
will succeed him on the board. He 
is expected to remain a director 
until his confirmation.

THE time for Texas Tech's annual Engineers' 

show is rapidly drawing near. Though few 
probably realize it, the yearly exhibit is schedul-
ed for April 14 and 15, which time arrives on-
ly three days after the Easter holidays draw 
to a close. 

Most Tech students who have witnessed 
this event in years past had the show revived 
for them in the St. Patrick's day edition of THE 

TOREADOR where various exhibits were describ-
ed in detail by engineers themselves. Others 
were given a preview of what to expect in the 
engineering division when the event finally 
takes place. 

Tomorrow students leave for a five-day 
holiday period with thoughts of the Engineers' 
show fresh on their minds.

For in drawing a host of visitors to 
the campus for this event the college will re-
ceive much favorable publicity.

There is no need to ask students to treat 
these guests of the school with the greatest 
possible respect and courtesy.

And as 
years pass it is fast taking its place with the 
Red Raider football team and other Tech rep-
resentatives in West Texas' hall of fame. 

Down To Earth 
THE attitude taken by William 0. Douglas on 

learning that he was appointed an associate 
justice of the United Slates Supreme Court was 
typical of the often referred to modern gen-
eration. 

For the first time it appears that a Supreme 
Court justice is going to let the mountain come 
to Mohammed rather than have Mohammed go 
to the mountain. 

Always before when annointed with such 
distinction an appointed justice began trying 
immediately to assume the dignities that he 
considered necessary and proper for a gentle-
man in his position. Not so with Mr. Douglas. 
No sooner had the good word reached his of-
fice than his feet were propped at the custom-
ary angle on his desk and an interview was 
granted to newsmen. These worthies being told 
to take their cameras and shoot as they saw fit. 

And while many stiff-fronts may shout hor-
rors and lament that William Douglas is be-
littling his position, we feel that it is really 
a commendable position. For it can well be an-
other step toward eliminating the well-known 
"stuffed shirt" from America's way of doing 
things. 

It is probable that Mr. Douglas' opinion will 
be just as carefully thought out and as logical 
in the final analysis as those of his associates. 
But from his actions he must believe, and we 
readily agree. that a man need not be an angel 
to administer justice. 

The United States is a democracy and hence 
it is not necessary or proper that Mr. Average 
Man look up to members of the Supreme Court 
or consider them on the outside of recognized 
society. He need respect their judgment. noth-
ing more 

So if Mr. Douglas wishes to allow the press 
to take informal pictures of him and his fam-
ily and treat the man on the street as an equal, 
that is his privilege. He is bringing the Su-
preme Court down to earth, and it isn't at all 
a bad idea. 

Cash And Carry 
WITH Hitler continuously chopping off more 

and more small states from the list of 
Europe's independent governments the ques-
tion arises in the minds of many Americans as 
to what is the best attitude Uncle Sam can 
adopt concerning the world's latest aggrandi-
zer, now or in time of war should it come. 

Should this nationadopt a policy of strict 
neutrality, selling armaments to no nation, de-
mocracy or otherwise, or should it cast aside all 
pretenses of non-intervention, helping those 
with whom sympathy rests? 

By far the best plan seems to be the re-
cently proposed Congressional amendment to 
the now existing Neutrality act. That is, the 
adoption of a cash and carry policy. Sell any 
sort of goods to belligerents who wish to come 
after them and pay cash before leaving. 

By refusing to trade at all with nations en- 

gaged in war, America would both hurt her-
self economically and perhaps weaken several 
nations who are her friends as far as policy is 
concerned. and if Uncle Sam sells on credit 
or allows American ships to carry armaments 
abroad, there is a danger of either becoming 
so involved that he would have to take a hand 
to protect capital sent abroad (witness one of 
main reasons for America's entrance into the 
World ovar), or endanger American property 
and feel obligated to protect it. 

With a cash and carry policy this country 
could remain neutral, help friends abroad 
without endangering herself, profit economic-
ally and weaken to a large extent the total-
itarian states. None of the dictatorships have 
either the necessary ships to come after goods 
or enough money to pay for them once they 
reach our shores. 

The fallacy of making the world safe for 
democracy b y waging war was  proved 20 
years ago. America must protect herself in 
the safest manner possible. 

Tech Belongs To Texas 

THOUGH refraining from taking any issue in 
The Plainsman vs. THE DALLAS News squab-

ble which arose over the JOURNAL columnist's 
accusing the East Texas paper of doing an 
about face in its attitude toward Clifford B. 
Jones' election as president of Tech, we do 
find one significant thought in THE News' edit- 
orial reply to The Plainsman. 

That is the plain statement that Tile NEWS 
refuses to consider Texas Tech a West Texas 
institution and looks upon this college, the some 
as Texas A and M or the University at Austin, 
as belonging to the entire state. 

And to this may we add a lound bravo. Any 
opinions to the contrary notwithstanding, this 
college certainly is not a West Texas institution 
any more than it belongs to the City of Lub-
bock or to the citizens of Lubbock county. 

Texas Tech is supported by funds gleaned 
from taxpayers in every city, district and coun-
ty in this state. This section contributes no 
more to its upkeep, as far as money goes, than 
do the oil fields in the east. 

While a majority of its students doubtless 
come from within a radius of 100 miles be-
cause of the institution's ne44'ness to their 
homes, one will find that others are gathered 
here from sea-coastal, wooded and mountainous 
areas. To them also, belongs this school. And 
in the interest of each one of its some 3500 stu-
dents is this college being run. 

But it is only natural that a certain amount 
of provincialism and regionalism will creep in 
when one begins to consider the school to which 
he bears allegiance. Few persons can be a loy-
al supporter of one college and think equally 
well of another. And nine cases out of ten one 
will like most the school which is nearest his 
home. For that reason many have become in-
stilled with the idea that Tech belongs to the 
South Plains area and no other. 

These persons cannot be condemned for 
their attitude. After all, it is largely due to 
sentiment. But a good thought to bear in mind 
is that Texas Tech is a Texas institution, be-
longing in every detail to the Lone Star State 
as a whole. 

Is it not true that one doesn't think of the 
University of Texas as belonging to the district 
around Austin?
